The landline total respondents were 400 and there were 598 cell phone respondents. The margin of sampling error
for total respondents is +/-3.8 at the 95% confidence level, for results among the 807 registered voters it is +/-4.2,
and for results among the 622 likely voters it is +/-4.8.

MORE ON METHODOLOGY

All respondents were asked questions concerning basic demographics, and the entire sample was weighted to
reflect Census figures for gender, race, age, education, state region, and telephone usage.

Results for the full sample have a margin of sampling error of +/- 3.8 percentage points. For the sample of 807
registered voters, it is +/- 4.2 percentage points. For the sample of 622 likely voters, it is +/- 4.8 percentage points.

Crosstabs on the following pages only include results for subgroups with enough unweighted cases to produce a
sampling error of +/-8.5 percentage points or less once adjusted for design effect. Some subgroups represent too
small a share of the state population to produce crosstabs with an acceptable sampling error. Interviews were
conducted among these subgroups, but results for groups with a design-effect adjusted sampling error larger than
+/-8.5 percentage points are not displayed and instead are denoted with "N/A".
