Sir:-Iu reply to the Resolution of your honorable body of the lOth
inst. calling for my opinion as to "whether the members are entitled to
pel' diem during the vacation of this Legislature, I would say,-the Con­
stitution appears to be specific on this point. In artitlo four, section
deven, it is provided that "the compensation of Senators and Representa­
tives shall be three dolbrs per diem during the first section, but mELyafter­
wards be prescribed by law i but no increase of compensation shall be
