2c11y-No such vacation can, in illy judgment, be grant­
ed with propriety until it shall appear that parties who
have vested rights in the premises have hoen notified of
the application, as is contemplated by existing laws.

3d-Sections 13 and 14, chapter 26 of compiled statutes,
provide a prompt and effectnalmethod for securiug the oh~

jocts of this hill hy resort to the courts, and also protect
the interests ahove referred to.
