SIR: Herewith I return Senate File No. 417, without my signaturE'.
This bill provides for the consolidation ot any tvw or more colleges,
seminaries of learning or other educational institutions. According
to the provisions of this measure, this may be accomplished by the
action of a bare majority of the board of directors or trustef's of the
respective institutions. Such action may be taken without any re­
gard to the desires of the incorporators or the general membership
or of the persons who have contributed to the support and upbuilding
of the several institutions. In many instances this might refmlt in a
seriolls missapplication of the purposes of the originators and sup­
porters of one or more of the institutions to be consolidated.

In view of the manifest want or protection to the membership or
the institutiolls, contemplated by its terms, I am firmly of the belief
that, upon considerations of public policy, this bill should not become
a law. I have, therefore, the honor to advise you that because of the
aboye facts, I am constrained to withhold my appeoval.
