money therefor and for the n1aintenance of the st'ate law library
and for the space to be used by the court."

I object to 'Section one of said bill on the ground that I will glad­
ly, ,",vithout legislative enactment, assign the space as requc;>stecl there
in for the use of the Supreme Court and the state library. The pro­
posed legislation would in my opinion be a bad precedent for if
each official or department of the state government should sec;>k,
through the legislature, to be pern1anently located in a certain por­
tion of the Capitol Building great inconvenience would often times
result, the rnembers of the Legislature v,Tould be continually em­
barrassed by requests for space and if the space is determined by
legislation, changes even though satisfactory to all concerned and
"Thich may be desired by then1 when the Legislature is not in ses­
sion, would be in1possible without a violation of the law.

I object to Section hvo thereof on the ground that it is placing
lipon the members of the Supreme Court an unnecessary inconveni­
ience 'which they should not be required to assume.
