Sir:

Ir§turn. to you herewith, 'without 111y approval, Senate File
No. 319, kl1oWl1 as the Polk County liquor bill.

I cannot approve of a n1easure which would set aside the gen­
eral county option 1a,v, as this bill would do, and allow the people
in anyone of the six 111unicipalities affected to detenlline whether
a municipal liquor store is to be established in that municipality,
instead of having the decision made in a countY-vvide vote.

The principle long has been established in Minnesota that the
county is the proper unit for exercise of the option accorded
citizens to determine what type of liquor control they wish to
have used. Originally, voters were required to lnake their choice
between ,vet and dry. A bill was passed by the Legislature later,
however, which would allow voters at the initial balloting to
choose between a nlunicipalliquor store and no liquor. Now, the
Legislature is being asked to enact a law ,vhich would allow any
one of the six munieipalities in Polk county with a population of
500 or 1110re to decide for itself ,vheth'er it is to have a municipal
liquor store.

Effect of such a proposal would be to set aside or nullify the
county option law and, by 111aking the ll1unicipality the option
unit, deny to the people outside the municipality the right to
vote in the election. The people who live in a given lnunicipality
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are not the only people who have an interest in the question of
whether n1unicipal liquor stores are to be established. Around
each municipality are large numbers of farm families and others,
who have to come into the municipality to do their trading and
who n1ust in many cases send their children into the municipality
for schooling. All have a vital concern in this question of whether
liquor stores are to be opened in the nearby municipalities, which
serve as the center and gathering place for young people and
adults alike, fr0111 the farms as well as from the cities and towns.

Laws have been passed on two occasions which would allow
the people living in municipalities in two specific counties to make
use of local option. I cannot approve passing another special law
making another exception to the general option law. If the gen­
eral county option law is not satisfactory it should not be whittled
away bit by bit, but the Legislature should work out a new pro­
gram establishing a proper policy, applicable to the state as a
whole.

The suggestion has been made that passage of this bill 'would
make it easier to enforce the liquor la-vvs. I feel that law enforce­
ment can be made fully effective only through a will on the part
of officials to see that the lavvs are obeyed and a willingness on
the part of the people to back up the officials who n1ake a real
effort to enforce them.
