Today I have signed into law Chapter 179, Senate File 510/House File 1340, a bill
relating to agriculture, specifically egg handlers and the proper preparation of eggs for
retail sale..

Additionally, Chapter 179 carries a $10,000 General Fund appropriation and directive to
the Department of Agriculture to conduct a survey of meat handlers to determine their
interest in starting a state meat inspection program. This appropriation, contained in
Section 17 of the bill, along with Section 16 which describes the survey, Umye line-item

With the Legislature's proposed budget not in balance, funds are not available for this
type of expenditure. If the Department of Agriculture considers this a necessary and
critical project, it will have to be funded within the existing base budget.
