I have vetoed and am returning to you Chapter 91,BJQ.u$~
'File 1310}'Senate File 1206, which makes an assault on a public
employee who is engaged in the performance of mandated duties a
gross misdemeanor.

I view this as a victim discrimination bill, giving yet another
group special protection from assault. For each group, there are·
reasons why the public would naturally want to see special
protection. The problem is that.there is no end to this exercise
of choosing groups for which a protective instinct exists.

Is it really more heinous to strike a dairy inspector than to
strike an insurance salesperson? Is it a greater crime to knock
down a physical education teacher than to knock down an 80-year­
old grandmother? Accordingly,~I do not believe this is a proper
area for legislative intervention.

An assault is an assault. The occupation of the victim should
not alter the nature of the crime.
