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This bill is similar to a bill I vetoed in 1994 (Laws of Minnesota 1994, Chapter 569). The concerns

regarding that legislation still remain with this bill, expressed

The bill does not expressly prohibit the school district or any third party from making payments on behalf of the
member, This is a flaw that leaves this issue unresolved.

I also remain very concerned about any pension legislation that might magnify already significant inequities amon
the benefit provisions of major public pension plans in Minnesota. J
