
I have vetoed and am returning Chapter 400, HousE) File No. 2782, <l; bill that would allow for the establishment
of an advisory council on intergovernmental relations.

The bill is unnecessary. The mission of the Office of Strategic and Long Range Planning includes the requirement
that the office coordinate activities among all levels of government. The Board of Government Innovation and
Cooperation's mission includes helping facilitate plans for innovative service delivery, improving cooperation between
jurisdictions, and recommending legislation to eliminate mandates that inhibit efficiency. This is a clear case of
duplication. If the Board of Government Innovation is not doing its job, then it should be eliminated as I
recommended. But to simply create another council is absurd.
