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The company is very concerned because the rate quoted by the municipal utility was nearly
300% more than stand-by rates charged by other utilities. If this legislation were to be
enacted, ADM is concerned that keeping its processing plant in Greater Minnesota will no
longer be financially feasible.

This legislation would create uncertainty for all municipal and cooperative electric
utility customers seeking to produce their own renewable and efficient energy. It could impact
economic development in Greater Minnesota, and the thousands of jobs in renewable energy
in our state.

I cannot support this legislation.
