Roll call votes by your state legislators on key small business issues are listed inside. Although this Voting Record does not reflect all ele-
ments considered by a lawmaker when voting, nor does it represent a complete profile of a legislator, it can be a guide in evaluating your
legislator’s attitudes toward small business. Please thank those legislators who supported small business.

SJR 19 - Balanced Budget Amendment (3rd
Reading): This legislation provides that the total
amount of expense appropriations enacted by the
general assembly for a biennial budget may not exceed
the estimated revenue of the state in the budget period.
A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the
House 84-15. Passed the Senate 47-3. Signed by the
Governor. (2015)

SB 33 - Workers’ Compensation (3rd
Reading): This legislation allows an officer of a corpora-
tion who is also an owner of any interest in the corpora-
tion to elect not to be an employee of the corporation
under workers’ compensation. [t also urges the legis-
lative council to assign an interim study committee of
workers’ compensation for the 2015 interim period. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the
House 96-0. Passed the Senate 47-3. Signed by the
Governor. (2015)

SB 436 - State and Local Taxation (3rd
Reading): Among other provisions, this legislation
provides a small business property tax exemption for tax-
payers with less than $20,000 of total business personal
property in a county. It also provides some tax relief for
agricultural property. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed the House 92-4. Passed the Senate
49-1. Signed by the Governor. (2015)

SB 460 - Comprehensive Care Health Facili-
ties (3rd Reading): This legislation establishes a mor-
atorium on the building of new nursing home facilities. It
prohibits the state department of health from approving:
(1) the licensure of comprehensive care health facilities;
(2) new or converted comprehensive care beds; or (3)
the certification of new or converted comprehensive care
beds for participation in the state Medicaid program;
through June 30, 2018. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the House 52-40. Passed the
Senate 35-14. Became law without the Governor’s sig-
nature. (2015)

HB 1019 - Common Construction Wage &
Public Works (3rd Reading): This legislation repeals
the common construction wage statute. It increases

the “small project” cap for a public works project from
$150,000 to $300,000. Unless required by federal or state
law, prohibits a public agency from establishing, mandat-
ing or otherwise requiring a wage scale or wage schedule
for a public works project. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the House 55-41. Passed the
Senate 27-22. Signed by the Governor. (2015)

HB 1101 - Broadband Ready Communities (3rd
Reading): This legislation helps to expand broadband
to underserved areas of the state by establishing the
Broadband Ready Communities’ Development Center.
The Center may designate a unit of local government as
a “broadband ready community” if the unit establishes a
procedure to review applications and issue permits for
the communications projects. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the House 99-0. Passed the
Senate 48-0. Signed by the Governor. (2015)

HB 1303 - State Registration of Privately
Certified Individuals (3rd Reading): This legisla-
tion establishes a pilot project under which individuals
who practice a certain occupation that is not a regulated
profession under Indiana law can become “state regis-
tered” and be listed as practitioners of their occupation
on the electronic registry of professions. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the House 66-27.
Passed the Senate 45-5. Signed by the Governor. (2015)

HB 1318 - Communication Services and
Energy Production (3rd Reading): This legisla-
tion streamlines the process making broadband more
easily established in all areas of the state. Among other
provisions, it establishes a uniform statewide proce-
dure for applications for and issuance of permits for the
construction and modification of structures and facilities
for the provision of wireless communications service. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the

House 84-14. Passed the Senate 50-0. Signed by the
Governor. (2015)

HB 1350 - Environmental Variances & Other
Matters (3rd Reading): This legislation establishes
several significant process modifications that will improve
the service provided by the Indiana Department of
Environmental Management. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the House 97-0. Passed the
Senate 48-0. Signed by the Governor. (2015)

HB 1127 - Civil Proceeding Advance Payment
Transactions (Conference Committee Report):
This legislation (also known as Lawsuit Lending) estab-
lishes regulations and caps interest rates and loan
amounts for this predatory practice. These “loans”

most often go to low income individuals as an advance
payment toward an expected lawsuit award. This extends
the legal process and encourages plaintiffs to refuse set-
tlement in hope of a big pay-day. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the House 63-32. Passed
the Senate 40-10. Signed by the Governor. (2016)

HB 1169 - Business Personal Property Tax
Exemption (Conference Committee Report):
This legislation improves the small business exemption
that was passed in 2015. Replaces the requirement that
an eligible taxpayer submit to the county assessor a
notarized statement each year affirming the taxpayer’s eli-
gibility for the exemption, subject to penalties for perjury,
with a requirement that the taxpayer simply indicate that
the taxpayer is eligible for the exemption. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the House 96-0.
Passed the Senate 49-1. Signed by the Governor. (2016)

HB 1218 - Franchise Employment (3rd
Reading): This legislation provides that, for purposes
of the Indiana franchise law, a franchisor is not consid-
ered to be an employer or co-employer of a franchisee
or an employee of a franchisee unless the franchisor
agrees in writing to assume the role of an employer or
co-employer. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB posi-
tion. Passed the House 93-0. Passed the Senate 43-7.
Signed by the Governor. (2016)

HB 1344 - Unemployment Insurance (Confer-
ence Committee Report): This legislation reforms
the system to reduce waste and fraud. It abolishes the

Indiana unemployment compensation board and trans-
fers the board’s duties to the Department of Workforce
Development. It also provides that, in order to maintain
eligibility to receive benefits, the recipient must visit and
receive an orientation to the services available through
a one-stop center. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed the House 98-0. Passed the Senate
50-0. Signed by the Governor. (2016)

SB 20 - Workforce Policies — Predictive
Scheduling (Conference Committee Report):
This legislation provides that a local government may not
require an employer to provide to an employee a sched-
uling policy that exceeds the requirements of federal or
state law, rules or regulations, unless federal or state law
provides otherwise. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed the House 69-22. Passed the Senate
39-11. Signed by the Governor. (2016)

SB 109 - Regulation of Wild Animals and
Hunting Preserves (3rd Reading): This legisla-
tion resulted from a fairness and property rights issue
defended in the courts by the NFIB Legal Center. Among
other provisions, it provides that the department of natural
resources may not regulate certain privately owned cer-
vidae (deer/elk). It also provides for the initial licensing by
the state board of animal health of hunting preserves and
establishes licensing requirements, inspection require-
ments, fees and penalties. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the House 61-35. Passed the
Senate 29-19. Signed by the Governor. (2016)

SB 308 - Property Tax Matters (3rd Reading):
This legislation makes some long-sought reforms in the
way Indiana calculates agricultural land property taxes.
Among other provisions, it makes a number of adjust-
ments in the assessment process and specifies that
the soil productivity factors used for the March 1, 2011,
assessment date shall be used for the January 1, 2016,
assessment date and each assessment date thereafter.
(Under previous law, new soil productivity factors were
to be used for assessment dates after March 1, 2015.)
A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the
House 92-1. Passed the Senate 50-0. Signed by the
Governor. (2016)
