In this activity, you will learn about the structure of the story “The Cop and the Anthem”.

PART 1: STRUCTURE OF A STORY

“The Cop and the Anthem” is a story, a narrative account. When authors write narratives, they usually use a
similar structure to develop the story. The chart below illustrates four main elements of the story and also
explains what each element means.

PART 2: MAKING A STORY STRUCTURE MAP

First, the author sets up when and where a story takes place. The author also introduces the main
characters. This is called the “Set-Up.” Then, a problem is introduced, and characters must decide what to
do. This is called “The Problem.” Once the characters decide what to do to solve the problem, there may be
a further conflict if the plan does not go well. This is called “The Conflict.” At the end of the story the
problems and conflicts are resolved. This is “The Resolution.” This activity will help you discover the
narrative structure of this story.
