COVID affected the operation of the Associated Board of the Royal Schools
of Music’s overseas practical examinations. This in turn has affected our
collaboration with the Board in presenting Piano Exams. After careful
consideration, Radio 4 has decided to suspend the programme. From April,
the original slots will continue to be on music-making. In fact, it has become an
open platform for student performers.

Student Concert Hall was organised because of the pandemic. Its content

is user-generated. Since it has been difficult to perform in public, students

were encouraged to submit recordings they made of their performances. We

launched this pilot scheme last November and did not expect it to attract such

an overwhelming response. Eventually, it received over 3,000 minutes of music,

and in a huge range of varieties:

¢ Instruments: from the standard piano, violin, or guzheng, to timpani,
harpsichord, harmonica band, percussion ensemble, and even electone.

e Combinations of instruments: from solo, chamber to full orchestral

performances.

* Music genres: from standard Western classical repertoire to slightly avant-
garde compositions, traditional Chinese music, and even a tiny bit of jazz.

® [evels of difficulties: from miniatures for beginners to highly virtuosic
showpieces.

® Recording venues: living room, practice room, clubhouse, recording studio,
school hall, concert hall... quite a few recordings were made overseas too.
The most varied may well be acoustics!

It is amazing to see that Hong Kong has such a wide spectrum of musical
interests and possibilities. From April to June, tune in to Student Concert
Hall on Saturdays and Sundays at 1:10 pm, and be enthralled by these
accomplished student performers.

On the subject of music-making of the younger generation, the 'Sound of Art'
concert series presented by LCSD and The Friends of Hong Kong Museum of
Art has featured another group of Young Music Makers online in March. This
month you can tune in to Musicians’ Terrace to listen to their performances
as well as their sharing on being a young artist.

30 April is International Jazz Day and Stop-time... will be joining musicians,
event presenters, and media organisations worldwide in a global celebration
of jazz! It happens to be a Friday. In fact, from 2 April, from 6:15 — 8 pm on all
Fridays of the month, Stop-time... will be jazz non-stop!

Finally, an update on our overnight broadcast arrangement. Since the first day
of the Chinese New Year, RTHK has stopped relaying BBC World Service.
So far, Radio 4 has joined Radio 3 from 11 pm to 7 am. From April, you can
hear Night Music from 11 pm, and Aubade will bring a refreshing start to a
new day to early risers at 6 am. The new timetable also implies that for the first
time, Radio 4 will be broadcasting fine music round-the-clock! Tune in anytime
to enjoy our all-day tuneful company!

The programme schedule for Sunday Opera in April 2021 starts with one of the world’s most enduringly popular works of the genre; followed

by an early Baroque music drama on an amoralistic theme; a wildly dissonant shocker on a psychopathic subject with a biblical background;

and a pair of terse melodramas that inaugurated the Verismo (Realism) operatic style.

4 April: Bizet's Carmen

One of the most frequently performed operas with extraordinary public

appeal, Carmen did not have an auspicious first run when it was given
its premiere in Paris in 1875. With this work, Georges Bizet (1838-1875)
manifested a creative genius quite advanced for his time. The genteel

middle-class audiences of the Opéra-Comique could not accept his

sympathetic depiction of low life among gypsies, factory girls, thieves,

and smugglers. They resented seeing sexual promiscuity and murder on

stage. What Bizet had created was in fact a truly great realistic music

drama with ingenious melodic invention, bold harmonic progression,

and brilliant orchestration.

A Agnes Baltsa, soprano

The opera is an effective adaptation of Prosper Mérimée's gripping novella written in the form of a first-person narrative, retold by

the convicted prisoner Don José who is awaiting execution for the murder of a voluptuous young gypsy woman. Although Carmen's

character and fatalistic persona are the focal interest of the opera, the real tragedy lies in the path of destruction taken by José

because of his obsessive passion for the woman he loves. His extreme fixation and possessiveness transform him, an upright young

soldier, into a desperate murderer.

We shall play for you an exciting recording featuring mezzo-soprano Agnes Baltsa in the title role, tenor José Carreras as Don José,

bass-baritone José van Dam as the bull-fighter Escamillo, and soprano Katia Ricciarelli as José's sweetheart Micaéla. The Paris

Opera Chorus, Schéneberger Sangerknaben, and the Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra perform under the baton of Herbert von Karajan.

A Sylvia McNair, soprano

11 April: Monteverdi's L'incoronazione di Poppea

This unique masterpiece by Claudio Monteverdi (1567-1643), The Coronation of Poppea,
was the composer's last work for the theatre, completed and first performed when he was
75 years old. It is the greatest and most interesting opera of the transition period bridging the
Renaissance and Baroque eras. Its theme concerns the power struggle within the imperial
court of ancient Rome between Emperor Nero's mistress, Poppea, and his wife, Queen
Ottavia. The story ends with the banishment of Ottavia and the coronation of Poppea in a
magnificent celebration of the triumph of illicit love, quite contrary to the moral values of the
time and the rule of poetic justice in works of art.

Monteverdi composed this opera for a very large cast of singers. Our recording has soprano
Sylvia McNair and mezzo-soprano Anne Sofie von Otter in the roles, respectively, of Poppea
and Ottavia, with soprano Dana Hanchard as Nero and bass Francesco d'Artegna as the
philosopher Seneca. John Eliot Gardiner conducts the English Baroque Soloists playing
period instruments.



18 April: Richard Strauss' Salome

By the time Richard Strauss (1864-1949) started work on the composition of his third

opera, Salome, he was already enjoying an international reputation as the foremost avant-

garde symphonic genius for his brilliant and complex tone poems including such remarkable

works as Don Juan, Till Eulenspiegel's Merry Pranks, Thus Speaks Zarathustra, A Hero's

Life, and other epoch-making orchestral pieces.

Set to Oscar Wilde's French play, translated into German by Hedwig Lachmann, Salome

was given its premiere at the Dresden Court Opera in December 1905. It was a sensational

success in terms of its technical mastery and dramatic intensity. At the same time, it caused

a scandal for its blatantly erotic treatment of a biblical subject, with a graphic description of

Salome's adolescent obsession with the physical attraction of John the Baptist, her insistent

attempts at seduction, her voluptuous Dance of the Seven Veils, and the grisly fulfilment of her

desire to kiss the mouth of the prophet's severed head.

A Montserrat Caballé, soprano

Our chosen recording features Spanish soprano Montserrat Caballé in the title role, American baritone Sherrill Milnes as Jokanaan (John

the Baptist), Welsh tenor Richard Lewis as King Herod Antipas, and Jewish mezzo-soprano Regina Resnik as Queen Herodias. The

London Symphony Orchestra performs under the leadership of Austrian conductor Erich Leinsdorf.

25 April: Mascagni's Cavalleria rusticana
Leoncavallo's | Pagliacci

This double-bill of terse and explosive operas represents the world's most famous examples
of a musical style known as Verismo (Realism), which dominated Italian operatic composition
for more than two decades at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th centuries.

Cavalleria rusticana (Rustic Chivalry) by Pietro Mascagni (1863-1945) is a tale of betrayal
and revenge that ends with a duel fought unto death on Easter Day between two men in
accordance with the ancient rural custom for settling disputes in Sicily.

I Pagliacci (The Clowns) by Ruggiero Leoncavallo (1857-1919) tells the story of a murder
committed during the performance of a traditional clown show in a village in Calabria,
southern ltaly, on the eve of a mid-August feast day.

The Mascagni masterpiece boasts a cast led by soprano Victoria de los Angeles and tenor Franco
Corelli, legendary operatic superstars of the mid-twentieth century, performing with the Chorus
and Orchestra of the Teatro dell’Opera di Roma conducted by Gabriele Santini. In the powerful
melodrama by Leoncavallo, Corelli is partnered by soprano Lucine Amara and baritone Tito Gobbi
as fellow actors in a strolling players' company. They are given valiant support by the Chorus and
Orchestra of the Teatro alla Scala Milano under conductor Lovro von Matacic.

Since Jonathan Nott first guest conducted the Orchestre de la Suisse Romande in
2014, their relationship has never stopped growing. He was appointed Music & Artistic
Director by the Orchestra and began his tenure in January 2017. He has taken a step
further recently. On 22 February, the Orchestra announced that they have agreed to
renew the commitment for an indefinite term.

Born in England in 1962, Jonathan Nott studied at the University of Cambridge and
Royal Northern College of Music. He started his conducting career in Germany where
he led the Frankfurt Opera and Hessisches Staatstheater Wiesbaden to perform
numerous operas. He became the Principal Conductor of the Lucerne Symphony
Orchestra in 1997, Music Director of the Ensemble Intercontemporain, and Principal
Conductor of the Bamberg Symphony Orchestra in 2000. He has also been Music
Director of the Tokyo Symphony Orchestra since 2014. Apart from conducting duties, he
is also committed to working with young musicians. During his tenure at the Bamberg
Symphony Orchestra, he initiated the Gustav Mahler Conducting Competition, which
has become one of the most important conducting competitions in the world.

“I am excited to continue this journey with our musicians and partners,” said Jonathan
Nott. He added that he hopes to continue to be a source of musical inspiration for
Geneva and to serve as its musical ambassador abroad.
