Areas. 

• Preliminary or published data that 
supports the rationale or evidence that 
indicates the proposed work can be 
completed is required. 

• Project should include a well-formulated 
testable hypothesis based on a strong 
scientific rationale and study design. 

• The maximum 
allowable funding for 
the entire period of 
performance is 
$500,000 for total costs 
(direct plus indirect 
costs). 

• The maximum period of 
performance is 2 years.

Supports synergistic partnerships among 
two to four investigators collaborating on a 
single application. 

• Single PI Option: The 
maximum allowable 
funding for the entire 
period of performance 
is $1 million (M) for 
total costs (direct plus 
indirect costs). 

• Multiple PI Option: 
The maximum 
allowable funding for 
the entire period of 
performance is $1.5M 
for total costs (direct 
plus indirect costs). 

• The maximum period of 
performance for both 
options is 3 years.

• Preproposal is required; full applications 
will only be accepted if invited. 

• Applications must address at least one of 
the FY23 RTRP Advanced Technology 
Development Award Focus Areas. 

• Preliminary or published data are 
required. 

• Proof of concept demonstrating the 
potential utility of the proposed product 
must already be established. 

• Multiple PI Option: Supports synergistic 
partnerships among two to four 
investigators collaborating on a single 
application; multi-institutional 
collaborations are encouraged. 

• Transition Plan required. 

• Single PI Option: The 
maximum allowable 
funding for the entire 
period of performance 
is $1.0M for total costs 
(direct plus indirect). 

• Multiple PI Option: 
The maximum 
allowable funding for 
the entire period of 
performance is $1.5M 
for total costs (direct 
plus indirect costs). 

• The maximum period of 
performance is 3 years.
