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The Columbia Chamber of Commerce consistently hosts candidate forums for state and local races.

The Chamber has a vigorous process to form and create legislative priorities. This

process begins during the summer prior to the legislative session. The Government Affairs
Committee invites community partners and our local elected officials to outline their
objectives and priorities for the next legislative session. The committee also reviews
recommendations from the Chamber’s other 11 committees submitting and discussing
proposals culminating with the November meeting dedicated to deliberating each
proposal for consideration of inclusion in the recommendation to the Board of Directors
for approval.

The Columbia Chamber’s legislative agenda and priorities were approved by the Board of
Directors at their November 2016 meeting. The agenda and priorities were then released
to the general public and our local delegation at the 2017 Legislative Reception held in
January 2017.

The Columbia Chamber of Commerce does not endorse candidates. The data generated
through the vote-tracking process is used to identify areas of agreement between the
business community and our local state legislators. It is intended to highlight
opportunities for the Chamber to advocate for public policy, to lead our community,
drive commerce in our region and advance community and regional collaborations,
thereby enhancing the quality of where we live, learn, work and play.

Senate Bill 66 — Sponsored by Senator Schatz

This bill will help safeguard the employer-funded workers” compensation system from
frivolous benefits claims and excessive litigation. These changes will be implemented by
raising the standard of proof in workers” compensation discrimination suits and it
establishes a fair, logical endpoint for temporary workers” compensation benefits. Senate
Bill 66 was signed by Governor Greitens on July 5, 2017 and will be enacted beginning
January 1, 2018.

Senate Bill 105 — Sponsored by Senator Wallingford

This act creates the Missouri Main Street Fairness Act. It Requires the Department of



Revenue to enter into the Streamlined Sales and Use Tax Agreement. It would simplify
and modernize sales and use tax administration to substantially reduce the burden of tax
compliance for all sellers and for all types of commerce. In furtherance of the streamlined
sales and use tax agreement, the director of the department of revenue may act jointly
with other states that are members of the streamlined sales and use tax agreement to
establish standards for certification of a certified service provider and certified automated
system and establish performance standards for multistate sellers.

The Senate Ways and Means Committee voted the Senate Committee substitute do pass
on February 28, 2017. Unfortunately, Senate Bill 105 received no further consideration.

Called the Daubert standard, it ensures that only
evidence deemed relevant, reliable and provided by qualified individuals will be admit-
ted as expert testimony. Expert witnesses are very influential in shaping the outcome of
cases. Under the Daubert standard, the judge serves a critical role making sure an expert
witness meets certain basic criteria.
