Please can you confirm
that all of these items are being recycled and not disposed of with the regular refuse and household waste.

Response
St Helier operate a recycling service utilising a specific vehicle which collects recyclables from kerbsides and
bring sites.

The recyclables are taken to the municipal depot where they are sorted and baled for export to France.

FOI exemption applied:
