Development”. This was the first GEM since 

the adoption of the 2030 Agenda and an 

occasion to take stock of progress made toward 

the implementation of SDG 4 on inclusive and 

equitable quality education. 

  

The ECOSOC President underscored that, 

besides being a basic human right that everyone 

should enjoy, education was also central to the 

achievement of the 2030 Agenda. She stressed 

the importance for the GEM 2018 to positively contribute to the 2019 High Level Political Dialogue 

(HLPF) where SDG 4 will be reviewed in depth. The President also urged strong support for the 

preparation of the SDG Summit in September 2019.
