Participation of the President in Meetings of the Subsidiary Bodies

On 5 March 2019, the 50" Session of the Statistical Commission started its work. The Vice-President Mona
Juul delivered an opening statement on behalf of the ECOSOC President. In this statement, she called for
development partners to scale up efforts in statistical capacity building in a sustainable way. She described
how data and statistics can better inform policy discussions, ahead of the Voluntary National Reviews of 50
countries. This will be the basis for two SDG progress reports prepared for the 2019 High Level Political
Forum (HLPF).

On 11 March 2019, the 63" session of the Commission on the
Status of Women opened. The ECOSOC President Inga Rhonda
King delivered an opening statement. She highlighted the
Commission’s work as a critical building block towards the
implementation of the 2030 Agenda. The ECOSOC President
highlighted critical investment areas to free up women’s and girls’
time, support their mobility and women’s access to economic
opportunities”. She closed her statement by emphasizing that the

On 11 March 2019, the Committee for Development Policy (CDP) started its 21% session. ECOSOC President
Inga Rhonda King addressed an opening statement welcoming the newly appointed members of the
committee. She commended the recent work of CDP on “leaving no one behind” and ongoing work on the
Least-Developed Countries. She welcomed their consideration of the VVoluntary National Reviews as well as
multilateralism in the current session. She emphasized that multilateralism was under threat along several
dimensions: a building trade war, stalled global trade talks and the questioning of international institutions by
prominent countries. This was followed by a joint meeting of ECOSOC Bureau and the CDP Bureau on 12
March.

The ECOSOC President called for a
broad mobilization of public institutions, development actors and
civil society. She stressed an integrated and coherent approach was
needed to address today’s challenges and realize the SDGs at all
levels.

The ECOSOC President called on businesses to align themselves
with the principles of the 2030 Agenda. She highlighted the Women’s Empowerment Principles (WEPs), a
partnership initiative of UN Women and UN Global Compact, that is providing guidance to the private sector

on key elements integral to promoting gender equality in the workplace, marketplace and community. To date,
more than 2100 companies have signed up for WEPs, which is voluntary and emphasize the business case for
voluntary corporate action for gender equality. The ECOSOC President concluded by encouraging men at all
levels to become champions for gender equality and women’s empowerment around the world.

On 11 March 2019, a Roundtable on “Climate and SDGs Interlinkages: How we can achieve the SDGs while
curbing climate change” was convened by the Permanent Mission of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines and
the UN Foundation. ECOSOC President Inga Rhonda King stated, “If we focus on the synergies between the
goals, we can identify the policies and measures that will have ripple effects across the goals”. She referenced
a study of the World Resource Institute in 2016 that found climate actions were aligned with 154 of the 169
SDG targets, supporting SDGs and Paris Climate agreement can be implemented in an integrated and mutually
reinforcing way. In her closing, she called for the strengthening of partnerships to ensure more cross-sectoral
decision-making and innovative solutions to achieve SDGs while curbing climate change.
