Contribute to application development:

Development: Development is driven by member participation. A cross-council Development Prioritization 
subteam prioritizes the feature requests and bug fixes in the development catalog to determine what to 
address soonest.

Development catalog (JIRA tickets): The ArchivesSpace development catalog is public and contains 
information on all issues identified throughout the course of the program and indications of their status.

Github & plugins: Because ArchivesSpace is open source, anyone can develop for it, for themselves or 
for the overall community. So regardless of what’s being worked on as part of the program’s prioritization 
and development processes, community members may develop or contract for development on features 
of particular interest to them at any point. This might mean building a simple plugin to change something 
relatively small, or working in the core code to extend or change the ways certain functionality operates.

Get to know the ArchivesSpace community:

Community governance: There are three member governance groups: the Governance Board, the User 
Advisory Council, and the Technical Advisory Council. The ArchivesSpace governance model is designed to 
provide opportunities for all levels of membership to participate in and provide guidance for the development of the 
ArchivesSpace application over time. Calls for nominations for new people to join the groups go out each March.

Annual Member Forum: ArchivesSpace hosts an Annual Member Forum during the week of the Society of American 
Archivists annual conference.

The Annual Member Forum is an opportunity for all of our members to come together face-to-face to learn, discuss, 
and connect with others around anything related to ArchivesSpace.

Virtual Member Forum: As with our in-person forums, our Virtual Member Forum includes a mix of opportunities for 
ArchivesSpace users to share and learn from each other about many different aspects of ArchivesSpace.  The forum 
aims to span the many time zones and experience levels of our community. 

Regional Forums: ArchivesSpace partners with institutions to host forums for local and neighboring institutions. 
Regional forums are opportunities for our diverse ArchivesSpace members to meet up more locally to share and learn 
from each other through workshops, focused discussion sessions, and presentations.
