Department of Defense Sexual Assault Prevention and Response Office (SAPRO) 
Sexual assault is a crime that harms our Service members, erodes our readiness, and hinders our ability to field the 
lethal, resilient, and agile Joint Force that the National Defense Strategy requires. To counter this problem, the DoD 
established SAPRO in 2005 under DoD Directive 6495.01. DoD SAPRO represents the Secretary of Defense as the 
central authority charged with preventing sexual assault in the military and facilitating recovery for survivors.

SAPRO promotes military readiness by reducing sexual assault through prevention, advocacy and 
execution of SAPR Program policy, planning,  and oversight across the DoD community.
