DEDICATION

The 2023 Miami Dolphins Media Guide is dedicated to the memories of former director of player personnel Bobby
Beathard, tight end Gavin Escobar, athletic trainer Larry Gardner, wide receiver Jim Hines, Senior Vice President of
Communications and Community Affairs Jason Jenkins, defensive back Demetrious Johnson, tight end/offensive
lineman Ronnie Lee and former director of player personnel Charley Winner, each of whom passed away during the

past year.

Beathard (January 24, 1937 - January 30, 2023) was the Miami Dolphins' director of player
personnel from 1972-77 and was a part of the team's back-to-back Super Bowl championships in
1972-73, including the NFL's only perfect season in 1972. He was credited with helping build both
the Dolphins' famous No Name and Killer B defenses. In 38 NFL seasons, his teams competed
in seven Super Bowls, winning four times — Miami in 1972 and 1973, and Washington in 1982 and
1987. He was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 2018.

Escobar (February 3, 1991 — September 28, 2022) was on the Miami Dolphins active roster for
one game in 2018 and spent the offseason program and training camp with the team that season.
The tight end played in 64 NFL games with seven starts, primarily with Dallas (2013-16). He had 30
career receptions for 333 yards and eight touchdowns. Escobar also appeared in regular-season
games with Baltimore in 2017. He played collegiately at San Diego State and was a second-round
pick (47th overall) by Dallas in 2013.

Gardner (July 28, 1939 - January 25, 2023) was the athletic trainer for the Miami Dolphins in
1973 when the team won Super Bowl VIII over Minnesota at Rice Stadium in Houston. Gardner
served as the Dallas Cowboys' athletic trainer from 1965-72 as they won Super Bowl VI following
the 1971 season. His career spanned more than 40 years in sports medicine, including stints at UT
Dallas, Cal-Berkeley and Stanford.

Hines (September 10, 1946 - June 3, 2023) was a sixth-round pick (146th overall) by the Miami
Dolphins in the 1969 NFL Draft. The wide receiver played one season for the Dolphins, catching
two passes for 23 yards, rushing once for seven yards and returning one kickoff for 22 yards. Hines
was traded to Kansas City in 1970. Hines became the first man in the world to run 100 meters in
less than 10 seconds, setting a world record while winning gold at the 1968 Summer Olympics in
Mexico City.

Jenkins (October 30, 1974 — August 27, 2022) was the senior vice president of communications
and community relations for the Miami Dolphins from 2015 until his passing. He joined the
organizaton in 2009 following nearly seven years with the San Francisco 4%ers. Jenkins' impact on
the Miami Dolphins and the South Florida community was vast. He dedicated his life to serving
others and bringing people from all backgrounds together, and created community programming
that became a model in the NFL. Jenkins was a unifier of people who lived every day with joy,
tenacity and selfless love that made him truly one of a kind.

Johnson (July 21, 1961 — December 24, 2022) played three games for the Miami Dolphins as
a defensive back in 1987. He was a fifth-round pick (115th overall) by Detroit in the 1983 NFL Draft
and played 62 games with 37 starts in four seasons (1983-86) with the Lions. A former standout at
Missouri, Johnson was known as a philanthropist and radio host in his hometown of St. Louis.

Lee (December 24, 1956 — March 26, 2023) was a third-round pick (65th overall) by the Miami
Dolphins in the 1979 NFL Draft. He began his career as a tight end and later transitioned to
offensive line. Lee played two stints with the team from 1979-82 and again from 1984-89,
appearing in 138 games with 97 starts. Lee was named the team's Offensive Lineman of the Year
in 1988. He also played for Atlanta (1984) and Seattle (1990-92) during his 14-year NFL career.

Winner (July 2, 1924 - July 18, 2023) was a member of the Miami Dolphins front office from
1981-91. He served as director of pro personnel from 1981-89 and director of player personnel
from 1990-91. Winner had a distinguished coaching career and was the head coach of the St.
Louis Cardinals from 1966-70 and the N.Y. Jets from 1974-75. He was an assistant coach for the
Baltimore Colts from 1954-65 and helping the Colts win NFL championships in 1958 and 1959. He
coached Don Shula in Baltimore and then served on his staff when Shula became the head coach
of the Colts in 1963.

Stephen M. Ross, Chairman and Founder of Related Companies, the most prominent privately-owned real
estate firm in the United States, first invested in the Miami Dolphins in February 2008, and in 2009, assumed
the responsibilities of managing general partner of both the Miami Dolphins and Hard Rock Stadium. The
role is the culmination of one of his long-held dreams -- Ross grew up in South Florida and the Dolphins have
been a lifetime passion for him.

Throughout the Dolphins organization, Ross’ ethos of building a first-class team on and off the field is
etched deep. His $730 million investment in Hard Rock Stadium and its surrounding properties has transformed
the iconic venue into a global entertainment destination that showcases the best Miami has to offer. From
world-class dining to arts, culture and luxury hospitality, Hard Rock Stadium now delivers an elevated guest
experience that is unparalleled in professional sports. As a result of the privately-funded renovation, Hard
Rock Stadium attracted and secured Super Bow! LIV — which coincided with the 100th season of the NFL—the
2021 and 2026 College Football Playoff National Championships, Formula 1¢ Crypto.com Miami Grand Prix,
2026 FIFA World Cup, major concerts, international soccer matches and a host of world-class events.

With football, Ross has demonstrated a steadfast commitment to provide coaches, support staff and
players the necessary resources to build a winning team that will compete consistently for championships. He
invested $135 million into the state-of-the-art Baptist Health Training Complex, which opened in July 2021.
Completed by Moss Construction with interior design by Rockwell Group and architecture by ROSSETTI,
the 217,200 square-foot best-in-class venue was meticulously planned to create a contemporary, welcoming
training environment for coaches, players, and staff. It includes a 92,200 square foot indoor field, two full
natural grass outdoor fields, a two-story weight room with a cardio deck, a state-of-the-art hydrotherapy area,
cryotherapy and isolation tanks and much more.

In the inaugural NFLPA Player Team Report Cards survey issued in 2023, which scored the player
experience in a variety of categories, the Dolphins ranked second of 32 teams overall. As a result of Ross’
investment, the Dolphins scored an A-or-higher rating in seven of the eight areas, including A+ scores in
weight room, strength coaches, training room, training staff and locker room. Ross has also invested in the
players’ personal and professional development off the field, creating and funding the Dolphins Business
Combine, an annual three-day event which allows players to meet with business leaders across a variety of
industries and receive training on topics like personal finance, real estate and investments.

In 2016, Ross named Chris Grier as general manager and in 2019 gave him full control of football
operations. The team has quickly improved under Grier's leadership, including three consecutive winning
seasons, marking a first for the franchise since 2001-2003. In 2022, Ross made an innovative hire at head
coach, selecting Mike McDaniel, who at the time had not received a head coach interview request from
another team. Ross identified McDaniel’s ingenuity, authentic leadership and outside-the-box thinking as
notable traits for a head coach, and in his first year with the franchise, McDaniel helped the Dolphins make
the playoffs for the first time since 2016.

Ross, as a sports entrepreneur, is known for his attention to detail and thinking outside the box. He is
responsible for orchestrating El Clésico Miami — the first-ever match between archrivals FC Barcelona and
Real Madrid C.F. in North America —which stands as the highest revenue grossing soccer match in U.S. history.
When the Miami Open tennis tournament began to explore leaving its long-time home in Key Biscayne,
Florida, Ross stepped in to propose hosting the tournament at Hard Rock Stadium, building a custom tennis
complex that is now considered one of the best in professional tennis in terms of guest experience and player
amenities.

In April 2021, Ross became the Chairman and Owner of the Formula 1® Crypto.com Miami Grand Prix.
The circuit is 5.41km, has 19 corners, three straights and three DRS zones with an estimated top speed of
320km/h. Hard Rock Stadium sits at the heart of the circuit. Ross and Managing Partner of the Formula 1¢
Crypto.com Miami Grand Prix, Vice Chairman and CEO Tom Garfinkel worked with specialist designers to
create a racetrack that provides great racing and unique fan experiences that are reflective of the diverse and
dynamic nature of Miami. The inaugural race was named the Best New Event of 2022 by the Sports Business
Journal, and in its first two years, the event has delivered an estimated economic impact of nearly $800
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million to the South Florida community.

Ross is deeply committed to supporting and uniting the community that supports the Dolphins. Under his
stewardship, the Dolphins have raised more than $64 million for local cancer research through the Dolphins
Challenge Cancer. In June 2020, Ross and the Miami Dolphins Foundation announced a year-long Food
Relief Program with a $3 million investment and an additional $1 million from the Lennar Foundation. The
initiative provided 1,000 meals each day from Centerplate and local minority-owned restaurants to churches,
community groups and those in need during the pandemic.

In August 2019, Ross was inducted into the National Football Foundation Leadership Hall of Fame. The
prestigious award recognizes the country’s most influential individuals who have ascended to the highest
levels of success and exhibited the critical leadership qualities that transcend ordinary enterprises.

Furthermore, Ross has used his platform to harness the unifying power of sport to advance race relations
across the country through the establishment of the nonprofit Ross Initiative in Sports for Equality (RISE).
The organization’s efforts have been so impactful that RISE was recognized in 2017 by ESPN'’s Humanitarian
Awards with the Stuart Scott ENSPIRE Award. The award celebrates those who have taken risk and used an
innovative approach to help the disadvantaged through the power of sports. Ross’ efforts through RISE were
honored as they personify the ethos of fairmness, ethics, respect and fellowship with others. This also connects
to Ross’ vision of the Dolphins' FOOTBALL UNITES™ program to effectuate positive social change. Under
his leadership, the Dolphins organization actively embraces the diversity and intersections that make up
South Florida, working with groups to improve relationships and foster understanding. In February 2020,
the Miami Dolphins were honored by the Fritz Pollard Alliance with the Paul J. Tagliabue Award for their
leadership in advancing diversity. Ross was among Sports Business Journal’s Leaders in Diversity and
Inclusive Hiring honorees in March 2021.

In May 2013, Ross pledged to give more than half of his estate to philanthropic causes and charitable
organizations, including South Florida-based institutions. The commitment was made through the Giving
Pledge, a long-term global initiative that aims to inspire deeper engagement in philanthropy and increase
charitable giving globally.

Ross graduated from the University of Michigan with a Bachelor of Business Administration degree and
from Wayne State University Law School with a Juris Doctor degree. He later received a Master of Laws in
Taxation from New York University School of Law. In 2004, the University of Michigan renamed its business
school the Stephen M. Ross School of Business at the University of Michigan and in 2011, the school awarded
him an honorary Doctor of Laws degree at its commencement.

Tom Garfinkel serves as Vice Chairman, President and Chief Executive Officer of the Miami Dolphins and
Hard Rock Stadium and Managing Partner of the Formula 1° Crypto.com Miami Grand Prix. Since his hire in
2013, Garfinkel has led the business success of the Dolphins and Hard Rock Stadium, highlighted by:

® The initiation, creation and execution of a plan to privately fund a more than $550 million renovation
of a 27-year-old stadium.

® The extension and design of a multi-year partnership with Baptist Health to construct the $135M state-
of-the-art Baptist Health Training Complex in Miami Gardens, which opened in July 2021.

® The sale of more than $1 billion in future contractually obligated suite and sponsorship income,
including the in-house sale of naming rights to “Hard Rock Stadium.”

® Negotiating and securing a 10-year agreement for the Formula 1® Crypto.com Miami Grand Prix to be
held at the Hard Rock Stadium campus. Garfinkel led the design and construction of the race track and
surrounding hospitality, creating innovative new fan experiences at a race venue. The event was named
the “Best New Event” of 2022 by the Sports Business Journal and has produced a combined economic
impact of nearly $800 million to the local South Florida community in its first two years.

® Thewinning bid for the 2020 Super Bowl, 2021 and 2026 College Football Playoff National Championship
games at Hard Rock Stadium, and the 2026 FIFA World Cup.

® The highest grossing soccer event in U.S. history in July of 2017 (El Clasico Miami: Real Madrid vs.
Barcelona).

® The continuation and growth of the Dolphins Challenge Cancer, which has raised more than $64 million
to date in donations of its $75 million commitment to Sylvester Comprehensive Cancer Center at the
University of Miami, the largest known philanthropic pledge in the NFL.

® The creation of a 30 year partnership with Endeavor to bring the Miami Open tennis tournament to
Hard Rock Stadium. The 2019 debut event set record attendance numbers and increased total revenue
by nearly 25%. The event has continued to grow and hit record attendance again in 2023.

® [nitiating the elimination of 99.4% of fan facing single-use plastics in Hard Rock Stadium’s food and
beverage operation.

® The creation of the first socially-distanced stadium plan during the COVID-19 pandemic — a safe
environment where 13,000 people could attend games and be socially distant and socially present at
the same time.

® The organization being honored in February 2020 by the Fritz Pollard Alliance with the Paul J. Tagliabue
Award for their leadership in advancing diversity.

® The team receiving the Front Office Sports Best Employers in Sports Award in 2019 and 2020.

® The stadium being named the Venue of the Year by the Sports Business Awards in 2023 for its diverse
calendar of global sports and entertainment events.

His operating experience includes serving as president and chief executive officer of the San Diego
Padres, chief operating officer of the Arizona Diamondbacks and executive vice president of Chip Ganassi
Racing’s NASCAR, IndyCar and Grand-Am racing teams. Prior to working in sports, Garfinkel held different
leadership roles in sales, marketing and branding with Miller Brewing Company and Texaco, Inc.

Garfinkel serves on the board of the Dolphins Challenge Cancer, the National Football Foundation, and
the Sports Management Advisory Board and Ross School of Business Advisory Board at the University of
Michigan.

Garfinkel graduated with a bachelor’s degree from the University of Colorado, Boulder, and earned his
MBA at the University of Michigan. In October 2020, Garfinkel earmed the George Norlin Award, which
recognizes outstanding CU Boulder alumni who have demonstrated a commitment to excellence in their
chosen field of endeavor and a devotion to the betterment of society and their community. Garfinkel was
among Sports Business Journal's Leaders in Diversity and Inclusive Hiring honorees in March 2021.

Garfinkel and his wife, Allison, live in Coral Gables with their three sons.

Chris Grier is the general manager of the Miami Dolphins, a title he's held since 2016, and oversees
personnel and all football operations for the club. The 2023 campaign marks his 24th season with the
franchise, rising from area scout to national scout, director of college scouting and general manager during
that time.

Beginning in 2019, Grier was given control of football operations and has since implemented new
philosophies to building a competitive team. Utilizing a value-based approach, the Dolphins rebuilt the
roster with young, versatile players. Grier also used trades to accumulate Pro Bowl talent and future draft
capital. The Dolphins had three first-round picks and two second-round picks in 2020 and two first-round
picks in 2021. A trade of draft picks in 2022 led to the acquisition of wide receiver Tyreek Hill from Kansas
City. Grier also signed tackle Terron Armstead in the 2022 offseason and traded for linebacker Bradley Chubb
during the 2022 season. Armstrong and Hill were elected team captains in their first season in Miami and all
three were picked to represent the AFC in the Pro Bowl following the 2022 season. Grier traded draft picks
again during the 2023 offseason and acquired six-time Pro Bowl cornerback Jalen Ramsey.

Miami has quickly made strides in the five years since Grier took over football operations. The Dolphins
have posted three consecutive winning seasons in 2020, 2021 and 2022, marking the first time the franchise
has done this since 2001-03.

The Dolphins finished the 2022 season with a 9-8 record and secured a playoff berth for the first time
since 2016 and just the third time in the past 20 seasons. With a talented roster and under new head coach
Mike McDaniel, the Dolphins finished with a top 10 total offense for the first time since 1995, ranking sixth
(364.5 yards per game). Miami was second in yards per play (6.1) and fourth in passing offense (265.4) despite
starting three different quarterbacks for multiple games for the first time since 2007 and playing the third-
most difficult schedule (.537) in the NFL.

Quarterback Tua Tagovailoa, who Grier selected with the fifth overall pick in the 2020 NFL Draft, also had
a career year in 2022. He became the youngest NFL quarterback since Dan Marino in 1984 to lead the league
in passer rating (105.5). Tagovailoa also led the NFL in red zone passer rating (112.2), third-down passer rating
(130.1) and yards per attempt (8.9).

In Hill's first season with the team, he shattered his career highs and the franchise’s single-season records
for receiving yards (1,710) and receptions (119), finishing second in the league in both. His 1,710 receiving
yards were 321 more than the previous Dolphins record that stood for nearly 40 years (Mark Clayton, 1,389
yards in 1984). It was also the most receiving yards by any player in NFL history on his first season with a new
team. He earned first-team All-Pro honors and was selected to his seventh consecutive Pro Bowl.

Grier selected wide receiver Jaylen Waddle in the first round of the 2021 NFL Draft (sixth overall) and he
put together one of the best seasons by a receiver in Dolphins history in 2022 following a historic rookie
campaign in 2021. Waddle caught 75 passes for 1,356 yards and eight touchdowns. His 18.1 yards per catch
led the NFL while his 1,356 receiving yards were third in Dolphins history.

Hill and Waddle combined for 3,066 receiving yards, which was the third-most by a pair of teammates in a
season in NFL history.

Miami's defense also had success in 2022 as it finished fourth in the league in rush defense (103.0).
Defensive tackle Christian Wilkins, who Grier drafted in the first round (13th overall) in the 2019 NFL Draft,
recorded a career-high 98 tackles. His 98 stops were the most in a season by an NFL defensive lineman since
1994. Linebacker Jaelan Phillips, a first-round pick (18th overall) of Grier's in 2021, led the team in sacks for
the second straight season with 7.0. Cornerback Xavien Howard (2016, second round) earned his fourth Pro
Bowl selection.

In 2021, the Dolphins won eight of their final nine games, including their final six at home. Grier helped
construct a defensive unit that featured eight starters drafted by the Dolphins and all 11 starters under the
age of 30. The group scored five defensive touchdowns, its most in a single season since 2001. Miami swept
New England for the first time since 2000 and had two AFC East sweeps (N.Y. Jets) for the first time since
2016.

Miami's 2021 draft class earned key roles immediately as four players were regular starters as rookies.
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Waddle broke the NFL's rookie receptions record, a mark that had stood for nearly 20 years, with 104 catches
and became the first rookie in Dolphins history to total 1,000 receiving yards. Phillips broke Miami's rookie
sack record and finished second among all NFL rookies in the statistic with 8.5. Safety Jevon Holland was the
only player in the AFC in 2021 to have multiple sacks, interceptions and fumble recoveries. Offensive lineman
Liam Eichenberg was one of just 10 NFL rookie offensive linemen to start at least 16 games.

Howard earned his third Pro Bowl selection in 2021 after intercepting five passes and scoring two defensive
touchdowns. He became the eighth player in team history to have at least five interceptions in three different
seasons. Wilkins totaled 89 tackles, which was tied for the most by any NFL defensive lineman since 2013
before he topped that figure in 2022.

In 2020, the Dolphins won 10 games for just the second time in the past decade despite having the
second-youngest roster in the NFL. The five-game improvement from 2019 was tied for the best in the league
that season and tied for the third-best in team history. The Dolphins set a team record by starting 10 different
rookies that year, including eight in one game in a Week 15 win vs. New England.

With several offseason additions, Grier helped build one of the NFL's best defenses in 2020. Miami led the
league in third-down defense (28.8 pct.) and takeaways (29) and finished sixth in scoring (21.1 points allowed
per game).

Two of Grier's draft picks — Howard and kicker Jason Sanders (2018, seventh round) earned first-team All-
Pro honors in 2020, marking the first time since 2006 (Zach Thomas and Jason Taylor) the Dolphins had two
first-team All-Pro honorees in the same season. Defensive tackle Raekwon Davis was named to the PFWA's
All-Rookie team after Grier selected him in the second round of the 2020 NFL Draft.

In 2019, the Dolphins steadily improved despite having the youngest roster in the NFL, winning five of
their final nine games. Wilkins led all rookie defensive linemen with 56 tackles, the fifth-most by an NFL rookie
defensive lineman since 2015.

From 2016-18, Grier oversaw the draft and both pro and college scouting departments, and was
responsible for the acquisition of multiple All-Pro and Pro Bowl players including Howard, Sanders, wide
receiver/returner Jakeem Grant, tackle Laremy Tunsil and safety Minkah Fitzpatrick.

The 2018 draft saw Grier and his personnel department net several key contributors. Linebacker Jerome
Baker was a third-round pick and finished his rookie season tied for 11th among NFL rookies in tackles (76).
Baker quickly took on a leadership role and was elected a team captain in 2019, just his second season in the
league. He later became the first Dolphins player since at least 2000 to record 500-plus tackles in his first five
seasons in the league.

In 2017, the Dolphins finished the season with 10 rookies on the active roster and four more on injured
reserve or non-football illness lists. Miami was one of just three teams to play eight rookies on defense
and one of just six to have at least four rookies start games on defense. Six undrafted rookie free agents
contributed to the team that season. Defensive tackle Davon Godchaux finished his rookie campaign fourth
among all NFL defensive linemen with 40 tackles (26 solo), despite being a fifth-round pick.

In his first draft as general manager in 2016, Grier selected Howard in the second round. In seven NFL
seasons, Howard has earned a first-team All-Pro nod (2020), been selected to the Pro Bowl four times (2018,
2020-22, led the NFL in interceptions in one season (2020), tied for the NFL lead in interceptions in another
(2018) and totaled more interceptions since he entered the league than any other NFL player.

The team also drafted running back Kenyan Drake and Grant in 2016, who became just the second rookie
duo in team history to combine for a kickoff return and punt return for a touchdown in the same season. In
2020, Grant earned second-team All-Pro honors as a returner.

Grier helped turn more than half the roster over in 2016, as the team entered training camp with more than
45 new players acquired during the offseason. The results were a four-game improvement from the previous
season, the fifth-best mark in the NFL. The Dolphins finished 10-6 with a playoff berth, the team’s best record
and first playoff appearance since 2008.

As the team’s director of college scouting (2007-15), Grier was part of a front office that discovered
numerous Pro Bowl players. During that time, the Dolphins drafted seven players that combined for 14 Pro
Bowl selections with the team. The list includes tackle Jake Long (2008-10), defensive tackle Paul Soliai (2011),
punter Brandon Fields (2013), center Mike Pouncey (2013-15), safety Reshad Jones (2015; 2017), wide receiver
Jarvis Landry (2015-17) and running back Jay Ajayi (2016).

Grier was also successful at finding value late in drafts. Jones, a fifth-round pick in 2010, was named the
team'’s co-MVP following the 2015 season after he became the first player in team history to record at least
100 tackles, four interceptions and two sacks in a season. Ajayi was also a fifth-round pick (2015) and became
the fourth player in NFL history to rush for 200 yards in three games during the same season. Ajayi's 1,272
rushing yards in 2016 were third-most in Dolphins history.

Prior to being the team’s director of college scouting, Grier served as an area scout with the club from
2000-02, before being promoted to national scout/assistant director of college scouting in 2003. Miami won
the AFC East during his first season with the team.

Grier started with the New England Patriots as an intern in 1994. He joined the club on a full-time basis
the following year, serving as a regional scout until he joined the Dolphins in 2000. In 1996, Grier was part of
a New England staff that won the AFC Championship. He helped scout several players for a Patriots roster
that went on to win Super Bowls XXXVI, XXXVIII and XXXIX.

Grier has worked with several of football's most successful coaches and executives throughout his career
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and that has helped shape his football philosophy. His father, Bobby Grier, is the former vice president of
player personnel for the Patriots and recently retired as a senior personnel advisor with the Houston Texans.
Chris has also worked with and learned under Pro Football Hall of Famer Bill Parcells, Patriots head coach Bill
Belichick, Seattle Seahawks head coach Pete Carroll and University of Alabama head coach Nick Saban.

Grier attended the University of Massachusetts-Amherst where he majored in journalism and played
football for two years before injuries ended his career. He spent his final two years there as an undergraduate
assistant.

Chris’ brother, Michael, is currently the general manager of the NHLs San Jose Sharks. When Michael
was appointed to the position in 2022, he became the first Black general manager in NHL history. Before his
tenure in front offices, he played for the Edmonton Oilers, Washington Capitals, San Jose Sharks and Buffalo
Sabres.

A native of Holliston, Mass., Grier and his wife, Paige, have two sons, Landon and Jackson.

Brandon Shore serves as senior vice president of football & business administration for the Miami
Dolphins, a role he has held since 2021. The 2023 season marks his 14th year with the club, where he has
served in various capacities to now oversee the day-to-day administration of both football and business
operations for the organization.

Shore works directly with General Manager Chris Grier and Head Coach Mike McDaniel on all aspects
of football operations. He oversees football administration, team and training facility operations, video,
football analytics, equipment, athletic training and team security. He also serves as the team’s lead negotiator
for player contracts, manages the salary cap and club compliance with the NFLs Collective Bargaining
Agreement, and acts as the organization’s liaison on labor relations and league matters.

In addition, Shore oversees the club’s human resources, information technology and business
administration departments, as well as the Hard Rock Stadium grounds crew. He also leads the operations
for South Florida Sod Farm, which is owned by the Dolphins and produces the natural grass fields for both
Hard Rock Stadium and the Baptist Health Training Complex.

Mike McDaniel was named the 11th head coach in team history on Feb. 7, 2022. The 2023 season is
McDaniel's 17th in the NFL and second as a head coach.

In his first season at the helm, McDaniel became the fifth coach in Dolphins history to lead his team to the
playoffs and just the sixth to post a winning record (9-8) in his first year. Under his leadership, multiple players
reached new career milestones, including four players earning Pro Bowl selections — tackle Terron Armstead,
linebacker Bradley Chubb, wide receiver Tyreek Hill and cornerback Xavien Howard. It marked the team'’s
most Pro Bowl selections since 2016. McDaniel led the team to a playoff berth for the first time since 2016
despite starting three different quarterbacks throughout the season.

As the offensive play-caller, McDaniel helped the Dolphins offense finish in the top 10 for the first time
since 1995. Miami averaged 364.5 yards per game, which ranked sixth in the league, and 6.14 yards per play,
which was second. The Dolphins finished 11th in scoring offense (23.4 points per game), the team'’s best finish
since 2014.

Several players had the best seasons of their career in their first year in McDaniel’s offense. Quarterback
Tua Tagovailoa led the NFL in passer rating (105.5), becoming the youngest NFL quarterback to do that since
Dan Marino in 1984. He also led the league in red zone passer rating (112.2), third-down passer rating (130.1)
and yards per attempt (8.9). Tagovailoa’s 3,548 passing yards and 25 passing touchdowns were both career
highs.

Hill broke an NFL record for most receiving yards in a player's first season with a new team with 1,710. That
mark also broke Miami’s single-season franchise record that stood for nearly 40 years (Mark Clayton, 1,389
yards in 1984). Hill's 119 receptions were also a Dolphins record and those two totals ranked second in the
NFL in 2022. Hill earned his seventh consecutive Pro Bowl selection.

Another player who thrived in McDaniel's offense was wide receiver Jaylen Waddle. In his second NFL
season, Waddle caught 75 passes for 1,356 yards and eight touchdowns, leading the league in yards per
reception (18.1). His 1,356 receiving yards were third in single-season team history behind Hill and Clayton.
Waddle nearly doubled his yards after catch under McDaniel, averaging 6.7 yards after catch in 2022
compared to 3.5 in 2021.

Hill and Waddle combined for 3,066 receiving yards, which was the third-most by a pair of teammates in a
season in NFL history and more than two entire teams had in 2022.

Defensively, Miami ranked fourth in run defense, limiting opponents to 103.0 rushing yards per game.
Defensive tackle Christian Wilkins played a big role in that as he totaled a career-high 98 tackles. His 98 stops
were the most by an NFL defensive lineman in a season since 1994. Linebacker Elandon Roberts (104) and
defensive tackle Zach Sieler (70) also set career highs in tackles.

Prior to Miami, McDaniel spent five seasons (2017-21) with the San Francisco 49ers where he was the
team’s run game specialist in 2017 before being promoted to run game coordinator in 2018 and again to
offensive coordinator in 2021.

In McDaniel’s first season as offensive coordinator, the 4%ers finished seventh in the NFL in total offense
(375.7 yards per game) and 13th in scoring offense (25.1 points per game) while advancing to the NFC
Championship game. San Francisco’s offense was balanced, ranking seventh in rushing (127.4) and 12th in
passing (248.3). Wide receiver Deebo Samuel recorded 1,405 receiving yards, the most by a 49er since wide
receiver Terrell Owens in 2001, and fifth-most in the NFL that season. The 4%ers offense had four players
earn Pro Bowl selections — Samuel, fullback Kyle Juszczyk, tight end George Kittle and tackle Trent Williams.
Williams also earned All-Pro honors.

McDaniel served as San Francisco’s run game coordinator from 2018-20. During that time, the 49ers were
fifth in the NFL in rushing, averaging 127.0 yards per game, despite having a different leading rusher in all
three seasons.
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In 2020, San Francisco had several injuries at the running back position and still finished in the top half
of the league with 118.1 rushing yards per game. Juszczyk and Williams earned Pro Bowl selections and
Williams was also named All-Pro.

McDaniel helped the 4%ers have one of the league’s most effective rushing attacks in 2019 as San
Francisco went 13-3, winning the NFC and advancing to Super Bowl LIV. The 49ers had the NFLs second-
ranked rushing offense, averaging 144.1 yards per game. Juszczyk was named to the Pro Bowl at the end of
the season.

In 2018, the 4%ers had four different backs rush for at least 200 yards. Matt Breida's 5.32 yards per carry
ranked fourth among all NFL players that season. The 4%ers finished 13th in the league in rushing (118.9).
Juszczyk was named to the Pro Bowl at the end of the season.

As run game specialist in 2017, McDaniel helped the 4%ers rush for 1,662 yards and 15 rushing touchdowns
in a season where they were forced to use three different starting quarterbacks due to injury. Juszczyk and
tackle Joe Staley earned Pro Bowl selections.

Prior to San Francisco, McDaniel spent two seasons (2015-16) as an offensive assistant with the Atlanta
Falcons. During his tenure, the Falcons had the second-best total offense (394.9) and third-best scoring
offense (27.5) in the NFL. Atlanta’s passing attack ranked second (284.5).

In 2016, Atlanta led the NFL in scoring, averaging 33.8 points per game, en route to finishing 11-5 and
winning the NFC to advance to Super Bowl LI. The Falcons had the second-best total offense (415.8), third-
best passing offense (295.3) and fifth-best rushing offense (120.5). Quarterback Matt Ryan passed for a
franchise-record 4,944 yards, which was second in the NFL that season. Wide receiver Julio Jones was second
in the league with 1,409 receiving yards. Four different Falcons earned Pro Bowl selections — Ryan, Jones,
running back Devonta Freeman and center Alex Mack. Ryan, Jones and Mack also earned All-Pro honors.

The 2015 Falcons offense ranked sixth in passing (273.7) and seventh in total offense (374.1). Jones led the
NFL with 1,871 receiving yards, a Falcons franchise record. Freeman, Jones and fullback Patrick DiMarco all
earned Pro Bowl selections and All-Pro honors.

McDaniel spent the 2014 season as wide receivers coach for the Cleveland Browns. In his lone season
there, wide receiver Andrew Hawkins had a career-high 824 yards. His receiver unit helped quarterback Brian
Hoyer post the only 3,000-yard passing season of his career.

McDaniel's first NFL position coach job came in 2013 with Washington when he was promoted to wide
receivers. Wide receiver Pierre Garcon had the best season of his 11-year NFL career, leading the NFL with
113 receptions.

McDaniel spent the 2011-12 seasons with Washington as an offensive assistant. On those staffs, McDaniel
worked with current NFL head coaches Matt LaFleur (Green Bay), Sean McVay (L.A. Rams) and Kyle Shanahan
(San Francisco).

In 2012, Washington led the league in rushing (169.3) and finished 10-6, winning the NFC East. The team
was fourth in scoring offense (27.3) and fifth in total offense (383.2). Running back Alfred Morris rushed for
1,613 yards as a rookie selected in the sixth round. It was the third-highest rushing total by a rookie in NFL
history and he earned second-team All-Pro honors.

From 2009-10, McDaniel served as running backs coach for the Sacramento Mountain Lions of the United
Football League, where he worked for former NFL head coach, Dennis Green.

McDaniel was an offensive assistant for the Houston Texans from 2006-08 where he worked under three
different offensive coordinators in three seasons — Troy Calhoun (2006), Mike Sherman (2007) and Kyle
Shanahan (2008).

His first NFL coaching position came as a coaching intern with the Denver Broncos in 2005.

A native of Greeley, Colorado, McDaniel played wide receiver at Yale, where he graduated with a degree
in history. He and his wife, Katie, have one daughter, Ayla.

Frank Smith joined the Miami Dolphins as offensive coordinator in 2022.

The 2023 season marks the 20th year of coaching for Smith, including 14 at the NFL level and six in the
collegiate ranks.

In Smith’s first season as an NFL offensive coordinator in 2022, the Dolphins had a top 10 offense for the
first time since 1995, ranking sixth and averaging 364.5 yards per game. Quarterback Tua Tagovailoa became
the youngest NFL player since 1984 (Dan Marino) to lead the league in passer rating (105.5) and wide receiver
Tyreek Hill shattered the team'’s single-season records for receptions (119) and receiving yards (1,710). Wide
receiver Jaylen Waddle had 1,356 receiving yards — the third-most in team history — and led the NFL in
receiving average (18.1). The Dolphins were the only NFL team to feature a pair of 1,200-yard receivers that
season.

The improvement the offense made in Smith’s first season in Miami was notable. The Dolphins went from
25th in total offense in 2021 to sixth in 2022. They moved up 11 spots in scoring offense as well, from 22nd to
11th (23.4 points per game). Miami finished with a winning record and earned a playoff berth for the first time
since 2016.

Hill and tackle Terron Armstead were both named starters for the AFC team in the Pro Bowl, marking the
first time since 1995 that Miami had two offensive players chosen as Pro Bowl starters. Hill also earned first-
team All-Pro honors.

Smith spent the 2021 season as run game coordinator/offensive line coach for the Los Angeles Chargers.
He helped the Chargers rank fourth in total offense (390.2) and fifth in scoring offense (27.9). It was the
most points the Chargers had scored in a season since 2009. The offensive line helped protect quarterback
Justin Herbert, who produced the best season by a passer in Chargers history, throwing for a franchise-
record 5,014 yards and 38 touchdowns. Running back Austin Ekeler rushed for 12 touchdowns, the most by a
Chargers rusher since Hall of Fame running back LaDainian Tomlinson had 12 in 2009. Smith helped develop
center Corey Linsley and rookie tackle Rashawn Slater as both earned second-team All-Pro honors and were
selected to the first Pro Bowl of their careers.

From 2018-20, Smith served as tight ends coach for the Oakland/Las Vegas Raiders. He worked closely
with tight end Darren Waller, who caught 203 passes for 2,416 yards (11.9 avg.) and 12 touchdowns. His 2,416
receiving yards were third-most by an NFL tight end in that span despite being limited to just four games
in 2018, his first season with the Raiders. Prior to 2019, Waller had never recorded more than 100 receiving
yards in a season until Smith helped him tally back-to-back 1,000-yard seasons. A tight end led the team in
receiving in all three seasons Smith spent with the Raiders.

In 2020, Waller led all NFL tight ends with 107 receptions. His 1,196 receiving yards were the second-most
by a tight end in the NFL that season and second-most by a tight end in Raiders history. He also caught nine
touchdown passes. It earned Waller the first Pro Bowl selection of his career.

Waller had his breakout season in 2019, catching 90 passes for 1,145 yards (12.7 avg.) and three
touchdowns. Entering the 2019 campaign, Waller's previous career highs were 10 receptions and 85 yards in
2016. His 90 receptions and 1,145 yards were both second among NFL tight ends that season. Fabian Moreau
led all rookie tight ends with five receiving touchdowns. Raiders tight ends totaled 718 yards-after-catch,
which led all NFL tight end groups.

In Smith’s first season with the Raiders in 2018, tight end Jared Cook led the team with 68 receptions for
896 yards (13.2 avg.) and six touchdowns. His 68 receptions and 896 receiving yards were the most in his 13-
year career and earned him his first Pro Bowl selection.

Smith was the Chicago Bears' tight ends coach from 2015-17. In 2017, tight end Zach Miller totaled 20
receptions for 236 yards (11.8 avg.) and two touchdowns in eight games. In addition to Miller, tight ends Dion
Sims (15), Dan Brown (13) and Adam Shaheen (12) all had double-digit receptions.

Miller had the best season of his career in 2016, totaling career highs in receptions (47) and receiving yards
(486). Brown was a late-season waiver claim and made an immediate impact, catching a career-high 16 passes
for 124 yards (7.8 avg.) and a touchdown in just six games.

In Smith’s first season with the Bears in 2015, he helped tight end Martellus Bennett catch 53 passes for
439 yards (8.3 avg.) and three touchdowns in just 11 games. His 53 receptions were second on the team that
season. Miller had a career-high five receiving touchdowns after catching 34 passes for 439 yards (12.9 avg.).

Smith’s first NFL coaching job came with the New Orleans Saints from 2010-14. He began as a coaching
assistant from 2010-11 and was promoted to offensive assistant/offensive line from 2012-14. During those
five seasons, the Saints won at least 10 games on three occasions and made the playoffs three times. During
his three seasons as offensive assistant/offensive line (2012-14), the Saints were second in the NFL in total
offense (407.2) and fifth in scoring offense (26.6).

In 2014, the Saints spread out their offensive attack to multiple weapons. Wide receivers Kenny Stills (931)
and Marques Colston (902) both topped 900 receiving yards, tight end Jimmy Graham led the team with 85
receptions and 10 touchdown receptions and running back Mark Ingram Il had 964 rushing yards and nine
rushing touchdowns. Quarterback Drew Brees passed for 4,952 yards and joined Ingram, Graham and guard
Jahri Evans in the Pro Bowl.

The Saints won 11 games in 2014, posting an 8-0 mark at home and securing their first-ever road playoff
win. Brees passed for 5,162 yards and 39 touchdowns, earning a Pro Bowl nod. Graham (first team) and Evans
(second team) earned All-Pro honors and Pro Bowl selections and Graham led the NFL with 16 receiving
touchdowns that season.

In Smith’s first season as offensive assistant/offensive line in 2012, he helped two offensive linemen earn
Pro Bowl honors — Evans and tackle Jermon Bushrod. Evans also earned first-team All-Pro recognition. The
Saints had two 1,000-yard receivers and four players catch at least 60 passes.

The Saints won at least 10 games and advanced to the playoffs in each of Smith’s first two seasons with the
club (2010-11) as a coaching assistant.

Smith spent four seasons (2006-09) at Butler, beginnining his tenure as offenisve line coach (2006) before
he was promoted to offensive coordinator/offensive line in 2007. He helped the Bulldogs improve from a 4-7
mark in 2007 to an 11-1 record in 2009.

Smith’s first coaching position came as a graduate assistant at his alma mater, Miami (Ohio), from 2004-05.

Smith was a captain and three-year starter on the offensive line at Miami (Ohio) from 2001-03. He helped
protect quarterback Ben Roethlisberger, who played 18 seasons with the Pittsburgh Steelers.

A native of Milwaukee, Smith graduated from Miami (Ohio) with a degree in organized leadership.

Ricardo Allen joined the Miami Dolphins in 2022 and currently serves as an offensive assistant.

Allen was a special teams assistant for Miami in 2022, the first coaching job of his career. He helped the
Dolphins post their third straight winning season (9-8) and advance to the postseason for the first time since
2016. Miami blocked a punt for a touchdown in the Week 9 win at Chicago and linebacker Andrew Van Ginkel
finished among the league’s top 20 in special teams tackles (12).
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Allen spent eight seasons as an NFL safety. He played the first seven years of his career with Atlanta
(2014-20) before spending his final season with Cincinnati (2021). Allen appeared in 91 regular-season
games with 77 starts, totaling 350 tackles (252 solo), one sack, 11 interceptions, 26 passes defensed and one
fumble recovery. He also played in nine postseason contests with five starts, recording two interceptions and
appearing in two Super Bowls (LI and LVI).

Allen appeared in 14 games with one start for the Bengals in 2021, helping the team win the AFC and
advance to Super Bowl LVI. He appeared in all four of the team’s playoff games.

The first seven years (2014-20) of Allen’s career came in Atlanta, where he started 76 games. Allen started
all 19 games — regular season and playoffs — of the Falcons’ NFC Championship season in 2016.

Allen originally entered the NFL as a fifth-round pick (147th overall) by Atlanta in the 2014 NFL Draft. He
was drafted as a cornerback but made the switch to safety in 2015. He started 14 games in 2015, his first year
at the new position.

Allen played collegiately at Purdue, where he was a four-year starter (2010-13) at cornerback. He finished
his career as the school’s all-time record-holder with four interception returns for touchdowns. His 13 career
interceptions ranked second in Purdue history.

A Daytona Beach, Florida native, Allen graduated from Purdue with a degree in sociology. He has four
children — Luca, Lennon, Luna and Liv.

Butch Barry joined the Miami Dolphins as offensive line coach in 2023.

The 2023 season marks Barry's eighth as an NFL coach, primarily working with the offensive line. He also
has 14 years of experience as a collegiate coach.

Barry was Denver's offensive line coach in 2022 where his unit helped block for a rushing attack that gained
1,935 yards. Despite being signed in October and only playing 12 games, running back Latavius Murray
rushed for 760 yards, the most he's had in a season since 2017.

In 2021, Barry was San Francisco’s assistant offensive line coach. He helped the 49ers advance to the NFC
Championship game behind a balanced offensive attack. The offense was tied for 11th in the NFL with just 33
sacks allowed while the running game averaged 127.4 yards per game, which ranked seventh. San Francisco
led the league in passing yards per play (8.21) and red zone touchdown percentage (66.7). Barry coached
three offensive linemen to the Pro Bowl that season as tackle Trent Williams, guard Laken Tomlinson and
center Alex Mack all earned selections. Williams also earned first-team All-Pro honors.

Barry was a senior analyst for Green Bay in 2020. The Packers won 13 games and advanced to the NFC
Championship game behind NFL MVP Aaron Rodgers, who passed for a career-high 48 touchdowns, and
running back Aaron Jones, who rushed for 1,104 yards in just 14 games.

Barry spent the 2019 season as offensive line coach at the University of Miami, where his unit helped block
for two 500-yard rushers and seven 300-yard receivers.

From 2015-18, Barry was the assistant offensive line coach for Tampa Bay, his first NFL coaching position.
During his four seasons there, the Bucs had a top 10 total offense three times.

In Barry’s first season with the Buccaneers, he helped newly acquired guard Logan Mankins reach the Pro
Bowl in his first season with the team. Tampa Bay finished fifth in total offense (375.9) and rushing offense
(135.1) that season. Running back Doug Martin was the NFL's second-leading rusher with 1,402 yards. The
offense allowed just 27 sacks, tied for fourth-fewest in the league.

Tampa Bay won nine games in 2016, the organization’s first winning season since 2010. The offensive line
helped protect quarterback Jameis Winston, who passed for 4,090 yards, which is the second-highest total of
Winston's career.

Barry helped an offensive line for the ninth-ranked offense in the NFL in 2017, when the Buccaneers
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averaged 363.5 yards per game. Tampa Bay was fourth in passing offense (272.9) and had five 500-yard
receivers.

In Barry’s final season in Tampa Bay in 2018, the Bucs led the league in passing (320.3) and were third in
total offense (415.5) despite having multiple quarterbacks start at least seven games.

Barry spent five seasons (2010-14) at his alma mater, Central Michigan, where he coached offensive
line (2014) and tight ends (2010-13). In his first season, the Chippewas ranked third in the Mid-American
Conference, averaging 389.8 yards per game. They had top three passing offenses in the MAC in both
2010 and 2011. In 2011, tight end David Blackburn led all MAC tight ends with 479 receiving yards and five
touchdown receptions.

Barry had several other college coaching positions. In 2009, he was the offensive coordinator/offensive
line/recruiting coordinator for North Greenville University. He spent three seasons at Michigan Technological
University, serving as offensive line coach (2006) and offensive coordinator/offensive line (2007-08). From
2004-05, Barry was the offensive line coach at Southwest Minnesota State. He began his coaching career as
a graduate assistant at Central Michigan from 2002-03.

Barry was a three-year letterman and earned academic All-MAC honors in 2000 as an offensive lineman at
Central Michigan. He and his wife, Andrea, have two daughters, Aislin and Bridget, and a son, Finn.

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Darrell Bevell joined the Miami Dolphins as quarterbacks/passing game coordinator in 2022.

The 2023 season marks the 27th year of coaching for Bevell, including 23 years at the NFL level. He has 15
years of experience as an offensive coordinator for four different teams — Minnesota (2006-10), Seattle (2011-
17), Detroit (2019-20) and Jacksonville (2021). He's also served as an interim head coach twice — Detroit (2020)
and Jacksonville (2021).

Bevell has coached several standout quarterbacks throughout his career including Brett Favre, Russell
Wilson and Matthew Stafford. He's also called plays for a Super Bowl-winning team when he was Seattle’s
offensive coordinator during their Super Bowl XLVIII victory.

In Bevell’s first season in Miami in 2022, he helped Tua Tagovailoa become the youngest player to lead the
NFL in passer rating (105.5) since Dan Marino in 1984. Tagovailoa also led the league in third-down passer
rating (130.1) and red zone passer rating (112.2).

Bevell mentored three quarterbacks who wound up starting multiple games for Miami in 2022 - Tagovailoa,
Teddy Bridgewater and Skylar Thompson. That was something the Dolphins had not done since 2007. The
group helped Miami finish with a top 10 offense (sixth, 364.5 yards per game) for the first time since 1995 and
earn a playoff berth for the first time since 2016. The trio also helped wide receiver Tyreek Hill shatter the
single-season franchise records for receptions (119) and receiving yards (1,710).

Bevell was Jacksonville's offensive coordinator in 2021. He also served as the team’s interim head coach
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for the final four games and led the team to a Week 18 victory over Indianapolis that eliminated the Colts
from a playoff berth. Bevell worked closely with rookie quarterback Trevor Lawrence, who set a Jaguars rookie
record with 3,641 passing yards. The mark ranked 11th in NFL rookie history.

Bevell spent two seasons (2019-20) as offensive coordinator for Detroit. He helped the Lions finish with the
NFL's 10th-best passing offense in both 2019 (243.8) and 2020 (256.5). The Lions were the only team in the NFL
to have four different running backs with at least 200 yards rushing in 2019. Bevell spent the final five games
of the 2020 campaign as Detroit's interim head coach.

From 2011-17, Bevell was Seattle’s offensive coordinator. He helped the Seahawks earn five playoff berths,
win three NFC West titles, two NFC championships and one Super Bowl (XLVIII) in that span. Seattle had
eight different players combine for 17 Pro Bowl selections during his seven seasons. Two players earned
first-team All-Pro honors. The Seahawks had the NFL's second-best rushing offense (131.9) in that span and
Seattle’s cumulative passer rating of 95.7 was fourth in the league.

During his final six seasons (2012-17) in Seattle, Bevell worked closely with quarterback Russell Wilson,
who entered the NFL as a third-round pick (75th overall) in the 2012 NFL Draft. At the time, Wilson had the
most wins (65), best passer rating (98.8), third-best interception rate (1.98), fourth-most passing touchdowns
(161), fifth-highest completion percentage (64.0) and sixth-most passing yards (22,176) ever by a quarterback
in his first six NFL seasons.

Seattle won Super Bowl XLVIII at the end of the 2014 season as Bevell oversaw the best rushing offense
in the NFL. The Seahawks averaged 172.6 rushing yards per game, a full 25 yards per game more than any
other team in the league. Running back Marshawn Lynch tied for the NFL lead with 13 rushing touchdowns
and earned a Pro Bowl selection and second-team All-Pro honors.

Bevell spent five seasons (2006-10) as offensive coordinator for Minnesota, where he helped the Vikings
win the NFC North twice and advance to the NFC Championship game in 2009. In his tenure, Bevell helped
eight different offensive players earn a total of 15 Pro Bowl selections. Two players earned a total of five first-
team All-Pro honors. Running back Adrian Peterson (2007) and wide receiver Percy Harvin (2009) both won
NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year.

The Vikings were fourth in the NFL in yards per carry (4.51) from 2006-10. They also ranked fifth in total
rushing yards (10,646) and rushing touchdowns (84). Bevell was Minnesota’s offensive coordinator when they
drafted Peterson in 2007. During his four years coaching him, Peterson rushed for at least 1,200 yards and 10
touchdowns each season. Peterson set the NFL's single-game rushing record with 296 yards in 2007.

Bevell's first NFL coaching job came in 2000 when he joined Green Bay as an offensive assistant/quality
control. He was promoted to quarterbacks coach in 2003, where he first coached Pro Football Hall of Fame
quarterback Brett Favre. In Bevell's first season as quarterbacks coach, Favre led the NFL with 32 touchdown
passes. In 2004, the Packers set a then-team record with 4,449 net passing yards and ranked third in the NFL
in total offense (397.3).

Bevell coached wide receivers at Connecticut from 1998-99. In 1998, the Huskies advanced to the NCAA
Division I-AA quarterfinals and scored a then-school record 461 points.

Bevell’s first coaching position came at Westmar University in 1996 as passing game coordinator/
quarterbacks coach. He moved to lowa State in 1997 as a graduate assistant.

Bevell was a four-year starting quarterback (1992-95) at Wisconsin. He is still the school’s all-time leading
passer (7,686 yards) and at one point held more than 20 team and conference records. As a sophomore in
1993, Bevell helped Wisconsin clinch a share of the Big Ten title for the first time since 1962 and win the
school’s first Rose Bowl on Jan. 1, 1994. His 67.8 completion percentage in 1993 was a Big Ten record until
2010.

He began his collegiate career at Northern Arizona in 1989. After redshirting one season, Bevell went on
a two-year mission for The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints in Cleveland from 1990-91.

A Yuma, Arizona native, Bevell and his wife, Tammy, have three daughters, Kylie, Morgan and Hailey.

Jon Embree joined the Miami Dolphins as assistant head coach/tight ends in 2022.

The 2023 season marks Embree’s 32nd as a coach, primarily at the tight end position. It's his 15th year in
the NFL paired with three years of NFL playing experience and 17 seasons as a college coach.

In Embree’s first season with Miami in 2022, the Dolphins won nine games and earned a playoff berth for
the first time since 2016. His tight ends contributed to a Miami offense that finished in the top 10 (sixth, 364.5
yards per game) for the first time since 1995. The Dolphins also made a big improvement in scoring offense,
moving from 22nd in 2021 to 11th (23.4 points per game) in Embree’s first season.

He joined the Dolphins after spending five years (2017-21) in San Francisco, where he served as assistant
head coach/tight ends. He was primarily responsible for developing tight end George Kittle, who arrived in
San Francisco as a fifth-round pick in 2017.

In Kittle's five seasons with Embree, he was the second-most productive tight end in the league, totaling
4,489 receiving yards. He was named first-team All-Pro in 2019 and earned three Pro Bowl selections following
the 2018, 2019 and 2021 seasons.

In 2021, Embree helped the 4%ers advance to the NFC Championship game. Kittle was fourth among all
NFL tight ends with 910 receiving yards despite missing three games due to injury and was named to the Pro
Bowl.

In 2020, Kittle missed half the seas
