This yenr, the result

shown by the official returns jb widely «litU*i enl irom

what Imvd been aailcipaied from a varieiy of clrcutn-

BtAUc^B arising Irom tho derangeinentB caus<xl by tlie

war. The depreciation of gold has created u g-neral a«l-

vance in rents, and in the price of all itie sf iple articles

of consumption, nn«l ns a rule wages have not advanced

in an equal ratio. Fdr ti. is reason, It might have been
exiK'Ctod tlml llu? saviegs o' itie mnsses Vk ould fall abort
of other times, when wages were higher in proporilon
lo tho cost of living. Ou the other hand th-re are reasous
for nnticipaling ihat »bc withdrawals from our savings
instilutious wouI<l be unusually large. Wo have large
masses of people who are dcpeiidont on the earnings ol
onr volunteers, which are never paid to the full amount
duo, and are in the m ijority of instances less than what
the so'diers had been accustomed even bolore they en-
listed. This might be exiicjcled to pnxluce cousidorable
withdrawals from the accumulaliun of such lumilles in

tlio savings banks.
In spite, however of these and similar considerations,

we fiud that the deposits in th>* sitvings banks of the
City of New York have enormously mcreiis-.d during
1S62. (Ju January, 1st f802. u e amount duo depositors
in all the savings banket of the State was $64,083,150' on
the first of Juiumry, 1863, the umovini had mcreasoil to
tho surprising figure or$8l,64*2,GlU-8liowing a progress
in one year of twenty six iwr cent or in rouud uumbers
of seventeen and a half millions of dollars.

Those figures show an immensely larger ratio of in-

crease In the deposits of the country banks than the
MeiropoliUn. The city mstiiutions shew an increase of
six millions in foriy-lour, tbc country an Jncreaso of
over cloven and a half millions ou twenty millions—in

other words the increase in the city is only sixteeu per
cent, while in other parts of the State it is sixty per
cent.

The plain inference Irom this remarkable fact is that
class of persons who support those iustitutiocs aro much
more prosperous in tlie rural districts tnau in tho me-
tropolis. It is not at uucoapparont how there should be
such a preponderance of saviugs in favor of the rural
sections of the State. There is, however, iu those dis-

tricts a class of depositors who are not found in New
York City. Small farmers and master mechanics are ac-

customed to deposit tbcir surplus incomoiu tho savings
bunk, and these buve undoubtedly had a rich harvest
of profits duriug the war. They have mostly grown all

the produce they consume, and have had to pay no a<l-

vauce on anything except tho small amount of manufac-
tures they purchase. Tho eporalive class iu New York
ou tbc other hand, have bad to pay iu advance not
only their consumiuinn ol manufacturoi but of every
sort of produce. This class of rural depositors have
also realiz'd an extia price on llie prii^ucis ot ttio
