Property Taxation of Busi-

ness Personal Property
(1SubSB35): Increases the amount
of tangible personal property exempt
from tax from $3,800 to $10,000. If a
business is below the $10,000 thresh-
old a simple affidavit is all that will
be required as proof of value for tax
purposes. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB/Utah position. Passed the

House 70-2. Passed the Senate 28-0.

Signed by governor.

Free Market Protection and
Privatization Board Act
Amendments (4SubHB94): Revives

a state board that reviews the cost
effectiveness of government activi-
ties. The board specifically focuses
on determining if certain government
activities can be contracted to the
private market. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB/Utah position.
Passed the House 54-19. Passed the
Senate 28-0. Signed by governor.

Workers’ Compensation

and Employee Misconduct
(1SubSB44): Clarifies what can
happen if an employee is injured on
the job while under the influence of
alcohol or drugs. Under this bill, if an
employee is injured in an industrial
accident and it is determined that the

use of alcohol or drugs played a role,
the employee will lose all disability
benefits. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB/Utah position. Passed the

House 73-0. Passed the Senate 27-0.

Signed by governor.

Administrative Rulemak-

ing Amendments (HB14):
Under current law, state agencies are
required to review previously promul-
gated regulations 5 years after enact-
ment. HB 14 dictates that if a regula-
tion is not reviewed after 5 years in a
timely manner, the rule will automati-
cally expire. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB/Utah position. Passed the
House 71-0. Passed the Senate 27-0.
Signed by governor.

Joint Rules Resolution

Regarding a Long-Term Plan-
ning Conference (1SubHJR10):
Calls for the House speaker and the
Senate president to hold a confer-
ence at least every other year to focus
on long-term issues facing the state
such as demographic and budgeting
issues, taxation and revenue issues
and any other critical issues facing
the state. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB/Utah position. Passed the

House 69-0. Passed the Senate 25-0.

Enrolled by governor.
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State Data Portal Amend-

ments (SB70): The Transpar-
ency Advisory Board wants various
state transparency websites brought
together under the www.open.utah.
gov site as a one-stop port of access
to link to other state websites. This bill
facilitates that action. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB/Utah position.
Passed the House 71-0. Passed the
Senate 26-0. Signed by governor.

Revisions to Property Tax

(SB61): Speeds up the budget-
ary process and requires a two-week
notification to be publicly made before
a general election if there will be a tax
increase in the government entity for
the following year. Allows the notice
to be mailed on a separate piece of
paper in the property tax bill each fall
before the budgetary and truth-in-tax-
ation meetings are held. Clarifies that
the budget and the Truth in Taxation
meeting can occur simultaneously. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB/Utah
position. Passed the House 70-0.
Passed the Senate 27-0. Signed by
governor.

Fuel Excise Tax Amendments

(SB60): This bill attempts to
increase fuel taxes to provide more
money for transportation. A “No”
vote supports the NFIB/Utah

10 Delegate Responsibility
Amendments (HB392): To
prevent any straying from the intended
purpose of an Article V Constitutional
Convention, this bill prohibits a state
delegate from supporting or approv-
ing any proposal of an unauthorized
amendment or change of the United
States Constitution other than for a
balanced federal budget. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB/Utah position.
Passed the House 54-18. Passed the
Senate 22-2. Signed by governor.
