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SUNUS

Afrika kitasi sahip oldugu nifusu, zengin dogdal kaynaklari, genis arazisi ve ¢gok sayida gelismekte
olan Ulkeyi bunyesinde barindirmasinin yani sira dinyanin ekonomik istikrari ve buyumesi
agisindan buyuk onem arz etmektedir. Buna ragmen ekonomik gostergelere bakildiginda,
kitanin Gayri Safi Milli Hasilasi'nin (GSMH) diinya ekonomisindeki payinin, ihracattaki ve kitaya
yonelik dis yatirnmlardaki azalmanin etkisiyle endige verici boyutlara ulastigini sOylemek
mumkundur.

Kitanin ekonomik buylime oraninin oldukg¢a dusuk olmasi ve dogrudan yabanci yatirimlarda
gorulen azalma, Afrika'nin diger kitalarla kiyaslandiginda diinya ticaretindeki payinin oldukca
gerilerde kalmasi sonucunu da beraberinde getirmektedir. Bunun yani sira Afrika'nin son bes
yili agkin bir ddbnemde ise nispeten ylksek blyime oranlari yakaladigini, dis yatirimlardaki
akisin ve ihracattan elde edilen kazanglarin arttigini séylemek mumkunddr. Kitanin genel
ekonomik performansina iligkin gostergelere bakildiginda bolgesel anlamda kismi bir iyilesmeden
s6z etmek mumkundur. Bugune kadar gorulen olumlu gelismeler, yoksullugun azaltilmasi ve
dunya ekonomisiyle butunlegsmenin arttirlmasi hususlarinda ancak sinirh bir etki yapabilmektedir.
900 milyonu asan bir nifusa sahip olan Afrika kitasinin Gayri Safi Milli Hasilasi ancak 800
milyar dolar civarindadir. Bu da gunluk gelirin bir dolardan daha az oldugu anlamina gelmektedir.
Afrika, 450 milyar dolara yakin ticaret hacmi ile tim dinya ticaretinden yalnizca % 2,5'lik bir
pay alabilmektedir. S6z konusu veriler, Afrika'nin kiresellesme strecinden surekli olarak
uzaklastigina ve dolayisiyla da bolge halkinin buyik gogunlugunun sosyal agidan diglandigina
isaret etmektedir.

Uluslararasi alanda, Birlesmis Milletler gibi uluslararasi érgutlerin bilinen galismalarinin yani
sira, “Afrika'nin Kalkinmasi i¢in Yeni Ortaklik” (NEPAD) gibi yeni girisimler gercevesinde Afrika'da
surdurdlebilir kalkinmanin saglanmasina yonelik ¢calismalar yapilmaktadir. Esas itibariyle bu
tarz girisimlerin, Afrika Ulkelerinin 6zel ihtiyaglarini kargilamak tzere kitaya dogrudan yatirimlar
yapilmasina ve Afrika'dan ithal edilen mallara uygulanan ticari engellerin ortadan kaldirilmasina
yonelik olarak sorumlu ve tutarl iktisadi politikalar ile birlikte ele alinmasi gerekmektedir. Bu
bakimdan, Tirkiye 2003 yilinda “Afrika ile Ticari ve Ekonomik iligkilerin Arttirimasina Yénelik
Strateji’yi uygulamaya koymustur. S6z konusu strateji, esasen bdlgedeki yoksullugun énlenmesine
iliskin katki saglamayi, surdurulebilir kalkinmayi yakalamayi ve kuresellesme surecinde kitanin,
merkezden uzaklasmasini dnlemeyi amaclamaktadir. “Afrika ile Ticari ve Ekonomik iligkilerin
Arttirlmasina Yonelik Strateji” gergevesinde bizler, Afrika'nin yapisina uygun olarak siyasi istikrar,
ekonomik géranum, dis ticaret yapisi ile her udlkenin ya da bdlgenin, bdlgesel entegrasyon
sureclerini de goz 6ntinde bulundurmak suretiyle Ulkelere ve bolgelere yonelik programlar
gelistirmekteyiz. Afrika Ulkeleriyle olan iligkilerimiz, yuzyillar boyunca daima dostluk temeline
dayall olmustur. GUnumuzde de Turkiye, gelismekte olan ekonomisi, nitelikli isglict ve uluslararasi
piyasalardaki tecriibesi sayesinde Afrika Ulkeleriyle olan iligkilerini gelistirmektedir. Bundan 6tirl
su hususu da g6z 6ntinde bulundurmak gerekirse, Afrika bolgesinde yasayan insanlarin refahinin
saglanmasi son derece 6nemli bir gérevdir ve Tlrkiye de bu konuda azami destegi saglayacaktir.

Bu gercevede “Afrika Ulkeleri - Tlrkiye Diplomatik Temsilcileri ile Stratejik Vizyon Gelistirme

Projesi” kapsaminda icra edilen 4. Calistay, Afrika Ulkeleri ile Turkiye arasindaki ekonomik

iliskilere hasredilmistir. ilgili calistayin ve projenin bundan sonraki asamalarinin Tirkiye ile Afrika
ulkeleri arasindaki iligkilerin gelisimine katkilar saglamasini umuyoruz.

Digisleri Bakanhgi adina bugun sizlere hitab etmekten mutluluk duyuyorum. Bu
nedenle, toplantiyi tertipleyen Turkiye Stratejik Arastirmalar Merkezi'nin degerli Baskani
Sayin Suleyman Sensoy'a, nazik daveti igin tesekkur ediyorum.

TASAM tarafindan dizenlenen bu g¢aligtaylar Tark resmi kurumlarinin, sivil toplum
orgutlerinin ve Afrika Ulkelerinin Glkemiz nezdindeki temsilcilerinin bir araya gelmelerinin
saglamakta ve Turkiye - Afrika iligkileri konusunda gorus alig verisine olanak vermektedir.

Tarkiye ile Afrika Ulkeleri arasindaki ekonomik iligkilerin varmis oldugu asamayi
degerlendirmeden Once, sizlere dnce Turk ekonomisinin genel durumu hakkinda bilgi
vermekte yarar gortyorum.

Tarkiye son yirmi yil zarfinda énemli bir ekonomik degisim streci yasamistir. Tlrk
ekonomisi, ihracata dayali ticaret politikalarinin da verdigi ivme ile, birgok sektorde
surekli bir buyume kaydetmigtir.

HUkumetimizin ekonomik programinin genel stratejisini su sekilde 6zetlemek
mumkundur:

 Surdurulebilir bir ekonomik buyime saglanmasi;

» Makroekonomik dengelerin yeniden tesis edilmesi;
* [stihdam yaratici dnlemlerin alinmasi;

* Mali sektorln 1slahi;

* Dis 6demeler dengesinde istikrar saglanmasi

Bu programin ana hedeflerine bugtn icin genis dlgtide ulasildigini, érnegin yillik
enflasyon oraninin tek haneli rakamlara gekildigini ve ekonomide istikrarl bir bUytimenin
gerceklestirildigini soylemek olanaklidir. Nitekim Turkiye bugun, 400 milyar ABD
dolari'na ulagan gayri safi milli geliri ile dinyanin en buyuk 20 ekonomisi arasinda yer
almaktadir.

Son bes yil zarfinda Turk ekonomisi yilda ortalama % 7 oraninda buyume kaydetmis,
kisi basina dusen yillik milli gelir, 2006 yilinda 5.447 ABD Dolari'na ulagsmistir.
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Ayni yil, dis ticaret hacmimiz 223 milyar Dolar olmustur. 2007 yili sonu itibariyle ihracat
gelirimizin 100 milyar Dolar'i agacagi tahmin edilmektedir.

Dinamik ekonomisi, genis i¢ pazari, rekabet gucl ylksek sanayi ve yetismis insan guicu
sayesinde Turkiye yabanci yatinmcilar igin de ¢ekici bir tlke haline gelmigtir. Bazi kamu
iktisadi tesebbuslerinin 6zellestiriimesinin de etkisiyle, 2006 yilinda Turkiye'ye gelen
yabanci sermaye 20 milyar Dolar olarak verilmektedir.

Tarkiye Cumhuriyeti Merkez Bankasi'nin doviz rezervleri de bu gelismelere paralel
olarak artis gostermis ve Subat 2007 ayi itibariyle 60 milyar ABD Dolari duzeyine
ulagmistir. Bu rezervin, Turk ekonomisine gerek i¢, gerek dis mali piyasalarda meydana
gelebilecek olan dalgalanmalari gogusleyebilme olanagi verdigi distunulmektedir.

Turk ekonomisinin bu kisaca 6zetledigim durumu bize Afrikali dostlarimiz ile ekonomik
ve ticari iligkilerimizi gelistirme ve gerektiginde Afrika Ulkelerine destek olma olanagi
vermektedir.

Tarkiye, Afrika kitasinda henuz yeterince degerlendiriimemis ¢ok genis isbirligi alanlari
bulunduguna inanmaktadir.

Hemen hemen tim Afrika Ulkelerinin gereksinim duyduklari teknoloji (know-how) ve
deneyim Turkiye'de mevcut olup, biz bu birikimimizi Afrikali dostlarimizla paylasma
yonunde somut adimlar atmis bulunuyoruz. Tarim, saglik, mesleki egitim gibi alanlar
buna 6rnek olarak gosterilebilir.

Turkiye, ayrica, sanayilesmis Ulkelere tarafindan Afrika'ya yapilan dogrudan yatirimlarin
arttirllmasi, kalkinmaya yardim resmi programlarinin yayginlastiriimasi ve Afrika
ulkelerinin ticaret kapasitelerinin gelistiriimesi yolunda ¢aba sarf etmektedir.

Turkiye ile Afrika Ulkeleri arasindaki ticaret hacmi 2006 yili itibariyle yaklasik 12 milyar
ABD Dolari duzeyine erigmistir. Bu rakam, 2003 yilinda 5,4 milyar Dolar seviyesinde
idi.

Amacimiz, yakin bir gelecekte Afrika ile olan ticaretimizin hacmini 30 milyar Dolar
dlzeyine yukseltebilmektir.

Halen Afrika'da faaliyet gosteren 350 Turk sirketi tarafindan cesitli Afrika Ulkelerine
yapilan dogrudan yatirimlar, 400 milyon ABD Dolari'na ulagsmis bulunmaktadir. Bu
rakamin énimuzdeki donemde daha da artacagindan kugskumuz yoktur.

Tark muteahhitlik firmalar tarafindan simdiye kadar Afrika'da, cogu Kuzey Afrika
ulkelerinde olmak uzere Ustlenilen projelerin degeri 17,3 milyar ABD Dolari'na erigmistir.
MEPAD programinin da yaratacagi ivme ile Turkiye ozellikle Sahraalti Afrika Glkelerinde
gerceklestirilecek buyuk altyapi projelerinin gerceklestiriimesine katkida bulunmak
istemektedir. Bildiginiz gibi Turkiye, 9 Mayis 2007 tarihinde Afrika Kalkinma Bankasi
yonetimine bir niyet mektubu gondererek, s6z konusu mali kurulugsa hissedar olma
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arzusunu belirtmistir. Afrika Kalkinma Bankasi ve Afrika Kalkinma Fonu uyeligimizin
yakin bir gelecekte gerceklestiriimesinin Tlrk muteahhitlik sektériine Afrika'da yeni
ufuklar agacagina durumun da karsilikh gikarlara hizmet edecegine inaniyoruz.

Tuark Hava Yollari'nin Hartum, Addis Ababa Johannesbourg, Dagos ve Dakar seferlerine
baslamis olmasi da Turkiye ile Afrika Ulkeleri arasinda ekonomik ve ticari iligkilerin
geligtiriimesine olumlu katkida bulunacaktir.

Ote yandan tlkemiz, Nijer'de gida guivenliginin strddrilebilir bir sekilde saglanabilmesini
teminen, hibe seklinde 1 milyon Dolar tutarinda mali yardim taahhididnde bulunmustur.

Turkiye'nin kalkinmaya yardimdan sorumlu resmi bir kurulusu olan Turk Igbirligi ve
Kalkinma idaresi Bagkanhigi'nin (TIKA) 2005 yilindan beri faaliyetlerini Afrika kitasina
da geniglettigine igaret etmek isterim.

TIKA'nin, bugiin, Addis Ababa, Hartum ve Dakar olmak Uzere (i¢ Afrika baskentinde
Program Koordinasyon Ofis'leri agilmistir. Bu ofisler sadece bulunduklari tlkelerde
degil, bitisik ve yakin Ulkelerde de tarim, saglik ve egitim basta olmak Uzere gesitli teknik
yardim projelerine destek vermektedir.

Sdzlerimi bitirirken, bu Calistay' tertipledikleri icin TASAM yoneticilerine tekrar tesekkur
eder, ulkemize akredite Sayin Afrika BUyukelgileri'ne ve degerli katilimcilara esenlikler
dilerim.

Dis Ticaret Genel Mudurlugu

Afrika kitasi insanoglunun dogum yeridir ve yuzyillar boyunca insanhgin hizmetinde
vazgecilmez bir kaynak Ussu olmustur.

Dolayislyla, bizler, Afrika halklarinin refahi i¢in ortaya konan g¢abalar uluslararasi
toplumun Gzerine disen 6nemli bir gorev olarak degerlendirmekteyiz. Turkiye bu konuda
elinden geleni yapacaktir.

Altyapi, Ustyapi, yetismis insan gucu eksikligi, yoksulluk ve gugsuzltik kitanin her
tarafinda yaygin durumda iken, Afrika Ulkeleri surekli olarak siyasi istikrarsizliklar ve
bdlgesel ¢atismalar ile micadele etmek zorunda kalmislardir. Ne var ki, son yillarda
goOrece daha istikrarh bir kita kendini gostermeye baglamis, uzun suredir ertelenmekte
olan ekonomik faaliyetler ve ¢ok disuk dizeyde seyreden talep miktari yukselme
egilimine girmistir. Onimdizdeki yillarda bu tir faaliyetlerin daha da artmasini
beklemekteyiz. inaniyoruz ki, Tiirkiye sahip oldugu “serbest ticaret yoluyla adil ticaret”
vizyonu sayesinde Afrika ulkelerinin iginde bulunduklari yoksulluk kisir déngusunu
kirmalari ve dinyanin her yerinde ekonomik ve ticari iliskiler gelistirmelerine yardimci
olma konusunda en uygun ulkedir. CUnku ekonomik ve ticari iligkilerin geligtiriimesi
noktasinda Turkiye ile Afrika Ulkeleri arasindaki cografi yakinhidin yaninda Turkiye'nin,
bazi Afrika ulkeleri ile sahip oldugu tarihsel baglar da kritik Sneme sahiptir.

Yine, Turkiye'nin sanayi ve dis ticaret altyapisi Afrika ekonomilerini tamamlayici 6zellikler
tasimaktadir. Bu cercevede, Afrika bizim firmalarimiz igin, 6zellikle de kiiglk ve orta
bayukltkteki girisimler icin hedef pazar konumundadir. Afrika Turkiye i¢in sadece ihracat
icin canl bir pazar degildir, ayni zamanda Turk endustrisi i¢cin ucuz hammadde de
saglamaktadir.

Yuzyillar boyunca, Afrika Ulkeleri ile siyasi iliskilerimiz dostluk temelinde surmustur.
Gunumuzde ise Turkiye, gelismis sanayisi, nitelikli isglicu ve uluslararasi pazarlardaki
deneyimi sayesinde Afrika Ulkeleri ile sahip oldugu mevcut ticaret ve yatirim iligkilerini
daha ileri dizeye tasimak igin tim ¢abasini ortaya koymaktadir.

Bu saptamalar bizi Afrika Ulkelerine yonelik olarak 2003 yilinda baslattigimiz yeni bir
Kalkinma Stratejisi'ni tasarlamaya ve uygulamaya sevk etmistir.

Bu baglamda, “Afrika ile Ekonomik ve Ticari iliskileri Giiclendirme Stratejisi”
Mustesarligimizca 2003 yilinda uygulamaya konulmustur.
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Strateji'nin temel hedefleri sunlardir:

« Turkiye'nin Afrika Ulkelerinin toplam ticaretindeki payini Ug yil igerisinde %3'e yukseltmek
(Turkiye'nin Afrika Ulkeleri ile 2005'te 567milyon dolar civarinda olan payi %2,1
civarindadir.)

» Klguk ve orta olgekli girisimlerin bolge ulkelerine girigini kolaylastirmak

* Belli baglh sektorlerde Turkiye'nin rekabet gicinl artirmak igin ilgili Afrika Glkeleri ile
ortak ya da dogrudan Turk yatirimlari yapiimasini saglamak

* TUrkiye'den bolge Ulkelerine teknoloji transfer etmek

» Turk muhendislik, ingsaat ve danismanlik firmalarinin Afrika pazarlarindaki payini
artirmak

 Ulusal ekonomilerdeki ekonomik faaliyetlerin artiriimasi ve daha fazla katma deger
elde edilmesi amaciyla Afrika Ulkelerine yatirim yaparak yoksullugu azaltmak

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Bu strateji baglaminda, hedef Ulkeler siyasi istikrar, ekonomik durum, ticaret hacmi, dis
ticaret rejimi, dogal kaynaklar, buyume potansiyeli, stratejik yerlesim ve bolgesel
entegrasyon suregcleri gibi faktorler géz 6nunde bulundurularak gruplandiriimiglardir.
Afrika Ulkelerini Kuzey Afrika Ulkeleri ve Sahra Alti Ulkeler gibi kategorilere ayirarak
incelemek zorunludur. Strateji altinda Kuzey Afrika ve Sahra Alti Ulkeler ile ilgili ulke ve
bolge temelli galismalar baslatiimistir.

STRATEJININ ONEMLI SONUGLAR

Afrika Ulkelerine yonelik olan stratejimizi uygulamaya koydugumuz zamandan beri iyi
belirlenmis ve hazirlanmis strateji araglarinin uygulanmasi yoluyla basarili sonuglar
elde ettik. Bu basarili sonuclar, ¢calismalarimizi hizlandirarak devam ettirme konusunda
bize gu¢ ve cesaret verdi.

Gelecege yonelik planlarimiz, uzun bir zamandir Afrika tlkelerine yonelik stratejilere
dayandigi i¢in, gcalismalarimiza iliskin dnemli kilometre taslarini ve anahtar noktalari
sizlere agiklamak istiyorum:

» Firmalarimizin Kuzey Afrika tlkelerinde karsilastiklari, pazara ulasim ve mal, hizmet
ve sermayenin serbest dolasimi ile ilgili problemleri gbzebilecek bir atmosferi yaratabilmek
icin, bu ulkeler ile Ulkemiz arasinda Serbest Ticaret Anlasmalari (STA) gorismeleri
baslatildi. Bu galismalar baglaminda, Fas, Misir ve Tunus ile STA'lar imzalandi ve
Cezayir ile STA gorusmeleri baslatildi. Bu STA'lar, Afrika'da imzalanmis ilk anlagmalardir.
Ayrica Guney Afrika ile STA gorusmelerinin baslatiimasi igin galigsmalar devam etmektedir.
Bunlara ilaveten, AB ve Afrika-Karaip-Pasifik arasinda mevcut ticaret iliskiler kapsaminda
bu yil icerinde Sudan, Kongo Demokratik Cumhuriyeti, Kenya, Etiyopya ve Cibuti tlkeleri
ile STA goérismelerinin yapilmasi planlaniyor. Ulkemiz ile Misir, Cezayir, Tunus, Fas,
Etiyopya, Sudan, Guney Afrika ulkeleri arasinda Cifte Vergilendirmeden Kag¢inma
Anlasmalari imzalandi. Ayrica Misir, Cezayir, Tunus, Fas, Etiyopya, Sudan, Giney
Afrika ulkeleri ile Turkiye arasinda Karsilikli Yatirimlarin Geligtiriimesi ve Korunmasi
Anlasmalari ikili anlagmalar olarak imzalandi.

» Stratejiyi uygulamaya koyduktan itibaren, Afrika Ulkeleriyle Tlrkiye arasinda ekonomik
ve ticari hukuksal zemini tamamlamak ve boylece de ekonomik ve ticari aktiviteleri
gelistirmek ve kolaylastirmak amaciyla dokuz ulke (Kenya, Tanzanya, Glney Afrika,
Moritanya, Fildisi Sahilleri, Madagaskar, Burkine Faso, Malavi ve Ekvator Ginesi) ile
Ticaret ve Ekonomik isbirligi Anlasmalari imzalandi. Bu anlasmalarin imzalanmasindan
sonra da baska anlagsmalar icin ¢alismalarimiz halen devam etmektedir.

* Ekonomik ve ticari iligkilerin hukuksal zeminini olusturmaya yonelik anlagsmalar
yapabilmek icin Turkiye ile Mozambik, Gabon, Angola, Gana, Nambia, Liberya, Sierra
Leone Ulkeleri arasinda Ust duzey gorusmeler goktan baslatiimig ve 6n hazirlik gérasmeleri
tamamlanmis durumdadir. Bu anlagmalar kisa bir stire zarfinda imzalanacaktir.
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« Turkiye ile Afrika ulkeleri arasinda ikili iligkileri daha fazla gelistirmek amaciyla, dokuz
ulkeyle (Misir, Cezayir, Tunus, Fas, Etiyopya, Sudan, Senegal, Cibuti, Kamerun, Libya)
JEC toplantilari yapildi ve bdylece bu toplantilar suresince somut projeler gelistirildi.

+ Oncelikle, 53 llkeyi iceren Afrika kitasinda diplomatik temsilciliklerimizin sayisini
artirmamiz blyik bir zorunluluktur ve son derece énem arz etmektedir. Ulkemiz,
gunumuzde siki ekonomik ve ticari iliskilerimizin ve tarihsel baglarimizin oldugu Afrika
kitasinda halen sadece 12 blyukelgilige sahiptir. 2007 yilinda Turkiye'nin Afrika kitasinda
sahip oldugu Ticaret Ataseligi sayisi 11'e ulasti. Bu sayi, 2004 yilinda sadece 4 idi.

« Afrika Ulkelerinde yeni Turk Buyukelgiliklerinin agiimasiyla birlikte Ticaret Ataseliklerinin
saylisl da ayni zamanda yakin bir gelecekte artacaktir. Bu durum, dogal olarak, Turkiye
ile Afrika Ulkeleri arasindaki ekonomik ve ticari iliskileri daha fazla geligtirecektir.

* Stratejimizin en 6nemli araglarindan birisi, Afrika'nin kalkinma g¢alismalarina énemli
katki saglayan teknik yardim ve egitim programlaridir. Bu baglamda, tim Turk kurumlarinin
sagladigi teknik yardim ve egitim programlarini koordine etmek i¢in uygun bir ortamin
olusturulabilmesi ve bunlarin hedeflerimize uygun bicimde kullanilabilmesi amaciyla
TiKA ile toplantilar yapildi. Bu toplantilar neticesinde TiKA, Afrika iilkelerinde gérev ve
yukumlalukler Ustlenmeyi kabul etti. Boylece Addis Ababa (Etiyopya), Hartum (Sudan)
ve Dakar (Sudan)'da TiKA Ofisleri acildi.

* Afrika Ulkelerine, 6zellikle de kitanin az gelismis Ulkelerine, yonelik yapilan teknik
yardimlarin, bu Ulkeler igin kendi kabiliyetlerini, kapasitelerini ve etkinliklerini gelistirmeleri
konusunda ne kadar 6nemli oldugunu biliyoruz. Bu noktada, Turk devletinin, devam
etmekte olan teknik yardimlarini dGnumuzdeki yillarda arttiracagini belirtmek istiyorum.
Afrika'da mevcut olan 3 ofise ilaveten, Turk teknik yardimlarinin miktarini ve kapsamini
daha fazla arttirmak igin, TIKA'nin yeni teknik yardim ofisleri, Afrika kitasinin az gelismis
ulkelerinde kurulacaktir.

* Libya ile iliskilerde yasanan olumsuz gelismeler yiziinden bu lGlkedeki Turk firmalari
onemli 6lgude tasfiye edilmistir. Libya'nin uluslararasi sisteme ge¢ entegrasyonunun
dogurdugu sonuglari ve bu Ulkeye uygulanan ambargonun kaldiriimasi ile ilgili gelismeleri
yakindan takip etmekteyiz. Bu dogrultuda, Libya ile yuksek dlzeyde iliskiler yeniden
kurulmustur. Ortak Mutabakat Komisyonu, Libya tarafindan Turk ingsaat firmalarina
verilen kredilerin -son 20 yilin iligkiler agisindan ana sorunsalini olugsturan meselesi-
likidite edilebilmesi icin olusturulmustur. Bu yonde ¢abalar devam etmektedir. Ayrica,
Tark firmalari igin, petrol fiyatlarinin hatiri sayilir yukselisine bagli olarak, Libya ingaat
sektorinde firsatlar dogmaya baslamistir. Uzun bir zamanda sonra TUrk ingaat firmalari,
gegcen yil yeni projeler almaya baglamislardir ve bugun itibariyle en énemli Turk firmalari
bu sektorde yerlerini almaya baslamigtir.

» Zengin petrol rezervlerinin 1999 yilinda kesfedilmesinin ardindan Sudan ekonomik
ve politik olarak gelismeye baslamis, bu dogrultuda Dogu Afrika'nin éncelikli tlkelerinde
biri olarak anons edilmistir. Bu baglantiyla Sudan'in kalkinmasi i¢in 6zel programlar
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uygulamaya konulmustur. Tark firmalari da bu amag¢ dogrultusunda Sudan'da yerlerini
almaya baslamistir. Sudan'a yatirim yapan Turk firmalarinin sayisi 120'ye ulasmis ve
toplam yatirimlari da 200 milyon dolari bulmustur. Tark mateahhitlerinin projelerinin
toplam degeri 265 milyon dolar seviyesindedir.

* Fas ve Cezayir ile ekonomik iligkilerin gelistiriimesi igin yuruttlen faaliyetler, 6zellikle
bluyuk ¢apta ingaat isleri, Turk muteahhitleri igin buralardaki ingaat pazarlarina girme
firsatini saglamaktadir. Bu ¢ercevede Turk insaat sirketleri son ¢ yilda Fas'ta 635
milyon dolar ve Cezayir'de 376 milyon dolar tutarinda projelere imza atmiglardir.

+ Ulkemizin dnemli avantajlara sahip oldugu karayolu tagimacilik sektérinin agihmiyla
paralel olarak son iki yilda, Turk karayolu tasimacilik firmalarinin Sudan, Cibuti ve
Etiyopya marketlerine dahil olabilmesi i¢in en uygun sartlar yaratiimistir.

» Hedef Ulkelerdeki ticari isler, satin alma isleri, fuarlar ve diger birgok program Turkiye
ihracatinin Cezayir, Fas, Libya, Kuzey Afrika, Sudan, Etiyopya, Cibuti ve Kamerun gibi
ulkelerde dev sigramalar gostermesini saglamistir.

» TUrkiye ve Afrika Ulkelerindeki kamu ve 6zel sektorlerin direk baglanti kurmasinin
onemine inanmaktayiz, bu dogrultuda, fuarlar, ticaret ve satin alma igleri dizenlemekteyiz.
2 yil igerisinde Afrika kitasinda 15'ten fazla Tiirk ihracat Fuari ve uluslar arasi fuarlara
ulusal katilm gergeklesecektir. Afrika Ulkelerinde dizenli olarak ticari isler organize
etmekteyiz ayrica onlarin 6zel sektorlerini Turkiye'deki fuarlara davet etmekte ve ayni
sektorlerdeki Turk firmalariyla tanismalarini saglamaktayiz. Bu faaliyetlerimizi daha da
artirarak Afrika Ulkelerinin ihtiyaclarini karsilamalarina olanak vermekte, teknoloji transferi
ve yeni sanayi dallaryla tanigsarak ulkelerinde kurmalarina ve deger Uretmelerine boylece
ulkelerinin ekonomik kalkinmasina yardim etmekteyiz.

* Birgcok Turk firmasi Turk sanayisinin siddetle ihtiyaci olan hammaddeleri, faaliyetlerimiz
sonucu herhangi bir araciya ihtiya¢ duymadan dogrudan Afrika'dan temin edebilmektedir.

* Afrika ile 2003 yilinda 2,1 milyar dolar olan ihracatimiz 2006 yilinda 4,6 milyar dolara
yaklasmis ayni zamanda 2003 yili itibariyle 3,3 milyar dolar olan ithalatimiz da 2006
yilinda 7,3 milyar dolara ulasmistir. Onemli bir ayrinti olarak not distlebilir ki hidrokarbon
gibi temel hammaddeleri Afrika'dan ithal etmekteyiz.

» Stratejinin belirlendigi 2003 yilindan itibaren 2006'nin sonuna kadar olan dénem dikkate
alindiginda, Turkiye ile Afrika Ulkeleri arasindaki ticaret hacminin 5,5 milyar dolardan
%117'lik artis ile 11,8 milyar dolara ¢iktiginin altini gcizmek gerekir. Bu artis ayni dénemde
Tarkiye'nin butun ticaretinde gergeklesen % 91'lik artistan bile daha fazladir.

» 2007 yili sonunda Afrika Ulkelerine ihracatimizin 6,2 milyar dolara gikmasini tahmin
ederken, Turkiye'nin Afrika'dan ithalatinin 9 milyar dolari asmasi beklenmektedir. Bdylece

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Inaniyoruz ki, bu programin sonuglari ticaret, yapi ve danisma hizmetleri ve Afrika'ya
yonelik dogrudan Turk yatirnrmi noktalarinda yakin zamanda alinacaktir.

* Aslinda, bu program bize Turkiye'nin tim imkanlari ve araglari ile kitada kamu ve 6zel
yatinmlarini artirma noktasindaki istek ve kararliligini gostermektedir.

» Burada ayrica Afrika Birligi'nin, Turkiye ve kita arasindaki iligkilerin daha da iyilesmesi
icin gosterdigi degerli yardim ve ¢alismalarini vurgulamaliyiz.

* Biz daha genis bir gergeve, buyuklik ve mikemmel ufuklara bakmak igin galismalarimizi
Afrika Birligi ile birlestirmeye haziriz.

» Strateji dahilinde, 3 Mayis 2006'da islami Kalinima Bankasi ile Miistesarligimiz arasinda
Afrika ulkeleri ile ticaret yapmaya istekli firmalarin uluslararasi finans kaynaklarini
cesitlendirmek igin Mutabakat Zapti imzalanmigtir. Bu Mutabakat Zapti 6zellikle Turkiye
ve Afrika Ulkeleri arasindaki ticari ve ekonomik iligkileri gelistirmek igin imzalanmisgtir.

+ islami Kalkinma Bankasi ile imzalanan bu Mutabakat Zapti ile Afrika'da ekonomik
faaliyetlerle mesgul Tirk firmalari igin Tiirk Eximbank'a ek olarak islami Kalkinma
Bankasi finansal kaynaklarini da kullanmak mumkun olacaktir.

TURKIYE-AFRIKA EKONOMIK ILISKILERI EKSENINE BAKIS

TURKIYE-AFRIKA TICARI iLISKILERI

Turkiye ile Afrika arasindaki ticaret hacminin on bes milyar dolara g¢ikariimasi
hedeflenmektedir. Son Ug¢ yilda 6zellikle Turkiye ile Guney Afrika Cumhuriyeti arasindaki
ekonomik ve ticari iligkilerin giderek artmakta oldugu gozlenmektedir. Afrika kitasi ile
olan ticaret hacmimiz son 4 yil igcinde bir buguk milyar dolardan on milyar dolara
tirmanmigtir ve 2008 senesinde de on bes milyar dolarlik bir ticaret hacmi hedeflenmektedir.
Tarkiye'nin Afrika ile ticaret hacmi daha ¢ok Akdeniz'e kiyisi olan Ulkeler vasitasiyla
geceklestiriimektedir. Sahra-alti Afrika Ulkeleriyle olan ticaretin buyume hizinin toplam
ticaretteki blylmeye oranla daha fazla oldugu gézlemlenmektedir.

SAHRA -ALTI BOLGESI

Afrika Kitasi'nin Sahra - Alti Bolgesi kirk bes civarinda Ulkeyi kapsamaktadir. Nufus
bayukligu agisindan Nijerya'nin, yuz kirk milyonluk nufusu ile agik ara en kalabalik
ulke oldugu goérilmektedir. Ondan sonra gelen yedi Ulke ntfus olarak orta buyUklUkte
sayilabilir. Geriye kalan ulkelerden on ikisinin nufusu on ile yirmi milyon arasindadir ve
yirmi besinin nifusu da on milyonun altindadir.

SAHRA-ALTI ULKELERININ ONEMi

1990'll yillarin sonlarindan itibaren kitaya yonelik ilginin yeniden arttigi gérulmektedir.
Cesitli hammaddeler, bazi bdlge Ulkelerinde bulunan zengin petrol ve maden yataklari,
Sahra alti Afrika'nin stratejik dGneminin artmasini buyuk katki saglamistir. Afrika 6zellikle
Cin Halk Cumhuriyeti basta olmak tGzere Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD), Avrupa
Birligi (AB), Rusya, Japonya ve Hindistan gibi birgok tlkenin ilgi alani haline gelmistir.

ISTANBUL TiICARET ODASI'NIN BATI AFRIKA GEZiSi

Afrika ile ilgili olarak istanbul Ticaret Odasi (iTO), istanbul Biylksehir Belediyesi ve
Tiirk isbirligi ve Kalkinma idaresi (TIKA) arasinda bir "igbirligi Protokoli" imzalanmistir.
isbirligi Protokolli cergevesinde gerceklestirilen on ¢alismalar neticesinde, ilk etapta
Bati Afrika Ulkelerinden Senegal, Mali, Fildisi ve Gana'ya Temmuz ayinin ilk haftas bir
seyahat gergeklestiriimistir.

BATI AFRIKA iZLENIMLERI

Bati Afrika ulkeleri, bulunduklari konum ve ekonomik potansiyel agisindan gok 6nem
tasimakta olduklarindan inmal edilmeleri buyuk bir hata olacaktir. Bu ulkelerde kigi
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basina dusen milli gelirler su an itibariyle bin dolar ve altinda seviyelerde seyretmektedir
ama ayni zamanda bu kisi basina dusen milli gelirler hizli bir sekilde gelisme
gOstermektedir.

Afrika agisindan Turkiye, Avrupa Ulkeleri tarafindan Afrika'ya karsi, gegmiste uygulanan
somurgecilik ve kolonicilik faaliyetlerinden dolayi Avrupa Ulkelerine oranla avantajl bir
konumda yer alabilir niteliktedir. Bu durum 6zellikle Afrika ile temasta bulunan kamu
kurum ve kuruluslari ve Sivil Toplum Kuruluglarinca (STK) da dile getirilmektedir.

Afrika Ulkelerinin tarimsal potansiyeli bakimindan bakacak olursak, tarimsal hammadde,
pamuk, kakao, kahve, muz altin vb., madenler gibi trtnler bu Ulkelerden ithal edilebilecek
arunler olup her tarlG Grin de ayni zamanda ihrag edilebilir. Afrika gercegi agisindan
s6z konusu Ulkeler ¢ok basit sanayi tesislerine (kliglk ¢apli tekstil kumas Uretimi, cimento
un) sahip olup, geri kalan bir ¢ok Urtinu digardan ithal etmek zorunda kalmaktadir.

Afrika ziyareti sirasindan her tur islenmis gida, ingaat malzemeleri, plastik ev egyasi,
tekstil Urunleri basta olmak Uzere tuketim malzemeleri olabilecek hemen her Grin
acgisindan yuksek duzeyde talep géze carpmaktadir. Ayni zamanda bu Ulkelerin
sanayilesme girisimleri ve gabalamalarinin baginda olmalari dolayisiyla 6zellikle tarimsal
makine, tekstil makinesi, jenerator gibi Urtnlere ilgi duyduklari ve inceleme gezisi yapilan
ulkelerin tamaminda bu Urunlere yonelik yuksek bir talep oldugu gozlenmistir.

Bu Ulkelerin her birinde piyasadaki nihai Urunlerin neredeyse tamaminin ithal oldugunu
sdylemek abarti olmayacaktir. Uriin kalitesi halkin alim giicl ile orantili olarak ¢ok
dusuk, ambalajlari ise ¢ok siradan bir sekilde duzenlenmekte olduklari degerlendirilebilir.
Ancak piyasadaki urtnlerin kalitesinin aksine fiyat seviyesi cok yuksektir.

Gezi sirasinda edindigimiz diger bir izlenim de insaat sektoriyle ilgilidir. insaatlarin
yogunlugu yaninda standartlarinin ¢ok dusuk oldugu dikkatimizi ¢ekmigtir. Bununla
birlikte ingaat sektord, Ulkelerin hizla artan nafuslarina orantili olarak ve de gelecekte
su an itibariyle ¢gok dusuk seviyede olmalarindan dolayi gelismesi kaginilmaz olan bir
sektdr olarak gdze garpmaktadir. Ayni zamanda ekonomik gelismeleri ile birlikte ortaya
cikacak olan altyapi ve ustyapi ihtiyaglari goz 6nune alindiginda potansiyel olarak en
onemli alanlardan biri olarak dikkate deger bir hal arz etmektedir.

Ayni zamanda tum Ulkelerde dagitim kanallari ¢cok daginik ve bireysel bir yapilanma
goOstermektedir. Buyuk ¢apli ticaretin tamami belli bagli ama az sayida isadaminin elinde
olup onlarla igbirligi yapilabilmesi de mumkundudr. Ancak bu Ulkeler ile yapilacak ticaretin
baslangicta ¢ok ku¢uk boyutlarda olabilecegi 6zellikle siparislerin iki yada ug bin dolarlar
seviyesi ile sinirl olabilece@i goz 6nune alinmaldir.

Bu Ulkelerin tamaminda yatirim yapmak isteyen yabanci firmalara buyuk tesvikler
verilmektedir. Yatirrm yapmayi disunen firmalarin atil makineleri 6zellikle tekstil
sektoriunde bahsi gegen ulkelerde degerlendiriimektedir.
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Tum bunlarin yani sira bu dort tlkenin de belirli bir yizdesinin Misliman olmasi avantaj
olarak sayilabilir. Ticarette hedef tlketici profili belirlenirken Muslimanlar arasinda ¢ok
esliligin cok yaygin oldugu 6nemli bir ayrinti olarak goze carpmaktadir.

Ozellikle bu ulkelerde fuar diizenlenmesi gibi faaliyetler de ticari iligkilerin gelismesi igin
cok ciddi 6nem arz etmektedir.

SONUG

Afrika kitasinin tamami g6z 6nune alindiginda 6zellikle Sahra-Alti bolgesi dikkati
cekmektedir. Bu bolge ozellikle Ulke sayisi bakimindan ilgiye degerdir. Diger gelismelere
paralel olarak da Ulke sayisiyla birlikte Sahra-Alti gelisen bir pazardir. Sahra-Alti,
hammadde agisindan zengin olmasina karsin teknoloji ve sanayi agisindan guglu bir
konumda degildir. Sahra-Alti bélgesinde insaat, Tekstil, Gida, Altyapi ve Madencilik,
Meyve isleme gibi sektorlerin potansiyeli oldukga yiiksektir.

Turkiye acgisindan bakildiginda, Turkiye'nin halihazirdaki pozisyonu ve dinamizmi
acisindan Sahra-AltI bolgesi 6nemli bir piyasadir. Ayni zamanda Turkiye'nin bagka
avantajlari da mevcuttur. Ozellikle Turkiye'nin Misliiman bir tlke olmasi, Misliman
Afrikalilarin, Turkiye'ye kargi sempati duymasina neden olmakta, bdylece Turkiye'yi
ornegin Avrupa'ya gore farkli bir konuma oturtmalarina neden olmaktadir.

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ECONOMIC RELATIONS BETWEEN
AFRICAN COUNTRIES AND TURKEY

PRESENTATION

Africa, having a huge population, rich natural resources, a vast expanse of land and
the largest number of developing countries in the world, holds a significant importance
for the world's economic stability and growth. However, Africa's participation in the world
economy declined alarmingly in terms of GDP, exports and foreign investment.

The continent's slower growth and lower attraction of foreign direct investments than
the rest of the world resulted in a slump in its share in the world trade. Over the last
five years, the continent attained rather high growth rates, foreign investment flows,
and export earnings. The aggregate economic performance confirms a partial recovery
in the region. Yet, these positive developments seem to have a limited effect on poverty
reduction and advanced integration with the world economy. Africa still has a GNP of
merely 800 billion dollars, and a population exceeding 900 million, half of which live on
a daily income of less than 1 dollar, as well as a share of just 2,5 percent in the world
trade. These figures clearly point to the continued marginalization of Africa from the
globalization process, and hence the social exclusion of the vast majority of its peoples.

Such organizations as the United Nations and innovative initiations like the “New
Partnership for Africa's Development” have been working for the achievement of
sustainable development in Africa. Essentially we are of the view that these initiatives
should be accompanied by responsible and coherent economic policies which are
tailored to meet the specific needs of African countries, inclusive of direct investments
in the continent, and elimination of trade barriers against African exports. In regard of
this fact, Turkey initiated a Strategy for Enhancing Trade and Economic Relations with
Africa in 2003, mainly aiming at making a contribution to eliminate poverty in Africa
back on the track of sustainable development, and ending the marginalization of the
continent in the globalization process. Under this strategy we have been implementing
country and region based programs in Africa structured according to the political stability,
economic outlook, Foreign trade structure, and regional integration process of each
country or region. For centuries, our relations with African countries have always been
sustained on the basis of friendship. As of today, Turkey, with its advanced economy,
skilled labor force and experience in international markets, is committed to further its
relations with the African countries. The African continent is the birthplace of mankind
and has been an indispensable resource base serving humanity for centuries.

In this context the fourth workshop under the “African Countries- Turkey Diplomatic
Representatives Developing Strategic Vision Project” is titled with economic relations.
We hope this project and workshop will help to improve the relations between African
Countries and Turkey.

| am honored to be addressing you on behalf of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs today. For
this reason | would like to thank Mr. Suleyman Sensoy, the esteemed Chairman of the
Turkish Strategic Studies Center, for his kind invitation to this meeting.

These work shops that are arranged by TASAM make possible for the Turkish Official
institutions, non-governmental organizations and the representatives of the African
nations to come together and as such provide the means for the exchange of opinions.

Before | evaluate the status of the economic relations between Turkey and the African
Countries, | would like to give you some information about the general state of Turkish
economy.

Turkey has gone through an important economic change within the last 20 years. Turkish
economy has displayed growth in many sectors with the help of the trade policies based
on exports.

We can summarize the general strategy of our government as follows:
* To achieve a sustainable economic growth;

* Reestablishment of the macro-economic equilibrium;

» Taking measures that will create employment;

» Rehabilitation of the financial sector;

« Establishing stability in the balance of foreign payments.

| can say that the main targets of this program have been achieved today, to give you
some examples the inflation rate has been pulled back to single digit numbers and a
consistent growth in economy has been realized. At present Turkey is among the first
20 largest economies in the world with its Gross National Product that reaches 400 billion
USS.

Within the last five years, Turkish economy has grown at an average rate of 7% and the
per capita income reached 5.447 US$ level in the year 2006.

The same year our foreign trade volume was 233 billion USS$. It is forecasted that by the
end of year 2007 our income from exports would exceed 100 billion Dollar level.
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Turkey has also been an attractive place to invest for the foreign investors due to its
dynamic economy, wide scale domestic market, competitive industry and trained labor
force. With the effect of the privatization of some public economic enterprises, the
foreign capital inflow in Turkey in the year 2006 reached the level of 20 billion Dollars.

The foreign currency reserves of the Central Bank of Turkey has also increased in
parallel to these developments and as of February 2007 it reached the level of 60 billion
US Dollars. It is thought that this level of reserves provides the necessary means to
overcome the effects of the fluctuations that may take place in the domestic as well
as foreign markets.

This status of the Turkish economy that | tried to summarize in short, gives us the
opportunity to develop economic and trade relations with our African friends and to
provide them with support when such becomes necessary.

Turkey believes that there are significant fields of cooperation existing in the Continent
of Africa.

The technological know-how and experience that is needed by most African nations
is available in Turkey and we have taken significant steps in the direction to share these
with our African friends. The fields of agriculture, health, professional training are a few
examples.

Turkey, furthermore works towards increasing the direct investments made in Africa by
the industrialized countries, for the official programs targeting developmental aid to be
made widespread, and for the trade capacities of the African countries to be developed.

The volume of trade between Turkey and African states has reached the level of 12
billion Dollars in the year 2006. This figure was around 5.3 billion Dollars in the year
2003.

Our objective is to increase the trade volume with Africa to the level of 30 billion Dollars
in the near future.

The direct investments made in the African Countries by some 350 Turkish companies
have reached the level of 400 million US Dollars. We have no doubt that this figure will
further increase in the future periods.

Until now, Turkish contracting firms have undertaken projects in the total value of 17.3
billion US Dollars in Africa, in particular in the North Africa. With the driving force that
MEPAD program will create, Turkey would like to take place in the realization of many
infrastructure projects that will mostly involve the Sub-Saharan countries. As you may
know Turkey has sent a letter of intent to the African Development Bank on the 9th of
May 2007 and relayed its wishes to become a shareholder in the subject matter financial
institution. We believe that our membership in the African Development Bank and African
Development Fund that may take place in the near future, shall open up new horizons
in Africa for the Turkish Contracting Firms and as such serve the mutual benefit of the
parties.
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The commencement of flights to Hartum, Addis Ababa, Johannesbourg, Dagos and
Dakar by the Turkish Airlines will also have a positive effect on the development of
economic and commercial relations between Turkey and African countries.

Turkey believes that freeing Africa of the ravaging effects of poverty, epidemics and
natural disasters is a humanitarian and conscionable obligation. Our country following
this line of thinking has been gradually increasing the humanitarian aid that is being
provided to the Sub-Saharan Countries. In January 2007 Turkey made a contribution
of 2 million Dollars to the humanitarian aid provided to the Sub-Saharan countries by
the World Food Program.

On the other hand, our country has pledged to provide a financial aid of 1 million Dollars,
to help the effort to establish safety of food products in Nigeria in a sustainable manner.

| would like to point out the fact that Turkish Cooperation and Development Department
(TIKA), the official institution in Turkey responsible of helping and supporting development,
has expanded its efforts concerning Africa since the year 2005.

TIKA has established three program coordination offices in Africa in the cities of Addis
Ababa, Hartum and Dakar. These offices provide support to various technical aid projects
in the fields of primarily agriculture, health and education and they do not just serve the
cities that they are located in but also the neighboring countries.

These positive developments that | tried to summarize in general, are clear indications
that the policy of opening out to Africa that was adopted as a policy by Turkey in the
year 1998 has been implemented with determination.

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TURKEY AFRICA RELATIONS

The African continent is the birthplace of mankind and has been an indispensable
resource base serving humanity for many centuries.

Hence, we consider it as an important task for the international community to work
towards the welfare of the African people and Turkey will try to do its utmost to this end.

African countries have had to struggle with political instabilities and regional disputes
along with the poverty, weaknesses and deprivation of human capital and physical
infrastructure and superstructure, omnipresent in Africa. However, in recent years, a
comparatively stable continent has emerged, and the economic activities which have
been put off and the demand which has been low for a long time has been stirred. We
expect that such activities will accelerate further in the coming years. We believe that
Turkey, with its vision, “fair trade through free trade”, is the most appropriate country to
help the African countries break the vicious circle of poverty and develop the economic
and commercial relations of the African countries all over the globe because the
geographical proximity between Turkey and Africa and Turkey's historical ties with certain
African countries are crucial factors to the development of economic and commercial
relations.

Also, the Turkish industrial and foreign trade infrastructure is quite complementary to
those of the African economies. In this framework, Africa is a target market for our firms,
particularly the small and medium sized enterprises. Not only does Africa constitute a
vibrant market for the Turkish exports, but also it provides cheap raw materials for the
Turkish industry.

For centuries, our political relations with African countries have always been maintained
on the basis of friendship. As of today, Turkey, with its advanced economy, skilled labor
force and experience in international markets is committed to further increase its existing
trade and investment relations with the African countries.

This determination has led us to devise and implement a new Development Strategy
towards the African countries that we initiated back in 2003.

In this context, “Strategy for Enhancing the Economic and Commercial Relations with
Africa” was put into effect in 2003 by our Undersecretariat.

The main objectives of the Strategy are as follows:

* To increase the share of Turkey in the total trade volume of African countries up to 3%
in three years (The share of Turkey in the total trade volume of Africa which is 567 billion
dollars in 2005 is 2.1%),
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 To open way for our small and medium sized enterprises so that they can penetrate
into the region countries,

» To make either joint investments or direct Turkish investments with the relevant
countries in Africa in order to increase the competitive power of Turkey in certain sectors,

* To transfer technology from Turkey to the region countries,

* To raise the share of Turkish construction, consultancy and engineering firms in the
African markets

» To diminish the poverty by investing in African countries through increasing the
economic activities and creating more value added in those domestic economies

The key instruments of the Strategy are in the following:

* To initiate the regular dialogue by creating Joint Economic Commission (JEC) or high
level economic negotiation and decision-making mechanisms,

* To conclude rapidly the basic agreements that will constitute the legal framework of
our relations with the African countries,

* To make preferential trade arrangements and Free Trade Agreements with the African
countries in line with Turkey's obligations towards the EU and other international liabilities,

» To provide the African countries with the technical assistance in the preparation and
implementation of the laws regarding the trade policy instruments in parallel to the
international practices,

* To support the membership efforts of the African countries with regard to the WTO,

» To create the comfortable conditions for holding introductory activities such as the
fairs, exhibitions, buyers' missions and trade missions more often,

» To establish the new offices of Commercial Counsellor in the African countries,

* To help Turkish technical consultancy firms structure themselves in the target countries
and to promote the creation of new projects in the African countries by these firms via
donations and credits offered under agreeable terms,

* To strengthen the activities of Turkish banks in the African countries,

* To provide the African countries with the technical assistance and educational support
in the fields in which Turkey is pretty experienced.

In the context of the Strategy, certain target countries were designated considering such
factors as the political stability, economic situation, volume and regime of foreign trade,
natural resources, growth potential, strategic location and regional integration processes.
It is quite necessary to study the African countries by categorizing them as the North
African countries and Sub Saharan countries. Country and region based specific studies
were initiated on North African and Sub Saharan countries under the Strategy.
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NOTEWORTHY OUTCOMES OF THE STRATEGY

From the initiation of our Strategy towards African continent, we had noteworthy outcomes
of the strategy through the implementation of its tailor-made instruments. These give
us power and courage to continue exerting our efforts in an accelerated mode.

As our plans for the future have already been set on the Strategies towards the African
countries, | would like to reveal some milestones and key points of it.

* In order to create an atmosphere conducive to solving the problems faced by our firms
in North African countries concerning the market access and apt for the free movement
of goods, services and capital, the negotiations on Free Trade Agreements (FTA) with
these countries were initiated by our country. In this regard, FTAs were signed with
Morocco, Egypt and Tunisia and the negotiations with Algeria were commenced. These
FTAs are the first agreements signed in Africa. Also, the FTA negotiations with South
Africa were instigated. In addition, in the context of the current trade relations between
the EU and Africa-Caribbean-Pacific, it is planned to negotiate FTAs with Sudan,
Democratic Republic of Congo, Kenya, Ethiopia and Djibouti this year. The Agreements
on the Avoidance of Double Taxation were signed between our country and Egypt,
Algeria, Tunisia, Morocco, Ethiopia, Sudan, South Africa, and also the Agreements on
Reciprocal Promotion and Protection of Investments were signed between our country
and Egypt, Algeria, South Africa, Tunisia, Morocco, Sudan, Ethiopia bilaterally.

« After putting into practice the Strategy, Trade and Economic Cooperation Agreements
were signed with nine countries, namely, Kenya, Tanzania, South Africa, Mauritania,
Cote d'lvoire, Madagascar, Burkina Faso, Malawi and Guinea Equatorial in order to
complete economic and commercial legal framework between our country and the
African countries so as to promote smooth functioning of economic and commercial
activities. Subsequent to signing these agreements, our efforts still continue with a view
to making other agreements.

* In order to conclude the agreements aiming at establishing the legal framework of
economic and commercial relations between Turkey and Mozambique, Gabon, Angola,
Ghana, Namibia, Liberia, Sierra Leone, high level negotiations have already been
initiated and preliminary talks have been conducted. These agreements will be signed
shortly.

* In order to further develop bilateral relations between Turkey and the African countries,
JEC meetings were held with nine countries, namely, Senegal, Djibouti, Cameroon,
Morocco, Libya, Algeria, Sudan, Ethiopia, Tunisia, and consequently important concrete
projects were developed during these meetings.

 First of all, it is quite imperative to raise the number of diplomatic representations in
Africa, consisting of 53 countries. Our country still has only 12 Embassies in Africa
where our country presently has intensive economic and commercial engagements as
well as the historical ties. The number of the Offices of the Commercial Counselor
reached 11 in 2007 whereas this number was only four in 2004.
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¢ In line with the establishment of new Turkish Embassies in the African countries, the
number of the Offices of the Commercial Counselor will also increase in the very near
future and with this increase it will be achievable to further enhance economic and trade
relations.

* One of the chief instruments of the Strategy is the technical assistance and educational
programs that will significantly contribute to the development efforts of Africa. In this
connection, meetings were held with TIKA in order to constitute a proper environment
to coordinate technical assistance and educational programs to be offered by all Turkish
public institutions and to use them in accordance with our targets and as a result TIKA
accepted to assume engagements in the African countries. TIKA Offices were established
in Addis Ababa (Ethiopia), Khartoum (Sudan) and Dakar (Senegal).

* We are quite aware the importance of technical assistance to African countries,
particularly to the LDCs, to improve their capabilities, capacities and efficiency. At this
point, | would like to mention here the solid commitment of Turkish government to
increase its ongoing technical assistance to LDCs in the coming years. In addition to
the existing 3 offices in Africa, there will be new technical assistance offices of TIKA
to be established in LDCs of the African continent to further enhance the scope and
magnitude of Turkish technical assistance.

» Because of some negative developments in the relations with Libya, the Turkish firms
in Libya were discharged to a considerable extent. We closely follow the recent
developments emerging as a consequence of the integration of Libya into the international
system lately and the removal of the sanctions applied to Libya. In this direction, high-
level contacts with Libya were instituted again. So a Joint Reconciliation Commission
was established to liquidate the credits owed to the Turkish construction companies by
Libya, which has been the main question in our bilateral relations for the last two
decades, and the efforts still continue with the aim to liquidate these credits. Also,
recently good opportunities for the Turkish firms began to emerge in the construction
market of Libya that developed as a result of the considerable increase in the price of
oil. So, after a long period of time, the Turkish construction firms began to undertake
new projects last year and today the most prominent Turkish firms have begun to take
part again in the bids opened in this sector.

» Sudan which developed economically and politically with the discovery of rich oil
reserves in 1999 was announced as a priority country in East Africa and in this connection
specific programs were put into practice for the promotion of development of Sudan.
The Turkish firms began to be more involved in Sudan in the framework of efforts made
up to now. The number of Turkish firms investing in Sudan reached 120 and the amount
of investments totaled 200 million dollars. The total value of the projects assumed by
the Turkish contractors exceeded 265 million dollars.

* The activities carried out to boost economic relations with Morocco and Algeria,
particularly the broad contractors' missions, provided good opportunities for the Turkish
contractors to get involved in these construction markets, and in this framework the
Turkish construction companies have undertaken projects amounting to 635 million
dollars in Morocco and 376 million dollars in Algeria for the last three years.
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* In order to further promote the openness of road transportation sector, in which our
country is comparatively advantageous, a proper environment has been created for the
Turkish road transportation firms to get engaged in Sudanese, Djiboutian and Ethiopian
markets for the last two years.

» The trade missions, buyers' missions, fairs and other intensive programs organized
in the target countries triggered giant leaps in the Turkish exports to Algeria, Morocco,
Libya, South Africa, Sudan, Ethiopia, Djibouti and Cameroon.

» We firmly believe the importance of direct contacts between public and private sectors
of Turkey and the African countries, thus, we will organize fairs, buyer's missions and
trade missions. There will be more than 15 Turkish Exports Fairs and national participations
in the international fairs to be held in African continent within 2 years. As we regularly
organize trade missions to African countries and also invite their private sectors to visit
the exhibitions in Turkey and get acquainted with their Turkish counterparts, we will
increase the number of these events and enhance their scope to meet the needs of
African countries and help their economic development through technology transfer
and introduction of new industries for creation of more value added in those countries.

* Many Turkish firms could have the chance to acquire raw materials, extremely
necessary for the Turkish industry, without the involvement of middlemen as a result
of our actions initiated with a view to obtaining them directly from Africa.

» Our exports to Africa which was 2.1 billion dollars in 2003 reached 4.6 billion dollars
in 2006 whereas our imports from Africa which was 3.3 billion dollars in 2003 reached
7.3 billion dollars in 2006. It should be noted that we predominantly import the basic
raw materials such as the hydrocarbons.

* Considering the period from the beginning of 2003, when the Strategy was initiated,
to the end of 2006, it should be underlined that the trade volume of Turkey with the
African countries increased from 5.5 billion dollars to 11.8 billion dollars with a 117%
increase. This increase in the trade with the African countries is much higher than the
increase in the overall trade volume of Turkey (91%) in the same period.

» While we expect our exports to African continent to reach 6,2 billion USD at the end
of 2007, Turkish imports from African countries is foreseen to exceed 9 billion dollars.
Thus, the trade volume with the African continent will be more than 15 billion dollars
at the end of 2007.

* Due to these very positive developments in our commercial relations with the continent,
we expect the trade volume exceed 30 billion dollars at the beginning of 2011.

* The five main export partners of Turkey are Algeria, Egypt, Libya, Morocco and South
Africa in 2006 whereas the main import partners of Turkey in Africa are Libya, Algeria,
South Africa, Egypt and Nigeria. 0

* The total values of the projects undertaken by the Turkish construction companies in
2003, 2004, 2005 were 578, 652 and 949 million dollars respectively. In other words,
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the value of the projects undertaken in the period between 2003 and 2005 increased
by 62%. This figure reached 2.3 billion dollars in 2006, marking a record increase.

* Preliminary figures for the projects undertaken by the Turkish construction companies
in Africa exhibits a drastic increase and the sum of projects by our companies is expected
to exceed 5 billion dollars for 2007 due to a high infrastructure and superstructure
demand of North African countries, particularly Libya and Algeria.

* Turkish investments in Africa have increased tremendously since 2003 and exceeded
500 million dollars at the end of 2006.

» With the entry into force of the Turkish-Egyptian Free Trade Agreement, certain Turkish
firms have shifted some of their investments to Egypt. We expect that the trend will go
on in an accelerating speed.

* Since the inauguration of the Strategy aiming at facilitating the investments in the
African countries to be made particularly by the Turkish SMEs and raising the share
they obtained from the value-added created in Africa, many Turkish firms began to
invest mainly in North African countries, Sudan, Ethiopia and South Africa and we hope
the further acceleration of such investments in the coming years.

» Total sum of Turkish investments in the African continent is expected to reach 5 billion
dollars by the end of 2010.

» Turkey's share in the North African market reached 4% as a consequence of our
activities in five North African countries specified as the targets, namely, Algeria, Egypt,
Libya, Morocco, Tunisia.

* In line with the targets of the Strategy, Trade Missions organized in seven countries,
that is, Algeria, Sudan, Libya, Egypt, Ethiopia, South Africa, Tunisia, and we, as Turkey,
participated in 61 international fairs at national level. Nine of these fairs were organized
as “Turkish Exports Fairs”.

* Moreover, Turkey attaches great importance to the positive contributions of NGO's
towards our Strategy implementations. As a good example of cooperation between
public institutions and NGO's of Turkey, TUSKON, we had very successful and result-
oriented programs within the last two years as organizing Turkey-Africa Foreign Trade
Bridge Programs. As we experienced, these events had very positive outcomes to
introduce the private sectors of countries and so many Turkish companies started to
invest in some African countries. Therefore, we will continue to organize similar programs
densely in the next years with TUSKON.

* In line with the Strategy, as to give some figures, “Turkey-Africa Foreign Trade Bridge
Program” was organized in Istanbul on May 8-9, 2006, by the Confederation of
Businessmen and Industrialists of Turkey (TUSKON). Around 1,500 businessmen from
the Turkish private sector, 12 Ministers from different African countries and about 500
African representatives participated in the program.

* The second phase of this program was held on May 16-20, 2007, with a greater
participation of 890 African businessmen, 24 Ministers and Vice Ministers, more than
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70 high level bureaucrats and media. We believe that the results of this program will
be taken very soon in terms of trade, contracting and consultancy services and direct
Turkish investments towards African continent.

* Actually, this program remarkably shows us the determination of Turkey by its public
and private sectors to increase its economic and commercial relations with the continent
through all possible ways and means.

* We should also mention here the invaluable support and efforts of African Union to
further enhance the relations between Turkey and the continent.

* We are ready to join our efforts with the African Union to have broader scope and
magnitude and look to the brilliant horizon.

» Within the Strategy, a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed on May 3,
2006, between the Islamic Development Bank (IDB) and our Undersecretariat with a
view to diversifying international financing resources of the Turkish firms eager to trade
with and invest in the African countries and the Turkish contractors keen on meeting
the needs of these countries which develop pretty fast relative to the previous years
regarding the infrastructure and superstructure. This MoU is specifically designed to
develop the economic and commercial relations between Turkey and the African
countries.

* Through this MoU signed with the IDB, it will be possible for the Turkish firms engaged
in economic activities in Africa to utilize the financial resources of the IDB in addition
to the resources of the Turk Eximbank.
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A LOOK AT THE ECONOMIC RELATIONS BETWEEN
TURKEY AND AFRICA

TRADE RELATIONS BETWEEN TURKEY AND AFRICA

It is targeted to increase the trade volume between Turkey and Africa to fifteen billion
Dollar level. Especially within the last three years it has been observed that the economic
and trade relations between Turkey and Africa are on the rise. Our trade volume with
Africa has increased to ten billion Dollars from one and a half billion Dollars within the
last 4 years and for the year 2008 a trade volume of fifteen billion Dollars has been
targeted. The trade with Africa is mainly conducted through the countries that are located
on the Mediterranean. It has been determined that the growth rate of the trade with the
Sub-Saharan countries is higher than the growth rate of the total trade with the continent.

SUB-SAHARAN REGION

The Sub-Saharan Region in Africa includes some 45 countries. In terms of population
it can be seen that Nigeria has taken the lead as the most populated country. The seven
countries following Nigeria have moderate population sizes. 12 of the countries from the
remaining have populations ranging between twelve and twenty million and 25 of them
have populations of less than ten million.

THE IMPORTANCE OF THE SUB-SAHARAN COUNTRIES

Starting from the end of the 1990s, it has been observed that the interest in the region
has picked up again. Various raw materials, the wealth of petroleum resources and mines
in some countries, have had major contribution to the increase in the strategic importance
of Sub-Saharan Africa. Africa has become a focus of attention of many countries such
as the United States of America (USA), European Union (EU) Russia, Japan, and India
and especially of the Peoples Republic of China.

THE VISIT OF THE MEMBERS OF ISTANBUL CHAMBER OF COMMERCE TO WEST
AFRICA

With regard to Africa a “Cooperation Protocol” has been signed between Istanbul Chamber
of Commerce (ITO), Istanbul Metropolitan Municipality and Turkish Cooperation and
Development Administration (TIKA). As a result of the preliminary studies carried out
within the framework of the subject matter Cooperation Protocol, as a first step, visits
were arranged to the African Countries of Senegal, Mali, Ivory Coast and Ghana in the
first week of July.

IMPRESSIONS FROM WEST AFRICA

The West African countries, due to their position and economic potential are quite
important and neglecting them could be a regrettable mistake. In these countries, the
per capita income is around one thousand Dollar level or lower but at the same time it
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can be said that the per capita national income levels in these countries have been on
a fast track in terms of growth.

Turkey in the eyes of Africa is in a more advantageous position compared to the countries
in Europe due to the colonialist moves of these countries towards Africa in the past.
This situation has been emphasized by the public institutions and establishments that
have been in contact with the African authorities as well as the non-governmental
organizations (NGO).

If we look at the subject from the perspective of the agricultural potential of the African
Countries, the products such as agricultural raw materials, cotton, cacao, coffee,
bananas, and gold and similar products can be imported while any and all kinds of
products can be exported to these countries. In terms of African reality, the subject
matter countries have very simple industrial facilities (small scale textile fabric
manufacturing, cement and flour production) and as such they are forced to import
many of the products and goods they need from other countries.

A high level of demand has been observed during our visit to Africa for nearly all products
that may be consumption materials such as primarily all types of processed food,
construction materials, plastic home items, textile products. Simultaneously, as these
countries are at the initial steps of industrialization venture and efforts, they show special
interest in products such as agricultural machinery, textile machinery, and generators
and a high demand towards these products have been observed in all of the countries
where studies were carried out.

It will not be an overstatement to say that virtually all of the final products in the markets
of each of these countries are imported. It can be said that the product quality is very
low in proportion to the purchasing power of the people and their packaging is arranged
in an extremely ordinary manner. However, the prices of the products are very high
contrary to the quality of the products.

Another impression we had during the trip is related to the construction sector. Besides
the density of the constructions, it has come to our attention that the quality of the
constructions is very low. Nonetheless, the construction sector stands out as a sector
that will inevitably grow in proportion to the high population increase and due to their
currently being at a very low level with respect to the future. Simultaneously, when the
superstructure and infrastructure requirements that will arise together with economic
growth are taken into consideration, it comes to attention as one of the most important
areas with a potential.

Concurrently, the distribution channels in all countries show a very scattered and
individual structuring. Big volume commerce is completely under the control of notable
but very few businessmen, and it is also possible to enter into cooperation with them.
However, the fact that initial commerce with these countries will be at very small sizes
and especially orders will be at a couple or a few thousand dollars should be taken into
consideration.

Great incentives are provided in all of these countries to foreign companies that want
to make investments. Idle machinery of companies who plan to make investments here;
especially in the textile sector are put into use in the said countries.
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Besides all these, a certain population of these four countries being Moslem may be
regarded as an advantage. When the target audience profile is being determined in
trade, the fact that polygamy is very common among Moslems comes to attention as
an important detail.

Especially activities such as exhibition organizations have a great importance in
developing commercial relations.

CONCLUSION

When the whole of the African continent is taken into consideration, especially the Sub-
Saharan region draws attention. This region is worth focusing on especially due to the
number of countries. In parallel to the other developments, Sub-Sahara is a growing
market together with its number of countries. Although Sub-Sahara is rich in raw
materials, it is not in a strong position from a technology and industry point of view. The
potential of Construction, Textile, Food, Infrastructure and Mining, Fruit Processing and
similar sectors are very high in the Sub-Saharan Region.

When regarded from Turkey's point of view, Sub-Saharan region is an important market
for the current position and dynamism of Turkey. At the same time, Turkey has other
advantages. Especially the fact that Turkey is an Islamic country, raises sympathy
amongst Moslem Africans towards Turkey, as such it results in them placing Turkey in
a different position for example such as when compared with Europe.
