Uluslararasi iligkiler konusunda ¢ok hizli gelismelerin yasandigi gunumuz dinyasinda
Afrika Ulkeleri, bir taraftan kendi aralarinda gergeklestirdikleri batinlesme hareketlerinin
daha etkin olmasi igin gayret gosterirlerken, diger taraftan kitalararasi etkilesim iginde
de s6z sahibi olmalarinin dnemini 1srarla belirtiyorlar. Zaten son yillarda ¢ok boyutlu
karsilikli iligkiler igin atilan adimlarin temelinde bu gelismeleri yakindan gérmek
mumkuanddr.

icine kapali toplumlar ve Ulkeler, 20. yiizyila ait bir olgu olarak tarihin sayfalarindaki
yerini aldi. iginde bulundugumuz 21. ylizyil, sadece (lkeler arasindaki iligkilerin degil,
ayni zamanda kitalararasi etkilesimin de sinir tanimayan bir boyuta ulastigi bir donemdir.
iste bdylesine énemli bir dénemde, gegen son iki asrin bir takim olumsuz sartlari altinda
kendi i¢ dinamikleri yok edilen Afrika, kendi guctnun yeniden farkina varilmasindan
memnunluk duymaktadir. Gegmiste kitanin aleyhine yasanan slrecin tekrar etmemesi
icin bUyuk bir 6zveri ile galisan Afrika Ulkelerinin diplomatik temsilcileri, dinyanin farkl
bolgelerindeki meslektaslariyla ayni tecribelere sahip yeni nesillerini de yetigtirerek ve
bu surecte faal olmak istemektedirler.

Afrika Ulkeleri, bazi hayati konularda gelismis Ulkelerin dogrudan etkilesiminde kalmamak
icin 21. yuzyili iyi degerlendirme hesaplari yapmaktadirlar. Bunun igin de ilk yapiimasi
gerekenin kitanin egitim konusundaki agmazlarinin bir an evvel ¢ézime kavusturulmasidir.
Bu anlamda herkese esit egitim hakki verilerek ve bunun altyapisi olusturularak gelecek
icin Ustun zekaya sahip genglerin kitanin her tarafindan ortaya ¢ikariimasi ve bunlarin
kitanin gelecedi igin 6zel olarak yetistiriimeleri gerekmektedir.

Egitim alaninda disaridan gelen yardimlar gegici olmaktadir. Kalici olan, kitanin kendi
dinamikleriyle yaratilan imké&n ve olanaklardir. Bu anlamda, hem kitadaki mevcut
universitelerde egitimlerini tamamlayan genclerin, hem de diger kitalarda egitimlerini
tamamlayan Afrikali gen¢ kugsaklarin bilgi ve becerilerini kitanin gelecegi icin daha etkin
hale getirmeleri gerekmektedir. Sadece bilgiye ihtiya¢c duyan toplumlar olmaktan ¢ikip
bizzat bilgiyi Greten bir yapiya kavusmanin planlari simdiden yapilmaldir.

Ekonomik buyumelerinde yakaladiklar yliksek seviyeyi surdirme arzusunda olan super
gugler, tarihte oldugu gibi ginimuzde ve hatta gelecekte de, Afrika kitasini kendileri
icin vazgecilmez bir ucuz hammadde deposu olarak gormektedirler. Oysaki 21. yuzyili
iyi degerlendirerek sahip olunan hammadde kaynaklarinin yerinde iglenip Uretime
donusturtlmesi ve uluslararasi piyasalarda gercek kiymeti Gzerinden iglem gormesi
kitanin gelecegini rahatlatacaktir. Bu anlamda, hem kita ulkeleri arasinda hem de kita
disindan kurumlarla isbirligi yapan, ekonomi ve kalkinma adi altinda faaliyet gosteren
entegrasyon hareketlerine buyuk gorev dusmektedir.

Sosyo-kulturel alanda henlz insani degerlere bagliligin fazla bozulmadidi Afrika
ulkelerindeki sosyal yapinin guclendirilmesi gelecek igin 6nemli bir kazang olacaktir.

YANSIMALARI

Bugun kendine ait degerlerinden kopan dunya toplumlarinin igine dastigu bunalimlar
herkesi ciddi manada endiseye sevk etmektedir. Afrika toplumlarinin da ayni sireci
yasamamalari i¢in, bir taraftan kita halklarinin 6z degerleri muhafaza edilirken, diger
taraftan degisen dinya dizenlerini de yakindan takip edip onlarin olumlu yonlerinden
istifade etme olanaklari aranmalidir. Digaridan elde edilen bazi kazanimlar kitanin
gelisimi icin degerlendirilirken, sahip olunan 6z degerlerin de ayni sekilde diger toplumlara
yararl olacagi dusunulerek, bunlarin geregdi gibi tanitilmasina gayret edilmelidir.

Turkiye Cumhuriyeti, 21. ylzyilda diinyanin bir huzur ve barig ortami olmasi igin siyaset,
ekonomi, uluslararasi iligkiler, egitim, sanat, spor ve daha pek ¢ok alanda daha fazla
igbirligi ve ortak proje uretilmesinin gerektigini dugunuyor ve buna gore hareket ediyor.
Bu agidan da, en buyuk acilimlardan birisinin, karsilikli ve esit sartlarda isbirligine agik
Afrika Ulkeleriyle olacagi konusunda stiphe bulunmamaktadir. Yeter ki, gelecege yonelik
vizyon gelistirecek musterek ¢alismalara derhal baslanabilsin ve bunlarin neticesinde
olusacak ortak kanaatler, zamani geldiginde geciktirimeden ve cesurca uygulamaya
konulabilsin.

ilki 4 Nisan 2007'de Ankara'da icra edilen “Kiresel ve Bdlgesel Sorunlarin Afrika
Ulkelerine ve Tirkiye'ye Yansimalari” konulu galistay “Afrika Ulkeleri - Tiirkiye Diplomatik
Temsilcileri ile Stratejik Ortak Vizyon Geligtirme Projesi” kapsaminda bdylesine ciddi
ve istikrarli bir gelecek igin Tiirkasya Stratejik Arastirmalar Merkezi tarafindan planlanmigtir.
Bu proje, Afrika kitasinin tlkemizdeki diplomatik misyonuna, bu kitada pek ¢ok alanda
yatirrm yapan isadamlarimiza ve sivil toplum kuruluslarina yonelik olarak planlanmistir.
Kitalararasi meydana gelen gelismeleri yakindan takip etme, elde ettigimiz bilgileri
dosdogru analiz etme, musterek bir gelecek igin tutarli ve uygulanabilir vizyon gelistirme,
meydana gelebilecek aksakliklari ise en kolay sekilde ortadan kaldirma ve karsilikli
menfaatleri temin edecek firsatlari en iyi sekilde degerlendirmeye yonelik “Afrika Ulkeleri
- Turkiye Diplomatik Temsilcileri ile Stratejik Ortak Vizyon Gelistirme Projesi’nin bundan
sonraki asamalarinin da faydali olacagini ve Turkiye ile Afrika Ulkeleri iligkilerinin
gelismesine ciddi katkida bulunacagini umuyoruz.

Tlrkasya Stratejik Arastirmalar Merkezi'nin dizenledigi bir toplantida daha sizlerle
birlikte olmaktan buylk mutluluk duyuyorum.

Tam dunyanin gelecedi icin oldugu kadar, tUlkemiz bakimindan da giderek daha fazla
onem kazanan Afrika kitasi ile ilgili olarak son derece yararh ¢alismalarda bulunan
TASAM'a ve blnyesindeki Afrika Enstitisu ¢alisanlarina bu vesileyle tesekkurlerimi
sunuyorum. Bu ¢aligsmalarin, Turk kamuoyunda Afrika'nin sorunlarinin ve sundugu
firsatlarin ¢ok daha iyi anlasilmasina ve Turkiye ile Afrika Ulkeleri arasindaki iligkilere
olumlu katkilar saglayacagina olan inancimi bir kez daha yinelemek istiyorum.

Degerli Konuklar,

Yeni bir yuzyila girerken her alanda hizli bir degisim hissediyor, karsilikli bagimhligin
ve belirsizligin giderek arttigini goéruyoruz.

Kiresellesme olgusu bugun bir gercek olarak kendisini kabul ettirmigtir. Ne yazik ki
gunumuzde, demokratik, ekonomik ve bilimsel alanlarda kaydedilen ilerlemeler, dinya
genelinde yasanan guvensizlik, adaletsizlik ve firsat esitsizligiyle golgelenmektedir.

Terorizm ve kitle imha silahlarinin yayilmasi gibi asimetrik tehditler insan hayatini ve
medeniyetini tehdit etmektedir. Terdr orgutleri, kiresellesmenin getirisinden pay
alamayanlarin umutsuzluguyla beslenmektedir.

21. yluzyilda aglik, salgin hastalik ve fakirligin halen diinyada milyonlarca insani tehdit
etmesi kabul edilemeyecek bir bagka olgudur. ilag varken ihtiyaci olanlar bu imkanlara
ulasamiyorsa, yiyecek varken dunyanin bir baska bolgesinde insanlar gidadan mahrum
kaliyorsa, para ve kaynak varken bazi bolgelerde fakirlik gekiliyorsa, bu durum uluslararasi
sistemin isleyisinde bir aksakliga isaret etmektedir.

Gunumuzde bu sorunlar her zamankinden daha cok endise kaynagidir.

Kaderlerimiz baglanmis durumdadir.
*Disigleri Bakanligi Miisaviri
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Dunyanin bir bolgesinde yasanan bunalimlar, gegmise oranla ¢ok daha hizli bir bigcimde
diger bolgelere istikrarsizlik, siddet, ekonomik calkanti olarak dénebilmektedir. Bir
bolgede baglayan hastalik suratle kitalar 6tesine yayilabilmektedir. Bu sorunlarla
mucadelede etkili uluslararasi igbirligi buyuk onem tagimaktadir.

Bu tespitler bir bakima Afrika'yl da kiresel gindemin merkezine yerlestirmektedir.
Klresel barig, istikrar ve refah hedefine tam anlamiyla ulasiimasi, Afrika'nin sahip
oldugu zengin potansiyelin biran 6nce harekete gecirilmesi ve parlak gelecegine dogru
hizla ilerlemesiyle mimkun olabilir.

Bunun i¢in yapilmasi gerekenler aslinda aciktir. Afrika tGlkelerinin bor¢ prangasindan
kurtulmalari ve sinirli mali kaynaklardan gelecege yonelik yatirrmda yararlaniimasi;
daha ¢ok kisiye daha iyi egitim ve saglik imkanlari sunulmasi; Afrika Ulkelerinin ticaret
sahnesinde daha gugclu bicimde yer almalari igin gerekli dnlem ve dizenlemelerin
gerceklestiriimesi ve iyi yonetim hedefiyle reform gabalarinin desteklenmesi, bunlarin
basinda gelmektedir.

Afrika, ancak bu sekilde kiresellesmenin nimetlerinden daha fazla yararlanip, cagimizdaki
hizli degisimi yakalayabilir, hatta sahip oldugu olanaklari tam olarak degerlendirebilirse,
bu hizi katlayabilir.

Gectigimiz son birkag yil icinde bu yénde umut verici gelismeler kaydedilmekle birlikte,
kat edilmesi gereken daha ¢ok mesafe bulundugu da anlagiimaktadir.

1970 ile 2002 yillari arasinda Afrika Ulkeleri toplam 540 milyar dolar borg almigtir. Ayni
donemde geri 6denen miktar 550 milyar dolari bulmusg olsa da, anilan dénem sonu
itibariyle daha 6denmeyi bekleyen rakam 293 milyar dolar dizeyinde idi. G-8 ulkelerinin
2006 yilinda 18 ulkenin borglarini silmesi, toplam 300 milyon kisiyi bu yukten kurtarmistir.

31 Mart 2006 gunu Zambiya Devlet Bagkani Sayin Levy Mwanawasa bundan boyle
ulkedeki tim temel saglk hizmetlerinin herkese Ucretsiz olarak saglanacagini agiklamistir.
Bu, Ulkenin 5 milyar dolar olan borcunun IMF tarafindan silinmesiyle mimkun olabilmigtir.

Burundi'de bu sayede egitimin butinuyle Ucretsiz hale getiriimesi, 300 bin gocuga egitim
imkani saglamistir.

Yine de bugun okul ¢caginda olmasina ragmen egitim alamayan Afrikali gocuk sayisi
100 milyon'a yakindir. 2015'e kadar her gocugun okula gidebilmesi bir hedef olarak
saptanmis bulunmakla birlikte, bunun gergeklestiriimesi i¢in uluslararasi planda tam bir
seferberlik gerekmektedir.

Saglik, ciddi bir sorun olma niteligini korumaktadir. 2005 yilinda hamilelik ddneminde
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veya dogum sirasinda hayatlarini kaybeden Afrikali kadinlarin sayisi 500 bin, ayni yil,
aclik, hastalik ve ¢atismalar nedeniyle 6len ¢cocuklarin sayisi ise 11 milyondur. Bu, her
bir dakikada bir kadinin, her Ug¢ saniyede ise bir cocugun dlmesi anlamina gelmektedir.

AIDS feléketi hentz asilamamistir. 2006'da, Ug yil dncesine kiyasla 8 kat daha fazla
Afrikali tedavi imkanina kavusmus olsa da, hala her 5 AIDS hastasindan sadece biri
tedavi gorebilmektedir. AIDS, Afrika'da gunde 6.600 can almaktadir. Gegtigimiz 20 yil
boyunca toplam isglcunun yari yariya azalmasina yol agcan bu hastalikla micadelede
basari saglanamadigi takdirde, Afrika'nin gelecek nesilleri buyuk bir felaketle karsi
karsiya kalabilecektir.

Afrika'nin bu kisir donguden kurtulabilmesinde kugskusuz ekonomik kosullardaki iyilesme
ve buyume Kkilit rol oynayacaktir. Bu bakimdan da oncelikle ticaret hacminde artis
saglanmasi temel bir hedef olarak karsimiza gikmaktadir.

1980 yilinda %6 olan Afrika'nin dinya ticaretindeki payi, 2002 yilina gelindiginde %2'ye
kadar dismustur. Unutulmamalidir ki, dinyadaki Ulkelerin dortte birinden fazlasi Afrika'dadir.
Dlnya nufusunun %12'si Afrika'da yasamaktadir. Dolayisiyla ortada bir uyumsuzluk vardir.
Afrika'nin, bu boyutlariyla orantili bir ticari konuma yukseltiimesi gerekmektedir.

Afrika'nin, dunya ticaretindeki payinda %1 oraninda bir artis saglayabilmesi icin yillik
70 milyar dolar degerinde bir ilave ihracat imkanina kavusabilmesi gerekmektedir. Bu
rakam, Afrika Ulkelerine her yil yapilan ekonomik yardimdan birkag kat daha fazladir.

Bu durum, gidilmesi gereken yolu da gostermektedir. Yardimdan ziyade, yatirim ve
ticaret imkanlarinin arttirilmasi cok daha onemlidir. Ozellikle gelismis Ulkelere bu
bakimdan 6énemli sorumluluklar digsmektedir. Afrika Urtnlerine karsi koruma duvarlarinin
indirilmesi; Afrika Urunlerinin rekabet imkanini daraltan yerel subvansiyonlarin gdzden
geciriimesi; Afrika'ya yatirnm yapilmasi; ticaret kapasitesinin arttiriimasi ve teknoloji
transferi bu baglamda ilk hatira gelen unsurlar arasinda sayilabilir.

Degerli katihmcilar,

Turkiye, Afrika'nin sikintilarini ve sahip oldugu buyuk potansiyelin 6nemini giderek daha
iyi anlamaktadir. Son birkag yil icinde kaydettigimiz asamalar bunu géstermektedir.

Son ug yil icinde Afrika Ulkeleri ile olan ticaret hacmimiz iki katin Gzerinde bir artis
gOstererek 12 milyar dolari asmigtir. Hedefimiz dnumuzdeki G¢ yil zarfinda 30 milyar
dolara ulagmaktir. Sahip oldugumuz irade ve kararlilk, 6zellikle hukuki alandaki altyapi
calismalarinda aldigimiz mesafeyle birlestiginde, bu hedefin Gzerine ¢ikabilmemiz bile
mumkun olabilir.
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2003, 2004 ve 2005 yillarinda Turk muteahhitlik firmalari tarafindan Afrika'da Ustlenilen
projelerin toplam degeri sirasiyla 578, 652 ve 949 milyon ABD dolari olarak gerceklesmistir.
Bir bagka deyimle, 2003-2005 doneminde gergeklestirilen projelerin degerinde %62
oraninda bir artis kaydedilmigtir.

Onumuzdeki U¢ yil igerisinde bu rakamlari ¢cok daha ileri bir diizeye ¢ikarmayi
tasarlamaktayiz. Bu hedefe ulasabilmek icin, Afrika Kalkinma Bankasi'na Uye olmamizin
onemini biliyor ve bu konu Uzerinde galigiyoruz.

Afrika'daki yatirimlarimiz da hizh bir artis kaydetmis olup, 2005 yili sonu itibariyle 400
milyon dolari asmistir. Afrika'da faaliyet gosteren Turk firmalarinin sayisi 400'e
yaklagmaktadir. Turk Hava Yollari'nin Afrika'da dogrudan ugtugu merkezlerin sayisinin
daha da arttirilmasini ve bunun karsilikh ticari faaliyetlere de olumlu sekilde yansimasini
bekliyoruz.

Turkiye, kendisini sadece cografi olarak degil, duygusal olarak da Afrika'ya yakin
hissetmektedir.

Son bir yil iginde belirli Afrika Ulkelerine iletiimek Gzere Dinya Gida Programi ve Birlesmis
Milletler Cocuk Fonu'na acil insani yardim olarak bulundugumuz hibelerin toplami 5
milyon dolari agmigtir. Guney Darfur'da kurdugumuz tam tesekkulll sahra hastanesi
6 ayda binlerce kisiye hizmet vermistir ve vermeye devam edecektir. Bolgeye yonelik
olarak yaptigimiz gida ve tibbi malzeme yardimi da énemli boyutlara ulagmistir.

Tarkiye, Afrika'da barisg ve istikrarin saglanmasi ¢abalarina da destek saglamaktadir.
Sierra Leone, Kongo, Sudan, Fildisi Sahili ve Liberya'daki BM misyonlarinda Turkiye
de yer almaktadir.

Turkiye, bundan sonra Afrika'da varligini daha da ¢ok hissettirecektir. Gegtigimiz uzun
donemlerde kaybettigimiz zamani hizla telafi etmek niyetindeyiz. Turkiye artik Afrika
kitasindaki dostlarinin yaninda daha aktif bir bicimde yer alacaktir.

Karsi kargiya bulundugumuz kuresel ve bolgesel sorunlarin Ustesinden de ancak bu
sekilde, el ele verirsek gelebiliriz. GUinumuz dunyasinda sorunlarin ¢gok daha buyuk bir
kismi kuresel nitelik tagimakta, dolayisiyla kiresel ¢ozumler gerektirmektedir. Bu ise,
ancak saglam bir dayanisma ruhu ve ortak gayretle basarilabilir.

Buna belki de en iyi 6rnegdi iklim degisikligi sureci olusturmaktadir. Afrika Glkelerinin
oldugu kadar, Turkiye'nin de bu surecin olumsuz etkilerinden tek basina kurtulabilmesi
mumkun degildir. Tek yapabilecegimiz, bizleri bekleyen kosullari simdiden tahmin ederek,
gereken onlemleri zamanlica alabilmektir. Ancak bu sekilde kendimizi bir dlgtide olsun,
zararh etkilerden koruyabiliriz.
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Afrika kitasi bakimindan iklim degisikligi streci kuskusuz ayri bir 6nem tagimaktadir.
iklim kosullarinin, ézellikle diizenli yagislarin yasamsal énem tasidigi Afrika'da, iklim
degisikligine bagl 1si artiglarinin dinya ortalamasinin iki katina ulagsmasi beklenmektedir.
Kenya'nin en onemli gay uretim bdlgesinin merkezinde yer alan Kericho'da son 20 yil
icerisinde sicakligin ortalama 3,5 derece arttidi tespit edilmistir.

Artan sicakhgin yani sira, dizensiz yagislar, sel ve kuraklik tehditlerini daha canl bir
hale getirebilecektir. Hastaliklar daha hizli bigcimde yayilabilecek, daha ¢ok kisiyi
pencesine alabilecektir.

Afrika'nin gelecege daha buyuk bir gliivenle bakabilmesi, buglinidn sorunlarinin yani
sira gelecegin sorunlarini da hesaba katabilmesiyle mimkun olabilecektir.

Tarkiye, bu bakimdan da Afrika ulkelerinin yaninda olacaktir. Ortak sorunlarimiza ortak
¢ozUmler aramak bizleri daha da yakinlastiracaktir.

Buyulu guzelliklere sahip bu kitanin gururlu insanlari tarih boyunca ¢ok aci gekmigler,
ancak, yasadiklari tim zorluklarin Ustesinden gelmeyi de basarmislardir.

Bugun de gorulmektedir ki, Afrika'daki HukUmetler ilerleme ydnunde kararh bir irade
sergilediklerinde, halk gerisini getirmekte ve degisimi sahiplenmektedir. Bu etkilesim,
Afrika'da reformu ve iyiye dogru yolculugu hizlandiracaktir.

Afrika, bugune kadar yasanan nice zorluga ve aciya ragmen, magrur bir aslan gibi
ayaktadir. Yasananlardan sonuglar ¢gikarmakta, demokrasiyi kucaklama iradesi
sergilemekte, hep daha iyiyi hedeflemektedir. iste bunun icin Afrika, biz Tirklerin gdziinde
onur ve gug kelimeleriyle 6zdeslesmektedir.

Baris ve istikrarin hakim oldugu, guvenli ve adil bir dinya ortak hedefimizdir. Bu ortak
hedef bizi ortak paydalarda birlestirecektir.

Mesafelerin daraldigi ve hayatin hemen
her alaninda yapilmasi gerekenlerin eski donemlere nazaran ¢ok buyuk bir hizla
gerceklestigi gunumuzde gelecege yon verecek gelismelerin dikkatle incelenmesi
gerekmektedir. Bu inceleme, yeni olusumlarin sundugu imkanlar kadar meydan okumalarin
dikkatle incelenmesini gerekli kilmaktadir. iki 6hemli sonu¢ hemen basta ortaya konabilir.
Bu sonuglar stratejik liderlige duyulan ihtiyag ve bu liderligin ihtiyag duydugu derinlemesine
bilgidir.

Sokaktaki vatandastan Universite 6grencisine, 6zel sektérde ¢alisan uzmandan uluslararasi
sivil toplumda gonullu galisan bireye kadar uzanan genis ¢izgide oldukga kusatici ve
belirleyici imkanlar ve meydan okumalar ile kargi karsiyayiz. Yeni dénemi yeni trendler
belirleyecek. Alti gizilen bu belirleyen ve belirlenme iligkisini genis ¢alismalara konu
olan bazi 6nemli egilimler belirleyecek. Bu alanda en kapsamli ¢galismayi Washington,
DC'nin politika Ureten etkili disunce kuruluglarindan Uluslararasi ve Stratejik Aragtirmalar
Merkezi'nin yurittigia 7 Devrim (Seven Revolution) projesi ortaya koymaktadir.! Bu
projenin ortaya koydugu devrim niteliginde yeni trendler asagidaki basliklar altinda
gerceklesecegi ongoriimektedir.

Tuarkiye ve Afrika ulkelerinin ortak vizyon gelistirme ¢alismalarinda her bir devrimin yol
actigi gelismelerin, meydan okuma ve firsatlarin dikkatle ele alinmasi gerekmektedir.
Globallesme tartismalar igerisinde sikga gegen bu konularda dikkat gceken nokta saatli
bomba etkisi gosterebilecek gelismelerle, Ulkelere sinif atlatacak firsatlar beraber ortaya

karsimiza ¢ikan gcatisma baslidi altinda degerlendirilebilecek uluslararasi guvenlik ve
teror Uzerinde durmak istiyorum.

Uluslararasi Giivenlik ve Teror

El-Kaide post-modern bir sanal devlet gérinimundedir. Butlinligunu fiziksel beraberlikten
ziyade ortak bir ideolojiden aliyor. Birbirleriyle goérinmeyen ilintileri olan farkl sebeke
tlr organizasyonlarin bir st semsiyesi gibi. Teror sebekesinin gorinen operasyonel
liderleri olmasina karsilik, daha gok amacin kendisi kutsal ve bu ugruna 6linesi amag,
bizzat bu olusuma liderlik yapiyor. insani degil, amaci merkeze yerlestiren bu érgiitlenme
ve operasyon bigimi alisageldigimiz terdr 6rgutlerinden farkli bir yapilanmayi karsimiza
cikaniyor. Lider ve tegkilatin yok edilmesi, sebekenin kurutulmasi anlamina gelmiyor.

El-Kaide'nin temsil ettigi yeni teror, tespit edilemeyen ve caydirilamayan bir nitelik
tasiyor. Terorun yeni niteligi konvansiyonel mucadele ve kargi-teror metotlarini bosa
cikariyor. Yeni metotlarin gelistiriimesi kaginilmaz. Hedef tayini ve kullanilan silahlar
terér uzmanlarinin éngorulerini zorluyor. James Bond serisi, terorun kuresel tehdidinin
altini gizmenin disinda bosa ciktl. Soguk Savas donemi teror literattrine bakildigi
zaman yine de Hollywood'un bir gdmlek otede oldugu gorulur. Sivil ugaklarin dinyayi
sarsacak teror eylemlerinde kullanilabilecegi ihtimaller arasina dahil edilmemisgti.

Dunya artik gegmiste olmadigi kadar glvensiz bir yer. Bu guvensizlige teror sebekesinin
eylemleri yaninda, modern dunyanin degerlerine alternatif sdylemlerle hareket etmesi
ve zaman zaman kuresel adaletsizlik ve esitsizlik baglamlarinda dusunsel meydan
okumalar gundeme getirmesi yol agiyor. Celiskili olarak hi¢ bir sekilde kabul edilmesi
mumkun olmayan ve masum insanlarin 6lmesine sebep olan teror eylemleri, ABD ve
muttefiklerinin Irak ve Afganistan'da giristigi savasa zorunlu bir empati yapiimasina yol
aciyor. Medyada goruntulerden ibaret olan olumler, yaralilar, korku ve caresizlik bir
anda insanlarin yanina tasiniyor. Korku filmlerini andiran bir sekilde televizyonlardaki
savasin igine duguyoruz.

Uluslararasi teror, finans-kapitalin kiiresel akigskanligini ve teknolojinin erigilebilirligini
kullaniyor. Teror sebekesinin kuresel erisebilme kabiliyeti, 6rgutlenme, hedef tayini ve
operasyonel manada farklilasan 6zelliklerin tespit edilememesi ve caydirilamamasi gibi
sebeplerle varligini strdurebildigini sdyleyebiliriz. Gérinmez bir dismanin nasil ortadan
kaldirilacagi sorusu cevap bekliyor. Teror sebekesi hem kendi faaliyetleri, hem de
kendisine karsi manevralarla gugleniyor. Uluslararasi teror bir anlamda kendini uluslararasi
sistem igerisine yapisal bir ur olarak yerlestirme ¢abasinda. Sistem icerisinde hemen
her aksaklik bu sekilde terdr sebekesinin gliglenmesine yol agacak. Uluslararasi sistemin
aksakliklarinin tzerinden kendini olusturan teror sistemin kendisi ile bir kiyamet iligkisine

giriyor.
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Avrupa'nin ¢ok kulturli bagkentlerinden olan Londra'ya teror kendini gostere gostere
geldi. Uluslararasi teror, savas ilan ettigi ABD ve Batili muttefikleri ile onlarin islam
dunyasindaki muttefiklerine karsi saldirilarini butin bu bloga yapmis gibi davranmakta.
Usame Bin Ladin'in “neden isvec'e saldirmiyoruz?” sorusu bu noktada anlam kazaniyor.
Bu saldiridan iki hafta sonra Misir'in turizm merkezini vuran teror bu defa yonunu
Ortadogu'ya gevirdi. Nitekim gerek Anglo-Sakson ittifaki, gerekse daha az oranda onlarin
Ortadogu'daki muttefikleri, saldirilari ayni sekilde kendilerine yapilmig gibi hissediyor.

G-8 toplantisi aylar 6ncesinden ilan edildi. Teror hicrelerinin kurulmasi, saldirilarin
planlanmasi, patlayicilarin hazirlanmasi birkag¢ aylik sure gerektirmekte. Londra saldirisi
bir anlamda uluslararasi toplantilar i¢in bir milat olacak. Cok daha dikkatli ve kamuoyuna
son anda bildirilen toplantilara sahit olacagiz. Gelismis Ulke liderleri bir kez daha
Londra'daki gibi bombalarla sarsiimak istemeyecek. Londra Belediye Baskani, teror
saldirilarinin liderleri ya da politikacilari degil, halki vurdugunu ve hedefinden uzak
insanlara aci gektirdigini soyledi. Baskanin kagirdigi nokta, Madrid ve Londra saldirilarinin
kamuoylarini, Amerikan yanlisi politikalardan vazgegirme ve Irak'tan ¢cekilmeye zorlama
amaci tasidigi.

Irak'in isgali oncesi 1 milyona yakin bir kalabaligin savasa hayir mitingi dizenledigi
Londra'da halk bir anlamda erken uyari sinyali vermigti. Hakhligi ortaya ¢ikan Londra
halkinin tercihleri tim diinyada terérle miicadele ve Amerikan-ingiliz ittifakinin gelecegi
tizerinde etkili olacak. Hem ingiltere, hem de Avrupa kitasinda vize ve sinir kontrollerinin
artacagi kesin. Sinir gtivenligi genisleme slrecinde 6nemli bir 6lctt olarak cikabilir. AB
icerisinde birbirlerinden kiskanilan istihbarat igbirligi, ortak polis tegkilati gibi konular
ivme kazanacak.

ingiltere'de basta miilteciler olmak (izere Misliiman topluluklar olagan siipheliler olarak
dikkatleri Gizerinde toplayacaklar. Genetik kodlarinda emperyal bir miras tasiyan ingiliz
kimligi yeniden tartismaya acilabilir. Pakistan ve Arap Musluman topluluklar ile diger
Musliman kesimlerin halihazirda tartismali “ingilizligi” daha fazla sorgulanir hale gelebilir.
Gergek anlamda c¢ok kultarlilige sahip olmayan Avrupa'nin igine kapanmasi ve eski

kita Uzerinde gezen milliyetgi hayaletin yerylUzine inmesine sahit olabiliriz.

Misir saldirilari terér sebekesinin dismanlari arasinda Muasliman ¢ogunluklu Glkelerin
yer aldigini goésterdi. ABD ve batili mattefiklerini caydirma ve mimkuin oldugu kadar
aralarini agma amaci guden teror sebekesi Muslumanlara da ayni sekilde acimasizca
yaklasiyor. Bu Ulkeleri ciddi yonetim krizleri iginde ve halkalarini yanilgi iginde goren
sebeke, bir anlamda bu ulkelerin Bati ile iligkilerinin koparmalari ve kendi s6zde global
cihatlarina destek saglamalari yonunde uzun vadeli amacina sahip. Amerika ve
muttefiklerine karsi Irak'ta verdikleri savagi tim dunyada degisik Olgekte surdurdukleri
mesaji vermeleri bir anlamda Musliman nufuslu tlkelere yénelik destekgi devsirme
taktiginin bir pargasi.
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Gelecegin Meydan Okumasi

11 Eylul'den Londra saldirilarina kadar gegen zaman igerisinde terorun degisen niteligi
ve farklilasan tehdidine uygun onlemlerin alindigini sdylemek zor. Terdrun tercih kriteri
suphe birakmayacak kadar belirgin: Amerika ve muttefikleri. 11 EylUl sonrasi terére
karsi savas slogani ile hareket eden Amerikan yonetimi ikili bir dunya gorusuni
yayginlastiriyor. Yeni bolunme terort destekleyen devletler ve ulus-6tesi unsurlar ve
terore karsi savasan ulkeler ve kurumlar arasinda olusmakta.

Amerikan yonetimi, savas alani ve baris alani olarak isimlendirilebilecek olan yeni
boélinmede, kendi safini olusturan blogu bir arada tutmada pek basarili géztkmuyor.
Baris alanini bir arada tutan, daha ¢ok savas alanindan gelen tehditler. Amerika'nin
gonulli mattefikleri bu streci butin siddeti ile hissediyorlar ve Londra saldirilari bu
surecin bir parcasi. Uluslararasi teror, s6z konusu siyah-beyaz dunya tanimini yeniden
uretmekte. Uluslararasi terorle mucadele, global Olgekte igbirligi, esnek karar alma
mekanizmalari ve demokratik megruiyet ilkeleri Gzerinden kurulacak dinamik bir sireg
olmali.

Uluslararasi iligkilerde yeniden c¢ok tarafliliga ihtiyag var. G-8 toplantisi kiiresel Isinma
ve yoksulluga kargi mucadele gundemi ile toplanmisti. Uluslararasi sistem igerisinde
yeniden hegemonik bir soylemle karsilikli kiyamet senaryolariyla bir dunya dutzeninin
tesisi sorunun ¢d6zimune hizmet etmeyecek. Daha fazla diyalog ve hosgoru zamani.
Potansiyel higbir yapici katkiyi geri cevirmeden G-8'in biraktigi yerden devam etmek
gerekiyor. Uluslararasi sistem igerisinde yapisal urlar Ureten sorunlari gidermeye
calismak, otekiler ve dusmanlar uretmeye kaynaklik eden problemlere ¢ozumler aramak,
Londra sonrasi igin yapilmasi gerekenler. Barigsa ulasmak her zamankinden zor bir
hedef. Sorunu gidermek icin basvurulan metotlar sorunu derinlestirmekte. Askeri
metotlarin yani sira uzun dénemli ve ilgili tim taraflarin ciddi bir sekilde konumlarini
yeniden gozden gegirmelerini gerektiren sureglere ihtiyag var.

Sonug

Ortak vizyon gelistirmek, diinyanin her tarafindan bu vizyonun pargasi olacak aktorlerin
yeni donemin sundugu imkanlar ve meydan okumalar ile ilgili ortak bir stratejik liderlik,
imkanlari degerlendirme ve meydan okumalarla basa c¢ikabilme kabiliyeti iceren bir
dikkatli yonetim modeli ortaya ¢ikarmasiyla mumkun olacaktir. Ne yazik ki boylesine
bir stratejik vizyonun ve gerekli bilgi altyapisinin dunyanin buyuk bir gogunlugunda
mevcut oldugunu sdylemek mumkudn degil.
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TURKIYE'NIN AFRIKA'YA YONELMESINDE KURESELLESMENIN ETKISi

Kiresellesme ve Afrika

20. yuzyil dunya tarihi bakimindan buyuk degisikliklere sebep oldu. 1914-1918 yillari
arasinda yasanan Birinci Diinya Savagsi ve 1939-1945 yillari arasinda yasanan ikinci
Dunya Savasi, yerkuremizin etrafinda asirlardir oturmus pek ¢ok dizeni ya tamamen
yok etti veya sekil degistirmelerine sebep oldu. Bir dnceki yuzyilda somurgelestiriimeleri
tamamlanamayan ulkeler de 1900'lu yillarin basinda Avrupali devletler tarafindan isgal
edildiler. Yasadiklari cografyalarda etkili ve belli bir giicli temsil eden devletler birer birer
tarihe karigtilar. Mesela Asya, Avrupa ve Afrika iggenindeki Osmanli Devleti gibi alti
asri geride birakan bir Ulke 6mrinu tamamladi. Yine en az bin yillik bir tarihi gecmige
sahip olan ve dunyanin en uzun émurla iktidarlarindan birisi kabul edilen Afrika'nin
merkezindeki Kanim-Bornu Sultanhigi da bir daha diriimemek Gzere tarihe karisan
devletler arasinda yer ald1.

Duanyamizda g¢ok hizli yasanan bu gelismeler sonucu oturtulmaya c¢aligilan yeni
uluslararasi gug¢ merkezleri, cok saglam temellere oturmadigi icin de gegmisteki Roma
gibi, Bizans gibi, Sasani gibi, Osmanli gibi, Kdnim-Bornu gibi uzun émurla olamadi.
Birinci DUinya Savasi sonug olarak yeni bir huzur ortaminin baglangici olamadi. Bilakis
daha buyUk bir savasa donugecek yeni sebepleri beraberinde getirdi. Boylece kaginilmaz
bir sekilde ikinci Diinya Savasi yasandi. Aslinda her iki savas biitiin insanlik tarihinde
yasanan en btk iki kiiresel savas olma 6zelligine sahiptir. Oyle ki, birincisi diinyaya
her ne kadar huzur ortami getirmemigse de ikincisi nispeten de olsa yeni bir degigime
vesile oldu. Gergi her iki savasin bag aktorleri olan devletler yarim yuzyil daha eski
gliclerini devam ettirme gayretini gdsterdiler. Ama dzellikle ikinci Diinya Savasi sonunda
iyice belirginlesen Amerika Birlesik Devletleri ve Sovyetler Birligi'nin basini gektikleri
iki kutuplu bir olusumun da 6nlne gecilemedi. Haliyle yaklasik yarim yuzyil yeni olusan
ulus devletlerin tarihi, bu iki gug¢ etrafinda yer alip almamak yonunde sekillendi.

1950'li yillarda baslayan somurgelerin bagimsizlik hareketleri butiin dunyayi sardi.
Somdurgeci devletler ¢ok kolay elde ettikleri Asya, Afrika ve Amerika'daki topraklarindan
cekilmek zorunda kaldilar. Aslinda bu gekilme tam manasiyla olmamig ve eski somurgeci
gugler kendilerine bagli kalacak idari, kultirel ve ekonomik yapilanmalarin olusumuna
zemin hazirlayarak ellerindeki bolgeleri birakmislardi. Kisaca “yeni somurgecilik” denilen
ve hemen bagimsizlik sonrasinda yasananlar, adeta somurgecilik ddnemini aratacak
olaylari da beraberinde getirdi. Somurgecilik dncesi mevcut sinirlar, somurgecilikle
birlikte tamamen kaldirildi ve yeni haritalar olusturuldu. Bagimsizlik slrecinde birkag
ulke hari¢ adeta “cekirdek aile” gibi “¢cekirdek ulkeler” kuruldu. Kendi iginde bir tlke
gorinUimu olan ama gegmisle baglari kopmus, genelde eski somirge devletine istese
de istemese de kendini bagimli hissetmek zorunda birakilan devletgikler ortaya gikiti.

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Bu devletlerin yuzolgumlerinin birkag bin km2 olmasi veya birkag milyon km2 olmasi
arasinda pek fark yoktu. Neticede her iki buyUklukteki devlet de kendi ayaklari Gzerinde
durabilecek konumda degildi.

Somurgecilikle birlikte bu kitada birer Osmanl eyaleti olan Misir, Libya, Tunus, Cezayir
ve Habes arasinda herhangi bir irtibat kalmadi. Bunlar ingiltere, Fransa ve italya arasinda
paylasildilar. Yine Orta ve Bati Afrika Sultanliklari ile Glney Afrika bolgesi kralliklari da
tarihe karisarak bunlar da ingiltere, Fransa, Belcika, Aimanya, ispanya ve Portekiz
tarafindan somurgelestirildiler. Ardindan bu Avrupali devletlerin kurdugu sémirge
idareleri de fazla uzun omurli olmadi ve Fransiz Afrikasi, ingiliz Afrikasi, Portekiz
Afrikas, italyan Afrikasi, Belcika Afrikasi, Aimanya Afrikasi ve ispanyol Afrikasi gelisen
dinya dengeleri iginde ¢oktuler.

Degisen bu dinya haritasinda Afrika daima buyuk tartismalarin odaginda yer aldi. 30
milyon km2'lik devasa kitada irili ufakl kurulan devletlerin sayisi 1990'li yillara gelindiginde
50'yi astl. iclerinde Fas Kralligi hari¢c sémiirge 6ncesi devlet yapilarini devam ettiren
ulke kalmadi. Afrika, daha dogrusu Afrika devletleri yeni kimlikleriyle diinya devletleri
arasindaki yerlerini aldilar. Ancak 6nlerinde oldukg¢a uzun yollar vardi ve bunlari bir
zamanlar kendilerini somuren devletlerle belli bir rekabet ortamina girerek agsmak
durumundaydilar.

Kimliginden Koparilan Afrika'nin Yeniden Dogusu:

Bagimsizlik sonrasinda kurulan bazi bolgelerde gegmise 6zlemle kurulan yeni devletlerin
bircogu artik farkli kimlikler tagidiklar igin istedikleri nesiller arasi kopriyu kuramadilar.
Bunda insan unsuru dnemli rol oynadi. CUnkU eski nesillerle yeni nesiller arasinda
kopri vazifesi gérecek ara nesiller kitadan farkli nedenlerle sokultp alindilar. Once kéle
yapilmak Uzere alinan ve bir daha geri ddonmemek Uzere baska cografyalara taginanlar
nesiller arasinda buyuk bir kopusa sebep oldu. Ardindan Afrika'nin istilasina karsi yerli
direnis hareketlerine katilanlarla, bunlari etkisiz hale getirmek isteyen Avrupali devletler
tarafindan onlarla ayni soydan genclerin askere alinip yetistirilmeleri ve Uzerlerine
salinmasi sonucunda birka¢ kusak Afrika insani daha kirilmis oldu. Bu ikisinden daha
vahimi ise Birinci ve ikinci Diinya Savasi'na alinan milyonlarca Afrikal askerin cephelerde
Olmesi ile dinamik bir nesil daha yok edildi. Afrika'da insan kaybi sonucu nesiller arasi
kopus araliksiz sirmekteydi. ikinci Diinya Savasi sonrasinda yakilip yikilan Avrupa
sehirlerini inga etmek ve yeni kurulan fabrikalarda galistiriimak tzere yuz binlerce
Afrikalinin isci olarak goéturtlmeleri yizinden nesiller arasi kopus hizla devam ettirildi.
Son olarak da bu kitada zaten ¢ok sinirli olan yetismis insanin gelismis ulkelere gidisi
seklinde cereyan etmektedir. Oyle ki kalkinmis Ulkelerin yaptiklari davetleri veya Afrikali
yetismis kimselerin Ulkelerinde yasanan maddi, siyasi ve kulturel bunalimlar sebebiyle
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daha iyi bir hayat kurma dusuncesiyle kita digina yaptiklari beyin gocu seklinde
yasanmaktadir. Bugun toplam 30.000 doktora sahibi Afrikali bilim adaminin Avrupa ve
Kuzey Amerika ulkelerinde bulunmasi gelinen noktanin ne kadar hassas bir boyuta
ulastigini géstermektedir. Bugln Avrupa'da herhangi bir alanda doktora yapmanin
maliyeti en az 100 bin avro olarak hesap edilmektedir. Kaldi ki, maliyeti 200 bin avro
tutan bolimler de mevcuttur. Afrika i¢in son derece pahali bir yatirrm olan insan
yetistirmenin zorlulugu bir tarafa, bu insanlarin kendi tlkeleri yerine gelismis Ulkelerde
calismalari ¢ok ciddi bir kayip olarak dusunulmektedir. Boylece kalifiye olanlarin yaklasik
%30'u yurt diginda g¢alismaktadir. Yapilacak geri donug programlariyla bu insanlarin
tekrar Ulkelerine kazandirilmalari gerekmektedir.

Afrika Kuresellegsme Surecinde Etkin Olabilir mi?

Cin ve Hindistan'in akil almaz bir sekilde kalkinmalar aslinda Afrika i¢in de umut oldu. Ama
GUney Kore'yi bu ikisinden ayirmak gerekir. Cuinkl bunun su anki durumu sadece Afrika
Ulkeleri icin degil, Asya ve Avrupa'daki birgok Ulke icin bile model olmasi zordur. Zira bu tlke
son on yilda diinyada en fazla kalkinan birkag¢ tGlkeden birisi oldu. Ama Cin ve Hindistan
hem nlfus bakimindan, hem de hayat standartlari bakimindan Afrikalilar i¢in bir model
olusturabilecek 6zelliktedirler. Zaten bu iki Ulke ile Afrika Ulkeleri arasinda son yillarda
yasanan karsilikli yogun isbirligi boyle bir etkilesimin bir sonucu olarak algilanabilir.

Gelismis Ulkeler 2000'li yillara kadar hemen hemen her alanda Afrika Ulkelerini diglarken
Cin, Hindistan, Brezilya, Endonezya, Arap Ulkeleri, iran bu kitaya ézel ilgi géstermeye
basladilar. Bunlar i¢cinde sadece Cin 2000 yilinda bu kitayla olan ticaret hacmini 20
milyar seviyesine ulastirmistir. Bu orani takip eden yillarda devamli arttirdi ve 2005'te
40 milyar dolara ulagti. 2006'da ise bu oranin 50 milyar seviyesinde olacagi tahmin
edilmekte idi. Ancak bu Ulkeler arasinda da Afrika konusunda musterek bir ilgi odagindan
bahsetmek elbette ki s6z konusu olamaz. Zira Cin ve Hindistan her gecen gun artan
hammadde ve petrol ihtiyaglari icin bu kitayr karsilikli isbirligi adi altinda adim adim
etkisi altina alma siyaseti takip etmektedir. Arap Ulkeleri ise daha ziyade dini konularda
ve sinirli alanlarda da Afrikalilarin glnlik hayatlarini rahatlatacak yatirimlara agirlik
veriyorlar. iran'a gelince uluslararasi alandaki mevcut konumunu giglendirmek igin
Afrika Ulkeleriyle yakin isbirligine girerek gelecekte kendisiyle beraber hareket edecek
kusaklar i¢cin zemin hazirliyor.

Bugun 53 Afrika ulkesi arasinda tam bir benzerlik bulunmamaktadir. Kita icinde veya
cevresindeki denizlerde yer alan ada Ulkeleri arasinda buyuk farkhliklar olustu. Ekonomik
bakimdan ve sahip olduklari gayri safi milli gelirleri bakimindan dinyanin diger
bdlgelerindeki tlkelerden ¢ok iyi konumda bulunan Afrika Ulkeleri var. Mesela Libya,
Tunus, Moritus ve Guney Afrika oldukga iyi konumlara sahipler. Cezayir, Fas, Sudan ve
Misir'in 6zellikle ekonomik bakimdan gittikge artan bir gelisme gergeklestirdikleri bilinmektedir.
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Ayrica Afrika'daki mevcut petrol kaynaklari onumuzdeki yillarda arzu edilen miktarlarda
dinya pazarlarindaki yerini alirlarsa Cad, Mali ve Moritanya gibi Ulkeler kisa bir gelecekte
kitanin parlayan Ulkeleri olacaklar. Sahip oldugu yeralti ve yerustu kaynaklari bakimindan
oldukga zengin olan Demokratik Kongo Cumhuriyeti 2000'li yilarla kadar saglamadigi
siyasi istikrari oturtabilirse 60 milyonu asan nufusu ve 2,300.000 km2'nin Uzerindeki
yuzolgimu ile Afrika'nin Cin'i olma yolundaki en 6nemli Ulke olarak gorulmektedir.

Kuresellesme suresinde Afrika Ulkelerini etkin konuma getirecek butunlesme hareketleri
icinde Afrika Birligi, NEPAD, SIN-SAD, ECOWAS, IGAD ve diger kuruluslar halen énemli
roller Gstlenmis bulunmaktadirlar. Bir taraftan bolgesel etkinlikleri artan bu uluslararasi
kuruluslar, diger taraftan diger kitalarla da iliskileri rahatlatacak adimlar atilmasina
onculuk edeceklerdir.

Afrika'ya Agilimlar Kiiresellesmenin ilk Adimlari

1990'I yillarda baglayan Afrika ulkelerine olan ilgi “Afrika'ya Acilim” adiyla yeni bir ivme
kazandi. Ozellikle 2005 yili bu konuda bir harekete gegis yili oldu. Tiirkiye Cumbhuriyeti,
1990'h yillarin sonunda bu yeni atilim igin ilk girisimlerde bulunmaya basladi ve adim
adim bu siyasetini uygulamaya koydu. 2000'li yillarda bu tavir giderek saglam zeminlere
oturdu ve nihayet 2005 yil “Afrika'ya A¢ilim Yili” ilan edilerek uluslararasi boyutta
Tuarkiye'ye yeni ve guvenilir bir istikamet cizilmis oldu. Kisa zamanda ticari faaliyetlerin
harekete gecirilmesi, insani yardimlarin bir anda bu kitaya yonelmesi, muteahhitlik ve
egitim gibi pek ¢cok alanda faaliyetlerin de bu kitaya kaymasi bu ilginin bir sonucudur.
Artik Afrika kitasi, Tark insani igin balta girmemis ormanlar ve ugsuz bucaksiz ¢ollerden
ibaret bir kita olmanin ¢ok otesine gegip, ticari ortaklarin, yardim eli uzatilan kardeslerin,
dev yatinmlarin gergeklestirildigi imkéanlarin ve karsilikli 6grenci akiminin saglandigi
bir cografya olmustur. Gittikce kiresellesen dinyamizda Turkiye, her ne kadar bugunk
imkanlariyla Cin ve Hindistan'l yakalayacak konumda olmasa bile yakin gelecekte ciddi
adimlar atacagini simdiden sdylemek mumkundur.

Afrika Ulkeleri diinya ekseninde yurutilen gugli kiuresellesme faaliyetlerinin yonlendirici
aktorleri arasinda henlz yer almiyor. Bu durumun yakin gelecekte de bdylece devam
edecegdi anlamina gelmiyor. Zaten 2000'li yillarin Afrika i¢in yeni umutlarin baslangici
olma 06zelligi de buradan geliyor. 5-6 Nisan 2001 tarihlerinde Tunus'ta ilk defa
“Kuresellesme ve Afrika” konulu bir toplanti yapiimasi ciddi bir baslangicti. Uluslararasi
Para Fonu, Tunus Merkez Bankasi ve Afrika konusunda degisik faaliyetler yuruten bir
enstittintn (Institut multilatéral d'Afrique) girisimiyle bu toplanti gerceklesti. Bu toplantiya
14 Afrika Ulkesi katildi. Kita i¢in kiresellesmenin ne ifade ettigi konusu ekonomi ve
finans gevreleri ile diger konularin uzmanlarinca ele alindi.

Yine Afrika'nin kuresellesme igindeki yeri konusu, muastakil arastirma merkezlerinin ilgi
alanina girdi. Bu sureci inceleyen arastirmacilar bir araya gelerek ortak galismalar
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yapmaktadirlar. UCLA African Institute'nin bunyesindeki Globalization Research Center-
Africa (GRCA) grubu bunlardan sadece birisidir.

Afrika icin dnemli bir ¢ikis yolu olarak kuresellesmeye agirlik verenler icin ekonomik
kalkinma ancak bu yolla mimkun olabilecek ve fakirlik de azaltabilecektir. Zira bugin
Sahra alti Afrika'daki toplam 48 Ulkede yasayan 650 milyon civarindaki insanin yarisina
yakini olan 300 milyon insan gunde bir dolarin altindaki bir gelirle geginmek durumundadir.
Daha da koétusu mevceut durum iyilesmedigi gibi gittikge de vahim hale gelmektedir.
Batdn dunya ekseninde fakirlik g6z énune alindiginda oran olarak mevcut nifusunun
%48'inin asiri fakirlik icinde yasadigdi tek bolgenin burasi oldugu gérulmektedir. Bu
noktadan hareketle kuresellesmenin diinyanin pek ¢ok yerinde fakirligin siddetini azalttigi
ileri surulerek Afrika icin de yeni ¢ozum onerileri yapilmaktadir. Sayet gerekli reformlar
uygulamaya konur ve bunlar uluslararasi ¢evrelerce yeterli finans ve teknik destek
gorurse mesafe alinacak vaziyettedir.

Klresellesme dinyanin pek ¢ok bdlgesinde meyvelerini verirken, Afrika'nin bu ¢ok
boyutlu yeni stratejiden gerekli yararlanmayi saglayamadi§i bilinmektedir. Gergi bu
sureg tek basina kesinlikle Afrika'nin her derdine deva olacak anlamina gelmemektedir.
Zaten kendilerinin sahip olduklari degerlerini terk etmeden ama halen gegerli uluslararasi
boyuttaki kalkinma stratejilerini benimsemeleri durumunda bundan belli imkanlar elde
etmeleri bekleniyor. Dlinya ticaret sistemi icinde ne gerekiyorsa bizzat taraf olarak
uzerlerine dugen kurumsal degisiklikleri yerine getirmeleri zaruret halini almis bulunuyor.
Ozellestirme konusunda gerekli adimlar atiimadan, serbest ticaret bolgeleri kurulmadan,
uluslararasi yatirim imkanlari kitaya ¢ekilmeden, iletisim ve ulasim alanlarindaki
degisimleri gérmezlikten gelerek kiresellesmeden istifade edilmeyecegi ortadadir. Guglu
devlet idareleri yaninda sivil olusumlarin kuvvetlenmesi igin gayret edilmek durumundadir.

Batdn bunlara ragmen Afrika konusunda busbutliin karamsar olmamak gerekir. Clnku
mevcut 53 ulke arasinda ciddi manada atilimlar yaparak belli gelisme oranlarina ulasildigi
gorulmektedir. Mesela ¢ok degil, 1990'li yillarin basinda %3 oraninda bir gelisme
gOsteren bu kitadaki Ulke sayisi 18 iken, 2000'li yillarda 30 Ulke bu seviyeyi yakaladi.
Ancak gelecek i¢in umut vadeden bir ortam olusmasi icin Afrika Ulkelerinin %7'lik bir
kalkinma hizina kavusmalari gerekmektedir. Sayet Afrika'nin 1980'deki petrol disi
ihracatta ulastigi seviye devam etseydi, 2000 yilinda elde 69 milyar dolar yerine, 161
milyar dolarlik bir seviyeyi gorecekti.

Kitada artan nifusa oranla diinya ticaretindeki oranlarinin da artmasi gerekirken gittikge
dusen bir seyir takip etmesi normal gorulmemektedir. 1960-1969 yillari arasinda %5
civarinda bir seviyeye sahipken, bu oran 1990-1998 yillari arasinda %2,3 oranina
geriledi. Bunda kisi bagina dusen gelirin dismesinin, tasima Ucretlerindeki maliyetlerin
yuksek olugunun ve onemli pazarlara uzak olunmasinin tesirleri etkili olmaktadir. Yine
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kitada bulunmasi gereken sermaye daha guvenilir oldugu ic¢in Avrupa ulkelerine
kagmaktadir. Hatta Financial Times 1991 yilinda kita digina kaga sermaye miktarinin
135 milyar dolari buldugunu yazmisti. Bunun sadece %10'nun kitaya donmesi, kitada
yapilan yabanci yatinnmlarin 12 katindan fazlasi demektir. Kitanin son yilda her gegen
sene daha fazla hammadde kaynaklarindan elde ettigi gelirlere dayanmasi da kalkinma
yolundaki en buyUk ¢ikmazlardan birisi olmaya devam ediyor. Biran evvel Uretime
yonelik alanlarda yatirimlarin baglamasi gerekmektedir.

Dis borglar Afrika tlkelerinin iginde bulunduklari en ciddi ¢ikmazlardan birisi olmaya
devam ediyor ve kuresellesme dnlundeki en buylk engellerinden birisi olarak duruyor.

Afrika Ulkeleri genel olarak guvenlik bakimindan ge¢gmisteki kargasa ortamlarini geride
biraktilar. 1990’ yillarda baglayan demokratiklesme sureci kitada istikrar igin vazgegilmez
bir boyut kazandi. Son gunlerde yeniden karisan Somali ve Sudan'in Darfur bolgesi
disinda pek ¢ok Ulkedeki i¢ karisikliklar yatisma egdilimine girdiler. Fildisi Sahili, Sierra
Leone, Liberya, Gine ve Demokratik Kongo Cumhuriyeti, i¢ barisin tesis edilmesi yolunda
epeyce mesafe almis bulunuyorlar. Sudan'in uzun yillar devam eden Giney Sudan
meselesini halletmesi bile bagli bagina ciddi bir siyasi basaridir.

Uluslararasi boyutta yuratilen Afrika'ya yardim faaliyetleri gittikge azalmakta ve bunun
artik cok da gecerli bir c6zim olmadi§i herkes tarafindan kabul edilmektedir. 1990'l
yillarda yardima muhtag Afrikalilara kisi basina 39 dolar yardim yapilirken, bu miktar
2000'li yillarda sadece 9 dolar seviyesine dustu. Bu da dunyanin bu kitadaki acliga
gittikgce duyarsiz hale geldigini gostermektedir.

Tiirkiye'nin Uluslararasi iligkilerinde Afrika'ya Yaklagimi:

Blylikelgi Numan Hazar'in “Kiiresellesme Siirecinde Tirkiye-Afrika lligkileri” (Ankara
2003) kitabi, Glkemizde sinirli da olsa klasik Afrika ¢alismalarinin disina ¢ikan bir eser
oldu. TASAM'In 2004 yili sonu itibariyle bagslattigi Afrika Calisma Grubu'nun girigsimiyle
2005 yilinda yapilan Birinci Uluslararasi Turk- Afrika Kongresi ve hemen ardindan bu
grubun Afrika Enstitlisti seklinde yapilanarak tertipledigi 2006 yilindaki ikinci Uluslararasi
Turk-Afrika Kongresi, bu kitaya acilimin ciddi belirtileri olarak kabul edilmektedir. Yine
TASAM yayinlarindan ¢ikan “Osmanli-Afrika iligkileri” adli eser de bu alana tarihi bir
perspektif vermesi acisindan oldukg¢a énemlidir. GUnimuz akademik ¢evrelerinin en
onemli ilgi alanlar arasinda yer alan uluslararasi iligkiler konulari Avrupa Birligi, Kafkaslar,
Balkanlar, Ortadogu ve ABD ile olan munasebetler Gzerine yogunlagsmaktadir.
Universitelerimiz akademik manada Afrika kitasinin énemini henliz kavramadiklari igin
bir tek arastirma merkezi dahi bulunmaktadir. Bu konuda siyasi iktidarlarin ve devletin
ilgili kurumlarinin yarattukleri karsilikh minasebetler diginda henuz kayitlara giren ciddi
verilerden bahsetmek igin igin henuz bagindayiz.
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GALISTAY’IN SONUG BOLUMU: GORUS VE ONERILER

Oturumda yer alan konusmacilarin bildirilerini sunmalarinin ardindan konuklarin gorus,
oneri ve sorularinin dile getirildigi son bolumde ilk olarak s6z alan Nijerya Buyukelgisi
Adamu Ajuji WAZIRI, konusmasinda Afrika'nin kita diginda yeterli duzeyde taninmadigini
ifade ederken, Afrika'nin elli farkh Glkeden olustugunun altini ¢izdi. Buytkelgi konusmasinda
Tarkiye'nin 2005 yilini Afrika'ya Acilim Yili olarak ilan ettigini ve ¢ok sayida Turk
girisimcinin boélgeye yatirrmda bulundugunu belirtti. Buna karsin Afrika'nin birgok sorunun
icinde bulundugunun altini gizen Buyukelgi, Afrikali insanlarin bu yonde bir izlenim
olmasina ragmen aslinda sorumluluk almaktan kaginmadiklarini, gerekli imkanlarin
saglanmasi ve yeni istihdam alanlarinin olusturulmasi halinde bdlge insanin da
sorumluluklarinin bilincinde olacagini belirtti. Bunun yani sira Afrika'nin bulasici
hastaliklardan ve tarima dayali bir ekonomisi olmasi nedeniyle kuraklik sorunundan
oldukga olumsuz etkilendigini ifade eden WAZIRI, Turkiye'de bu kis yagislarin az olmasi
dolayisiyla buyuk bir tedirginlik gézlemlendigini, ancak buna karsin kurakhgin, Afrika'nin
temel sorunlarindan birisi oldugunu dile getirdi.

TASAM Baskani Suleyman SENSQY, Fas diplomatik misyonunun Afrika ile vizyon
gelistirmekten ne anlagsildigi yonuindeki sorusuna karsilik; Afrika'nin Afrika Birligi temelinde
vizyon geligtirmeye calistiginin ¢ok iyi gozlemlenebildigini, her tlkenin i¢ sorunlari ile
ve kitanin geneliyle ilgili olarak geligtiriimeye calisilan vizyonda Turkiye'nin s6z konusu
sorunlarin ¢gozumune yardimci olmasinin ve adil sartlarda igbirliginin gergeklestiriimesi
dusuncesinin bu tar toplantilari ve gelistirmeye calisilan iligkileri oldukga iyi 6zetledigini
ifade etti.

Tarkiye'nin Afrika kitasiyla ilgili disuncelerinin ve iyi niyetinin kanitlarinin tarihinde gizli
oldugunu belirten SENSQY, bu anlamda taraflara dusenin, gelisen vizyona katkida
bulunmak, guc ve adalet temelinde dogru iliskiler gelistirmek oldugunun altini gizdi.

Tarkiye Cumhuriyeti Huklimetinin ve Tarkiye devleti kuruluslarinin her gegen yil artan
bir ivme ile Afrika kitasi Ulkeleriyle iligkileri gelistirme ¢abasi icinde bulunduklari animsatan
SENSQY, TASAM'In da amacinin bir sivil toplum kurulusu olarak bu gelismelere katkida
bulunmak oldugunu ifade etti.

Daha sonra séz alan MEB Dis iligkiler Genel Miidiirii Dog. Dr. ibrahim OZDEMIR,
toplantinin zamanlama agisindan son derece uygun oldugunu belirterek, egitim alaninda
Afrika ulkeleriyle iligkileri degerlendirdi. OZDEMIR, ¢ok sayida Afrika vatandasinin
lisansustu egitim amaciyla Tlrkiye'de bulundugunu, son donemde yine Turkiye'den
ogrencilerin Afrika'ya giderek egitim aldiklarini, bunun da karsilikli iligkilerin gelisiminde
blylk énem teskil ettigini ifade etti. OZDEMIR; Milli Egitim Bakanligi olarak Afrikal
ogrencilere verdikleri burs miktarini adet olarak kisa bir surede iki katina gikardiklari
bilgisini de sozlerine ekledi.
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1. ve 2. Uluslararasi Turk- Afrika Kongrelerini duzenleyen TASAM'Iin 3. Kongre'yi de
2007 yilinin Aralik ayinda icra edecegini hatirlatan SENSOY, Basbakan Recep Tayyip
ERDOGAN'In Addis Ababa'da diizenlenen Afrika liderleri zirvesine katildigini ve Tiirkiye'de
de Afrika Devlet Baskanlari Zirvesi'nin gergeklestiriimesinin distunudldiagu yonundeki
beyanatini animsatarak, 2007 yilinda Afrika kitasiyla ilgili gindemin yogunluguna dikkat
cekti. Ayrica yine TASAM tarafindan dizenlenmesi 6ngorulen ikinci Calistay'da 3. Turk-
Afrika Kongresi'nin genel konsepti ile ilgili fikirlerin de alinacagini vurguladi.

Senegal Buyukelgisi Babacar Carlos MBAYE'nin bu tur toplantilarin gelisen sureg¢
acisindan ¢ok énemli oldugu ve ¢ok sayida bu tlrden toplantinin icra edilmesinin gerekli
oldugu yonindeki ifadelerinin ardindan s6z alan TASAM Genel MudurG Atilla SANDIKLI,
beklentilerin yardimlarin gelmesi ve karsilikli igbirliginden somut sonuglarin alinmasi
yonunde oldugunu, ancak bu tip uluslararasi toplantilarda sonu¢ alinmasinin belirli bir
zaman gerektirdigi belirtti.

Bunun igin gereken belirli asamalara deginen SANDIKLI, Turkiye'de mevcut sorunlarin
ve Afrika konusunun gindeme getirilmesi, sorgulanmasi, isbirligi alanlarinin ortaya
konmasi, bu alanlarda ortak bir vizyon olusturulmasinin ardindan karsilikli eylem
planlarinin yapilmasi gerektigine dikkat gekti.

TASAM Afrika Enstitiist'nin, Afrika'nin sorunlariyla ilgilenen, onlara yardimci olma
duguncesini ve Afrika'da eksik olan bilgiyi ve dokimanlari ortaya koymaya calistigini
belirtti.

“Bizim de beklentilerimiz, Afrika ulkelerinin kendi bolgelerinde Turkiye ile ilgili kamuoyu
olusturmaya yardimci olmalari” seklinde gorus bildiren SANDIKLI, bdylece halklar
arasinda igbirliginin gelisimine imkan saglanabilecegini bildirdi.

Afrika ile ilgili calismalarin gelisme safhasinda olduguna da deginen SANDIKLI, yatirim
firsatlari ve igbirligi alanlarinin da zamanla gelisecegini ifade etti. TIKA'nin bélgedeki
calismalarinin, yogun faaliyetlerinin gelecek agisindan da son derece énemli oldugunu
belirtti.

Nijerya Buyukelgisi Adamu Ajuji WAZIRI, bu tur toplantilarda Afrika kitasindan misafir

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PRESENTATION

In today's world, where extremely fast paced developments are being experienced in
international relations, African countries, while showing efforts to make the integration
movements among themselves more effective, are also emphasizing the importance
of their having a say in intercontinental interactions. It is already possible to see these
developments at the basis of the steps taken for mutual multidimensional relations in
the last few years.

And the first thing to be done for this is to solve the education dilemma
the continent faces. Within this context, by providing equal education opportunities to
everybody, and by establishing the infrastructure for such, to discover youth with superior
intelligence from all corners of the continent, and their specific education for the good
of the continent.

The external aid that is received in the education field turns out to be temporary. The
permanent ones are those possibilities and facilities that are created with the continent's
own dynamics. Within this context, it is necessary to make the knowledge and skills
of adolescents who complete their education either at universities on the continent or
the young generation of Africans completing their education in universities at other
continents more effective for the future of the continent. They should stop being
communities that only need knowledge and the plans for them to become knowledge
generators ought to be drawn now.

Superpowers that have the desire to sustain the economic expansions they have
realized in our day see Africa, as they did in the past and probably will continue to see
in the future, as a cheap raw materials depot. However, by better evaluating the raw
material sources with their being processed at location and thus leading to production,
and as such having them valued at their true worth in international markets shall relieve
the future of the continent. In this sense, the integration movements that make cooperation
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with organizations from outside the continent and which function under economy or
development topics are vested a major role.

Strengthening the social structure in African countries, which have not lost their
commitment to human values in socio-cultural field, shall be an important gain for the
future. The crisis faced by the world societies that break away from their values are a
matter of serious concern for all. In order for African nations not to live the same process,
while the self values of the continent's peoples should be preserved, the changing world
order should be closely followed and opportunities for profiting from the positive directions
should be researched. While some gains obtained from abroad are being evaluated for
the development of the continent, the self-values should also be duly promoted to other
societies with the thought that such may be beneficial to them.

Republic of Turkey thinks that more projects need to be produced in many more areas
such as politics, economy, international relations, education, art, and sports, so as the
world will a free and peaceful environment in the 21st century, and acts in a consistent
manner with such. There is no doubt that one of the bigger expansions in this aspect
will be cooperation under mutual and equal conditions with African countries that are
open to such terms. As long as studies directed to future development of vision are
commenced immediately, and as long as the common conclusion formed as a result
of such, are put into implementation boldly and without delay.

The first of the workshops with the subject, “The Reflection of Global and Regional
Issues to African Countries and Turkey” executed in Ankara on 4th of April 2007, was
planned by TurkAsia Strategic Research Center for such a serious and stable future
within the scope of “Thoughts on the Challenges and Possibilities that will Determine
the Future for the Meeting of African countries - Turkish Diplomatic Representatives on
Strategic Common Vision Development”. This project has been planned to be oriented
to the diplomatic mission of African continent in our country, to our businessmen who
make investments in many fields in this continent, and to non-governmental organizations.
To follow the intercontinental developments closely, to correctly analyze the information
obtained, to develop a consistent and applicable vision for a mutual future, and to
remove in the easiest manner possible the interruptions that may occur and to best
evaluate the opportunities that will establish mutual benefits, we hope that the next
phases of “Thoughts on the Challenges and Possibilities that will Determine the Future
for the Meeting of African countries - Turkish Diplomatic Representatives on Strategic
Common Vision Development” will also prove beneficial and seriously contribute to the
development of the relations between Turkey and African countries.

Regrettably, the advances
made in the fields of democracy, economy and science are shadowed by mistrust,
injustice and inequality that are experienced across the world in general.

The asymmetric threats such as terrorism and weapons of mass destruction are
threatening the human life and civilization. The Terrorist organizations are feeding on
the despair of the ones that cannot share in returns achieved from globalization.

It is an unacceptable fact in the 21st century that hunger, epidemics and poverty are
still a threat for millions of people all over the world. If there are drugs to cure but the
needy people still do not have access to them, or when in one part of the world people
have food and in the other they don't and while the financial means and sources are
abundant in some regions and in the others there is poverty, this situation points to a
defect in the functioning of the international system.

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Our fates are sealed.

The depression that the people experience in one part of the world, can have their
effect felt much faster in other parts in the form of instability, violence, economic
turbulence. A disease that may start in a region can take its toll on people in other
continents in a quick manner. In combating these problems, effective international
collaboration carries great importance.

These determinations, in a sense, place Africa in the center of global agenda. To be
able to achieve the targets such as global peace, stability and prosperity, it is required
for the potential wealth that is possessed by Africa must be mobilized and a speedy
progress towards the bright future must be ensured.

The things to be done to achieve this are clearly evident. What is required to be done can
be summarized as follows; to free the countries of Africa from the shackles holding them down
and to use the limited financial resources to make investments for the future; to provide better
education and health services to a larger group of people; to take the necessary measures
and make the arrangements for African countries to take a stronger position in the commercial
arena; and to support the reform efforts are some of the primary ones.

Africa can take better advantage of the benefits of globalization, to catch up with the
fast changing environment of today and furthermore, if it is able to utilize the opportunities
it has to their fullest extent; it might be able to multiply the effects.

Although, there were promising developments in this direction within the last few years,
there still seems to be much to be accomplished.

Between the years 1970 and 2002, the African countries borrowed 540 billion US dollars
in total. Even though the repayment amount within the same period was around 550
billion dollars, by the end of the period there was still 293 billion dollars waiting to be
paid. The burden of 300 million people was lifted when in the year 2006 the G-8 countries
waived their rights to the debt owed to them by 18 countries.

On 31 March 2006, Zambia President Estimable Levy Mwanawasa, announced that
all the health services will be provided free of charge from that day onwards. This was
made possible with waiver of the of 5 billion dollars debt of the country to IMF.

As such in Burundi, the education has become totally free and 300 thousand children
were given the chance to have an education.

But in spite of all this, the number of children that are of school age but cannot receive
education is close to 100 million. Although it was targeted to send each and every one
of these children to school until 2015, a mobilization on an international scale is required
to be able to accomplish this.
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Health is still an important problem. In the year 2005, the number of women who lost
their lives during pregnancy or delivery was around 500 thousand, in the same year
the number of kids that died in the shootouts was 11 million. This means that every
minute a woman dies and every three seconds a child dies.

The phenomenon of AIDS has not been overcome yet. Although in the year 2006, 8 times
more African people had the chance to be treated, still only one out of five AIDS patients
received treatment. AIDS causes 6.600 deaths in Africa every day. If success cannot be
achieved, in combating this disease that caused the labor force to decrease to half of its
size within the last 20 years, the future generations of Africa will be faced with a catastrophe.

In order for Africa to be able to break out from this vicious circle, the improvement in
the economic conditions and growth will play an important role. From this aspect, the
fundamental target is to be able provide an increase in the volume of trade.

In the year 1980, the share of Africa in the world trade was 6%, however this percentage
went down to 2% when we reached 2002. We should not forget that 12% of the world
populations are Africans. As such there is an inconsistency; it is required for the trade
volume to be brought up to a status that is in proportion to its population.

For Africa to be able to secure a 1-% increase in its share in the world trade, it must
have the benefit of an additional 70 million-dollar worth of export opportunity. This
amount is a few times more than the economic aid provided to Africa every year.

This situation points out the way to be followed. Increasing the investment and trading
opportunities is more important than providing aid. Especially developed countries have
to take up an important role in this process. The lowering of the limitations placed
against the African goods; the local subsidized pricing policies that put limitations on
the competitive power of the African goods must be reviewed; investing in Europe;
increasing of the trading capacity and technology transfer can be counted among the
ones that first come to mind.

Dear Participants,

Turkey understands better the hardships that Africa is going through as well as the big
potential that it possesses. The stages that we went through within the last few years
show us that.

Within the last three years, our trading volume with the African countries has more than
doubled and exceeded 12 billion dollars. Our target within the next three years will be
to reach 30 billion dollars. Our will and determination, when combined with especially
the distance taken in the legal area with the infrastructure work that was carried out,
may make possible for us to exceed even this set target.
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In the years 2003, 2004 and 2005, the total value of the projects that were undertaken
by the Turkish firms in Africa were 578, 652, and 949 million US dollars respectively.
In other words, an increase of more than 62% was realized in the period between 2002-
2005.

We are planning to further increase these numbers within the next three years. We are
aware of the importance of becoming a member of African Development Bank to be
able to reach these targets, and we are working on the subject.

Our investments in Africa have shown a speedy increase, and as of the end of the year
2005, they reached the level of 400 million dollars. The number of Turkish firms that
are active in Africa is now close to 400. We expect an increase in the number of places
that Turkish Airlines fly directly in Africa besides a positive reflection of such on the
trade-related activities.

Not only emotionally but also geographically Turkey feels itself close to Africa.

Within the last year, the total of the donations we were able to make to some specific
countries in Africa through World Food Program and United Nations Children's Fund
exceeded 5 million dollars. In the fully equipped desert hospital that we established in
South Darfur, thousands of people were treated in the last six months and the services
are continuing full force. Furthermore, the level of the food and medical supplies that
we were able to send to the region has reached significant amounts.

Turkey is further helping to establish peace and stability in the region. In the BM Missions
in Sierra Leone, The Republic of Congo, The Sudan, Ivory Coast and Liberia, Turkey
has a presence.

In the future, Turkey will have its presence felt more in Africa. We want to compensate
for the lost time in the past and we want to do it fast. Turkey will take its place besides
its friends in the African continent in a more active manner.

We can only be able to overcome the global and regional problems that we are faced
with in this manner, by taking a hand in hand approach. In the world of today, the greater
part of the problems carry a global quality and as such they require global solutions
and this is only possible with strong solidarity and joint effort.

May be one of the best examples to this is the change in the climate. Same as Africa,
Turkey also will not be able to overcome the adverse effects of this phenomenon on
its own. The only thing we can do is to anticipate the conditions that we will be faced
with in the future and to take the necessary measures in a timely manner. By doing so
we will be able to protect ourselves from the harmful effects to a certain degree.
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Without any doubt, the change in the climate carries more importance for the Continent
of Africa. In Africa where climatic conditions and especially regular rains carry great
importance, it is expected for the temperature increases due to climate changes to
reach twice the world average. In Kericho, which is situated in the center of the most
important tea production area in Kenya, an average increase of 3.5 degrees in temperature
was determined taking place over the last 20 years.

Besides the increasing temperature, irregular rains, floods, and drought make their
threats known better. The diseases may spread faster and more people will be preys
to them.

For Africa to be more confident about the future, it must be able to take into consideration
the problems that it might be faced in the future besides the ones that it is dealing today.

Turkey will support Africa from this aspect as well. The process through which we seek
solutions to our common problems will help us get closer.

The proud people of this continent that has a magical quality, and beauty have suffered
a lot through the history, however, no matter what they were faced with, they were able
to overcome all the challenges presented to them.

Today we see that, when the governments in Africa display a determined attitude in
terms of progress, the public does the rest and take ownership for the change. This
interaction will speed up the reform and the improvements to the better.

Africa, in spite of all the challenges and sorrows that it was faced with, still stands tall
and strong like a proud lion. It makes deductions from the experiences, shows its
determination to embrace democracy and always targets for the better. For this reason,
Africa has always been identified with pride and strength in the eyes of the Turkish
people.

A safe and just world governed by peace and stability is our common objective. This
common objective will help us share common denominators.

DIPLOMATIC REPRESENTATIVES ON STRATEGIC COMMON VISION
DEVELOPMENT

We are in an age of rapid renovation and change. Time and space are losing their
meaning, and speed itself is entering into our lives as a value. In our day where the
distances are shrinking and the actions in nearly all of the areas of life are realized in
a relatively tremendous speed compared to past periods, it becomes essential to
examine with great care the developments that will shape the future. This examination
makes it necessary to scrutinize the challenges new formations will present as much
as the possibilities. Two important results may be set forth at the very beginning. These
results are the need felt for strategic leadership and the need for in-depth knowledge
such leadership would require.

We, on a wide platform from the layman to university students, and from experts
employed in the private sector to the individuals who work on a voluntary basis at
International non-governmental organizations are faced with rather embracing and
determining possibilities and challenges. The new era will be determined by new trends.
This determining and being determined relationship, which is underlined, will be
established by some important trends that are subject to some wide research. The most
comprehensive study in this field is being displayed by Seven Revolution project, which
is conducted by International and Strategic Research Center, one of the effective think
tanks of Washington DC that produces policy.! The new trends that this project brings
about, which have the quality of breakthroughs, are expected to be realized under the
below headings.

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In the common vision development studies of Turkey and African countries, each
development, challenge and opportunity that the breakthrough causes should be
considered very carefully. In these subjects, which are frequently encountered within
the discussions of globalization, the point of interest is the fact that the developments
that may have a time-bomb effect and the opportunities that will sweep the countries
to a higher league appear together. In this meeting, | would like to deliberate more on
the international security and terror which faces us and may be evaluated under the
heading conflict within the context of challenges rather than opportunities.

International Security and Terror

Al-Qaida has the look of a virtual post-modern state. Its integrity stems from a common
ideology rather than a physical unity. Resembling a higher level umbrella of different
network-like organizations that do not display any connections with each other. Although
there are operational leaders of the terror networks who are visible, the purpose itself
is holy, and this cause worth dying for actually functions as the leader for this formation.
This organization and operation method that places the purpose in the center instead
of the person, brings up a different structure from those we are used to see in the usual
terror organizations. Destruction of the leader and the organization does not mean that
the network is destroyed.

The new terror that Al-Qaida represents has a quality that cannot be located and
deterred. The new quality of terror frustrates the conventional fight and counter terror
methods. The development of new methods is inevitable. Target designations and the
weapons used challenge the forecasts of terror specialists. The James Bond series
turned out to be useless besides underlining the global threat of terror. When the Cold
War era terror literature is reviewed, it can be seen that Hollywood is still one step
ahead. The fact that civilian aircraft could be used in terror acts that would shake the
world was not included in the probabilities.

The world is insecure, as it never was in the past. Besides the activities of the terror
network, this insecurity also stems from moves constituting alternative expressions to
the values of the modern world, and its bringing to the agenda intellectual challenges
in the context of global injustice and inequality. Terror acts, which cannot be accepted
under any circumstances and results in the death of innocent people, lead to a compulsory
empathy to the lraqi and Afghani wars that USA and its allies undertook. Deaths,
wounded, fear and desperation that are just images in the media are instantly brought
next to the people. We fall into the war zone of the television in a way that resembles
a horror movie.

International terror makes use of global habits of finance-capital and accessibility of
technology. We could say that they continue their existence due to the availability of
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global access to terror networks, and its specifications that differentiate them, their not
being determined, and not being deterred in organization, target selection and operational
sense. The question as to how to eliminate an enemy that is invisible still begs for an
answer. Terror network grows stronger with its own actions as well as maneuvers against
it. International terror in a sense is making efforts to plant itself like a tumor in the
international system. Nearly all interruptions in the system will lead to terror network's
growing stronger in this way. Terror, which forms itself based upon international system's
interruptions, enters a relationship of doomsday with the system that forms it.

Terror arrived to London, a multi-cultured Capital city of Europe, by announcing itself.
International terror behaves as if any attacks made to USA and its Western allies as
well as its allies in the Islamic world are made to the whole block. The question of
Usama Bin Ladin “why not attack Switzerland?” takes on a meaning at this point. Terror,
which hit the tourism center of Egypt two weeks after this attack, turned its face to
Middle East this time. In fact the Anglo-Saxon alliance, as well as their allies in the
Middle East, although in a lesser ratio, feels that the attacks are made against them.

G-8 meeting was announced months beforehand. Establishing terror cells, planning
attacks, preparing explosives requires a period of a few months. London attacks shall
in a sense be a turning point for international meetings. We will withess much more
careful meetings, which are announced to the public at the very last minute. The leaders
of advanced countries will not want to be shaken by bombs like the ones in London.
The mayor of London said that the terror attacks were not hitting the leaders or the
politicians, but rather the people and causing suffering to people far from those it
targeted. The point that seems to elude the Mayor is that the attacks on London and
Madrid had as their purpose of forcing the public opinion to discontinue their support
of pro US policies and force them to withdraw from Iraq.

In London, where a crowd of more than 1 million staged a rally against the occupation
of Iraq, the situation in a sense had given an early warning sign. The preferences of
London public, which were justified in their actions, will have an effect on the fight
against terror in the whole world and the future of US-UK alliance. It is evident that the
visa and border controls will increase in the UK, as well as European Continent. Border
security may come up as an important criterion in the expansion process. Subjects that
are a matter of jealousy in the EU such as joint cooperation, and common police force
will gain momentum.

The Moslem communities shall attract attention as the usual suspects primarily in the
UK and other places. The British identity that carries a genetic imperialist code as a
legacy may be opened to discussion again. The currently disputable “British origin” of
Pakistani and Arab Moslem communities and other Moslem sectors may become even
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more a matter of dispute. We may witness the rebirth of the ghost of nationalism in the
old continent, and the voluntary seclusion of Europe, which does not contain multicultural
aspects in the real sense of the word.

Egyptian attacks showed that there are countries with Moslem majorities between the
terror network enemies. Terror network that has the purpose of deterring USA and its
western allies, and also tries to break them apart as much as possible, approaches in
the same ruthless manner to Moslems as well. The network that sees these countries
in a serious management crisis and their public in grave error has the long-term purpose
of having these countries sever their ties with the west and provide support to their so
called global jihad. The message they give stating that they continue in different scales
the war they are fighting against US and its allies in Iraq in the whole world as well, is
in a sense a part of their tactic to gather support from Moslem populated countries.

Challenge of the Future

It is difficult to say that appropriate measures were taken against the changing character
and changing threat of terror between the time that elapsed from 9/11 to the London
attacks. The preference criteria of terror are distinctly pronounced, not leaving any room
for doubt: United States and its allies. US administration that has been acting with the
slogan of War against terror in the post 9/11 era spreads the bilateral worldview. The
new division is emerging between the countries that support terror, and supra-national
elements and terror-fighting countries and organizations.

US Administration does not seem very successful in keeping its block together, in the
new division that may be called war side and peace side. What keeps the peace side
together is the threats that come from the war side. The voluntary allies of US feel this
process with all its violence and London attacks are a part of this process. International
terror is regenerating the black-white world definition. Fight against international terror
should be a dynamic process established through cooperation at global scale, flexible
decision making processes, and democratic legitimization principles.

Multilateralism is again required in international relations. G-8 meeting convened with
the agenda of global warming and fight against poverty. The establishment of a world
order with hegemonic disclosure and mutual doomsday scenarios within the international
system will not serve as a solution to the issue. It is the time for more dialogue and
tolerance. It is necessary to continue where G-8 left from without turning down any
constructive contribution. To try to remove the issues that produce structural tumors
within the international system, and to look for solutions to problems that act as sources
to the production of others and enemies are the things to do in the post London phase.
To reach peace is a target that is even more difficult than it ever was. The methods
applied to remove the issue turn the issue deeper. Besides military methods, all parties
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THE EFFECT OF GLOBALIZATION IN THE ORIENTATION OF TURKEY TOWARDS
AFRICA

Globalization and Africa

20t Century caused many changes in terms of the history of world. The First World
War that was experienced between 1914-1918 and the Second World War between
the years 1939-1945, either destroyed centuries long systems that were established
across the world or caused them to change shape. The countries that were not able
to complete their colonization in the previous century were invaded by European
countries at the beginning of 1900s. The countries that represent a certain power and
have influence in their geographical region were all abolished one by one. Like Ottoman
Empire that became extinct after an existence of more than 6 centuries in Asia, Europe
and Africa triangle. Another example is Kanim-Bornu Sultanate that also ceased to exist
in spite of its history of more than a thousand years and deemed to be oldest and
longest rulership in the world located in the center of Africa.

As a result of these fast developments, the international centers of power that were
tried to be established could not be placed on very strong foundations, and they were
not able to survive as long as Roman Empire, Byzantine, Sasani, Otoman Empire or
Kanim Bornu Sultanate, on the contrary they brought along new reasons that would
result in a greater war. As a result of this, the Second World War could not be prevented.
Actually these two wars were the most extensive global wars in the history of human
kind. Although the result of the first one did not bring any peace to earth the second
one caused a relatively new change to take place. On the other hand the states that
had the leading roles in the two wars that were fought, tried hard to hold on to their old
powerful positions. In spite of this, a formation that took place at the end of the Second
World War and which was led by the United States of America and The Soviet Union,
each representing a different pole, could not be avoided. As such, for a period of half
a century the fate of the newly formed states was shaped on the basis of which one
of these two they would prefer to side with.

The independence moves of the colonies that started at the beginning of the 1950s
took the whole world under its influence. The imperialist nations had to withdraw from
territories in Asia, Africa and America that they so easily took over. However, this
withdrawal was not complete as these imperialist forces set the ground for the formation
of economic, administrative and cultural structures that would stay loyal to them before
they left the territories under their control. In other words, the period called “New
Colonization” that came right after the independence movement, brought along events

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that made people wish for the old colonization period. The borders that were valid before
colonization were removed with the spreading of colonization and new maps were
created. During the independence movement, “core countries” like core families were
established with the exception of some countries. Small states were created that possess
the appearance of a country were made to feel dependent on the imperialist power due
to their severed ties with the past. The size of these states did not make much of a
difference, regardless of their size they were not in any position to stand freely on their
own.

With the colonization, the connection between Egypt, Libya, Tunisia, Algeria and Ethiopia
that were all provinces of the Otoman Empire was cut off as they were split between
United Kingdom, France and Italy. Furthermore, the sultanates in the central and West
Africa all ceased to exist with the colonization and these were shared between United
Kingdom, France, Belgium, Germany, Spain, and Portugal. Following this the colonial
administrations that were established by these European Countries could not survive
for long and the French Africa, British Africa, Portuguese Africa, Italian Africa, Belgian
Africa, German Africa, Spanish Africa were all lost in the developing balance of the
world.

In this changing map of the world, Africa always took place as the platform for significant
controversies. The number of the countries located on this huge continent covering 30
million kilometers was more than 50 when the 1990s started. From among these, none
continued their state structure before the colonization, except Kingdom of Morocco.
Africa, in other words the countries of Africa took their place among the states of the
world. However they had to go a long way and to be able to cover all that distance they
have to compete with the states that once colonized them.

The Re-birth of Africa that was stripped from its identity:

In some regions that were established after the declaration of independence, the states
that were set up with a longing for the past could not form the bridge that they wished
between the generations due to their changed identity. The reason for this was the
forced removal of the intermediate generation that was supposed to establish the link
between the old and the new from the continent due to different reasons. The people
of the generation that were taken as slaves transported to other geographies with no
return causing a great rift between these two. Following this, the people that participated
in the domestic resistance move against the invasion of Africa were killed by the young
people of the same ancestry that were taken in as soldiers to be let loose on the
resistance forces. As such a few more generations of Africans were killed. On a graver
scale from these two acts, was the death of millions of African Soldiers that were taken
into the army, in the first and the second World Wars, as such another dynamic generation
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ceased to exist. On the other hand the disconnection between the generation in Africa
was rampant, due to the loss of life. This rift between the generations was not helped
when hundreds of thousands of African people were transported to Europe as workers
to reconstruct the cities that were wrecked as a result of the war. One last straw in this
drama is the move of the few-trained people in this Continent to the developed countries
in the world. This takes the form of qualified people leaving the continent (brain drain)
to establish better lives and to avoid the financial, political and cultural problems prevailing
in their respective countries. The fact that, 30.000 African men of science in possession
of doctorates today, have made their home in Europe and North America shows how
dire the situation is. Today, the estimated cost of acquiring a doctor's degree is 100
thousand Euros, and there are also fields that cost 200 thousand Euros. If we leave
aside the very high cost of education involved, the fact that these educated people
prefer to exercise their profession in countries other than their own is another big loss
for the continent. As such 30% of the qualified work force prefers to take employment
abroad. It is required to establish incentive programs that will motivate these people
to return their own countries.

Can Africa be influential in the Globalization Process?

The mind boggling development of China and India set a good example for Africa,
however at this point it is required to distinguish South Korea from these two, the reason
being the difficulty to set this country as an example not for Africa but even most of the
countries in Asia and Europe as it is one of the countries that showed the highest rate
of development in the world within the last 10 years. But China and India can be set
as examples as they resemble the continent in terms of their population size and
Standard of life. In any event the collaboration that was witnessed between these two
countries and Africa within the last few years can be the result of such an interaction.

The developed countries excluded Africa from almost everything until 2000s, while
China, India, Brazil, Indonesia, Arab Countries and Iran showed specific attention to
this Continent. From among these China alone had 20 billion Dollar trade volume with
Africa. In the following years this volume has showed a consistent increasing trend and
reached the level of 40 billion Dollars in the year 2005 and 50 billion in the year 2006.
However, even among these countries it is hard to pinpoint a common focal point as
China and India are in the process of taking this continent under their influence under
the pretense of mutual cooperation, so that they can meet their increasing needs for
raw materials and oil. On the other side the Arab Countries, rely on investments in the
religious and some limited areas that will add some comfort to the daily lives of the
African people. Iran, however, to strengthen its status in the international arena is trying
to set the ground for the generations that will act in unison with itself, by establishing
close cooperation with the African States.
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Today among the 53 countries in Africa there is no absolute similarity. There are great
differences between the countries that are located in the continent and the Island
countries located in the sea. There are African countries that are in a better position
when compared to the countries in the other regions of the world in terms of their
economic advantages and the gross national product. Some of these are Libya, Tunisia,
Mauritius and South Africa. And it is a well known fact that Algeria, Morocco, Sudan
and Egypt display a development trend that picks up pace as time goes by. Furthermore
if the available sources of oil in Africa, takes its place in the markets of the world in the
amounts desired, then the countries such as Chad, Mali and Mauritius will be the bright
starts of this continent. The Democratic Republic of Congo that is quite wealthy in
terms of the underground and surface resources will be on its way to become the China
of Africa, subject to the condition that it is able to establish political stability in the country
with a population that exceeds 60 million and covering an area of 2 million three hundred
thousand square kilometers.

During the globalization process, the institutions such as Adrican Association, NEPAD,
SIN-SAD, ECOWAS, IGAD and similar, have taken on important roles. These international
institutions that have increasing regional influence, will also be acting as pioneers in
taking steps that will ease the relations with other continents.

The doors opening out to Africa are the first steps taken towards globalization

The interest in the African countries has started in the 1990s and accelerated under
the new move called “Opening out to Africa”. Especially the year 2005 was characterized
by this transition. The Republic of Turkey has started to make its first attempts and in
the years 2000, these attempts have found a solid base and finally the year 2005 was
declared as the “Year for Opening out to Africa”. As such a new and reliable course
of action was drawn out for Turkey. The initiation of the commercial activities in a short
time, is a result of the flow of human aid along with many services and activities such
as the ones in the fields of Construction and education, to this continent. Now the
continent of Africa is no more a land full of uncharted forests, endless deserts but it is
rather a place where the commercial partners, the brothers and sisters to whom a
helping hand is extended are located, a place where huge investments are made and
Exchange of students takes place. In a world that has been commercializing at a fast
pace, maybe Turkey is not in a position that can catch up with China and India, but it
is possible to say that important steps in that direction will be taken in the future.

The countries in Africa are not among the actors that give direction to the strong
globalization processes however this does not mean that this trend will continue in the
future. This is why the 2000s indicate the beginning of new hopes for the people of
Africa. Between the dates 5-6 April 2001, a meeting titled “Globalization and Africa”
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was held the first time in Tunisia and this was a good start. This meeting was organized
under the joint efforts of International Monetary Fund, Tunisia Central Bank and an
Institute that conducts activities related with Africa (Institute multilatéral d'Afrique). The
meeting was attended by 14 African States and the meaning of globalization for the
Continent was discussed by the economists and the people of the finance world as well
as the experts on the subject.

Again, the globalization within Africa has become a point of interest for individual
research centers and researchers looking into this process are coming together to
partake in mutual projects. The Globalization Research Center - Africa (GRCA) in the
scope of the UCLA African Institute is only one of these groups.

For those who emphasize that globalization is a very important exit route for Africa,
economic development and the decrease in poverty as a result of it, is only possible
through this process. Out of the total of 48 countries in Sub-Saharan Africa, there are
about 650 million people living in the vicinity today, and 300 million people, almost half
of this population, has to live off of an income that is less than one dollar a day. And
what is worse is that as the present situation does not improve, it gets worse and
reaches a very grave state. When poverty is across the world is considered, it can be
seen that this is the only area where 48% of the population, has to live in extreme
poverty. Starting from this point, it is said that active globalization has decreased the
intensity of poverty in many areas and as such, there are a lot of proposals regarding
new resolutions for Africa. If ever the necessary reforms are put into application, and
these have the required financial and technical support from the international environment,
significant progress can be made.

Whilst globalization benefits many areas in the world, it should be known that Africa
has not reaped the necessary advantages from this multi-dimensional new strategy.
In reality, this does not come to mean that it can, on its own, answer all of Africa's
problems. Only when they retain the values and morals they have now, and simultaneously,
take upon themselves valid development strategies on an international level, can they
hope to achieve certain means. It seems that, on the level of the world-wide trading
system, it is their responsibility that they fulfil, personally, the institutional changes
required of them. On the topic of privatization, it can be seen that the benefits of
globalization will not be seen before the necessary steps are taken, free trade areas
are set up, prospective international investment opportunities are drawn into the continent,
and changes in communication and transportation are realized. Powerful governmental
administrations are showing effort regarding the strengthening of civil development.

Regardless of all these, one should not hold an entirely gloomy outlook on the topic
of Africa. Because it can be seen that mainly through the efforts and attempts made

in the real sense, a certain level of development can be achieved within the existing
53 countries. For example, whilst the number of countries in this continent that showed
a growth rate of 3% in the beginning of the 1990's, which was not a long time ago, was
18, in the 2000's 30 of these countries have caught up to this level. However, to provide
an environment that is promising, in terms of its future, African countries have to reach
a 7% rate of development. If the rate of exports of petrol from Africa to other countries
had continued as it was in the 1980's, we would have seen a level of 161 million dollars
in the year 2000 as opposed to the 69 million dollars.

It is not considered as normal that the world trade ratios follow a downward trend while
in comparison the population in the continent follows an upward trend. Whilst in the
years 1960 to 1969, the continent held a 5% level, this rate dropped to 2.3% level,
between the years 1990-1998. The decrease in the per capita income and the higher
cost of transportation and the distance to the important markets have an effect on this
formation. But then again, the capital that must be invested in the continent flows to
European states due to higher reliability. In fact, in the year 1991, Financial Times
recorded that the capital that leaves the continent comes to 135 million dollars. If only
10% of this were to return to the continent, it would equal more than 12 times that of
all the foreign investments made on the continent. The fact that the continent over the
past year, has depended more on higher revenues from raw material resources than
they have in the past years points to one of the continuing major deadlocks. It is
necessary that investments begin to be made with regard to the area of productions
immediately.

Foreign debt continues to be one of the most serious dead-ends that African countries
are trapped in and globalization seems to be one of the biggest road blocks in the way.

In general, African countries, in terms of safety, have left behind the civil disorder that
was prominent in their environment in the past. The democratic rule that started in the
1990s has won over an undeniable sense of stability for the continent. Other than
Somalia and The Sudan's Darfur conflict which have been active recently, many African
countries have entered a stage of peace in terms of civil conflicts. However, the Ivory
Coast, Sierra Leone, Liberia, Guinea, and the Democratic Republic of Congo still seem
to have a long way to go on the road to civil rest. The Sudan resolving the conflict of
Southern Sudan, which had been active for years, is a great political success in and
of itself.

The aid support carried out on an international level to Africa seems to be decreasing
as time passes and is accepted by all parties as not being a valid long-term resolution.
Whereas in the 1990s, helping an African in need came to 39 dollars per individual, this
amount fell to only 9 dollars in the 2000s. This shows that as time passes, the rest of
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the world becomes insensitive to the famine on this continent.
The way Turkey approaches Africa in International relations:

The Relations Between Turkey and Africa in the Globalization Process (Ankara 2003)
titled book of Ambassador Numan Hazar is a work that goes beyond classic works on
Africa although limited in content. With the efforts shown by Africa Work Group that
was formed by TASAM towards the end of 2004, the 1st International African Congress
in the year 2005 and the 2nd International Turkish-African Congress that was organized
in the year 2006 are deemed as significant indications of opening out to this continent.
The Ottoman-African Relations titled book that has been one of TASAM publications
again, is important in the sense that it renders a perspective to this field. The international
relations that is considered as one of the most favored fields of interest in the academic
circles of our day concentrates on the relations between European Union, Caucasians,
the Balkans, Middle east and USA. Our universities have not yet grasped the importance
of Africa in the academic sense and as such none of them has a center on African
Research. Other then the communication between the political governments and the
related institutions of the government on the subject, it is not yet possible to talk about
serious data that has entered the records.
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THE CONCLUSION OF MEETING ON AFRICA: OPINIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

After the speakers in the meeting presented their points of view, Ambassador of Nigeria,
Adamu Ajuji WAZIRI, addressed the participants in the meeting, in this last section of
the gathering in which the opinions, recommendations and questions were voiced. The
Ambassador in his speech stated that Africa is not known very well outside the continent
and that it is made up of 50 different countries. The ambassador continued his speech
by saying Turkey has announced that the year 2005 would be the year to open up to
Africa and following this, numerous Turkish entrepreneurs have made investments in
the area. The Ambassador emphasized the fact that Africa is faced with very many
problems, and added that although there is a belief to the contrary, the African people
don't shy away from responsibility and with the development of new employment areas
and provision of the necessary means, the people of the region will become aware of
their responsibilities. WAZIRI later on stated that, the Continent is adversely effected
from the epidemics and the drought due to its economy that is based on agriculture.
He said that this year in Turkey, people were concerned due to the low volume of
precipitation and that in Africa; drought is one of the main problem areas.

TASAM Chairman Suleyman SENSOQY in response to a question of Moroccan diplomatic
mission asking what was meant by developing a vision together with Africa said the following;
It is well observed that Africa is in the process of developing a vision on the basis of African
Union, and that in this vision that is being developed in relation to the internal problems of
each country and the continent in general, Turkey would like to help solve the subject matter
problems and establish cooperation under just conditions and such a thought summarizes
very well this kind of meetings and the relations that are being developed.

SENSOQY stated that the thoughts and good will of Turkey related with the Continent
of Africa are hidden in its history and he emphasized that within this context, it is required
by the parties to contribute to the developing vision and to develop relations that are
correct on the basis of power and justice

SENSOY reminded that the Government of Republic of Turkey and the institutions of
the Turkish State are in an increasing effort to develop relations with the countries of
Africa continent and that TASAM's objective as a non-governmental organization is to
contribute to these developments

Later on, Ministry of Education Foreign Affairs General Manager Asst. Prof. Ibrahim OZDEMIR
addressed the attendees and stated that the timing of the meeting was very appropriate
before evaluating the relations with the African Countries in the area of education. OZDEMIR
stated that many African citizens are attending post graduate studies in Turkey and in the
last period students from Turkey went to Africa for educational purposes and that the
Exchange as such contributes to the development of mutual relations. OZDEMIR furthermore
added that as the Ministry of Education, they grant scholarships to many African Students
and they doubled the number of such scholarships in a very short period of time.
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SENSOQY reminded that the 3rd Turkish-African Congress will be organized in December
2007 by TASAM which arranged the 1st and the 2nd congress, and he pointed out that
the agenda related to the African continent will be busy in the year 2007, reminding
how Prime Minister Recep Tayyip ERDOGAN participated in African leaders' summit
that was organized in Addis Ababa and his statement that it was planned to have a
summit of the Presidents of African States in Turkey. He furthermore, stated that in the
2nd Workshop that is planned to be arranged by TASAM, opinions and ideas will be
exchanged with regard to the 3rd Turkish-African Congress.

Senegal Ambassador, Babacar Carlos MBAYE, stated that meetings are very important
in terms of the developing process and that it is necessary to have meetings of this
kind frequently. Following the Ambassador, the General Manager of TASAM Atilla
SANDIKLI addressed the meeting and stated that although it may take some time for
the results of this kind of meetings to take effect, the expectations are for support to
be received and concrete results to be obtained from the mutual cooperation.

SANDIKLI mentioned the stages that might be needed for this and stated that the
prevailing problems in Turkey must be brought up along with the subject of Africa and
these must be investigated before the areas of cooperation are determined, and following
the formation of a common vision in these areas the mutual action plans must be made.

He stated that TASAM African Institute is interested in the problems of Africa with the purpose
of helping them and bringing forward the information and documents missing in Africa.

SANDIKLI said, “Our expectation is for the African States to help create awareness
with respect to Turkey in their region” and he added that by this way they will be able
to contribute to the cooperation among the people from different continents.

SANDIKLI also mentioning that the studies with respect to Africa are in their development
stage, stated that the investment opportunities as well as the areas of cooperation will
develop in time. He also added that the studies conducted by TIKA in the region as well
as the intense activities carried out are extremely important in terms of future relations.

The Ambassador of Nigeria, Adamu Ajuji WAZIRI, stated that in this kind of meetings,
the representatives of non-governmental organizations from the Continent of Africa
must also take place as guests and TASAM Chairman SENSOY said that they found
the suggestion very positive and emphasized that they might be applying for support
from Turkish Government Authorities and the Chairman of the African Association
Commission KONARE, with regard to the subject.

Sltleyman SENSQY, in conclusion to the meeting extended his gratitude to the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, Diplomatic representatives of African States, other institutions and
representatives for their participation and contribution and extended his special thanks
to TIKA for the support they provided to the project.
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
