The NC Values Coalition exists to engage North Carolina
voters in the political process so that leaders who share our
pro-family, Biblical values get elected to office. When those
who share our values are elected to office, the legislation
they pass reflects our values.

At the State Level

Many substantive reforms that reflect pro-family, Biblical
values were passed into law in the General Assembly’s 2013
session—a sweeping pro-life law that will protect the unborn
and women's health in North Carolina; opportunity scholar-
ship to provide parents with educational options; protection
for the victims of sex trafficking and for missing children; tax reform; a balanced budget that includes funding
for pro-life initiatives. All these historic reforms were passed to make North Carolina a leader in job growth, in
educational choice, and in pro-life and pro-family policies. The North Carolina Values Coalition worked in
partnership with Senate and House leaders to effectively represent your views and values in 2013, and our
lobbying efforts helped lead to huge gains in conservative, pro-family policies and laws.

This Pro-Family Scorecard is an excellent tool you can use to evaluate the track-record of your North Carolina
Representative and Senator to see how they measure up to our pro-family, pro-faith, and pro-religious liberty
principles. We highlight fifteen votes for the House and fourteen votes for the Senate and show how your state
legislator voted and whether each vote was pro-family or anti-family. We then tally the votes by individual
legislators and calculate their overall score.

Finally, we give special recognition to our “Champions for the Family,” those legislators who scored a 100% pro-
family voting record on these critical pro-family issues (listed in red on the Scorecard). Legislators who scored a
90% or above are also given recognition as “Leaders for the Family” (listed in blue on the Scorecard).

The work continues! What can you do?

First, we encourage you to review how your legislators voted and contact them. Either thank them for their
pro-family votes or ask them why they voted against the family. You can find out who your legislator is and how
to contact him or her by going to our website: http://ncvalues.org/take-action/contact-your-legislators/.

Second, use this Legislative Scorecard when you vote. |t is intended to help you make decisions when casting
your vote. Also, inform others of where your current elected officials stand on the issues by forwarding this
2014 Pro-Family Scorecard.
