However, “On a debatable question each member shall 
be allowed to explain his/her vote in writing only, and this explanation 
shall be incorporated in the Journal if requested.” (Senate Rule 12.1 B)

Legislators must be present and voting at least 50% of the time to 
be eligible for an Outstanding Family Advocate or Family Advocate 
Award. LFF only grades floor votes, not committee votes.
