HB 780 — Talbot (R-River Ridge) [Final Passage] Gives priority to
Voucher Program students in Student Tuition Organizations.

4. PROHIBITS ABORTION PROVIDERS IN CLASSROOMS

HB 305 — Hoffmann (R-W. Monroe) [Final Passage] Prohibits
abortion providers from making presentations or distributing
materials in public schools.

9.  RePEAL OF LouisiaNA CRIMES AGAINST NATURE STATUTE

HB 12 — Smith (D- Baton Rouge) [Final Passage] Repeals

Status: Failed House Final Passage

10. AvcoHolL IN Ice CREAM

HB 471 — Hunter (D- Monroe) [Final Passage] Authorizes the sale
of ice cream containing wine in the state of Louisiana.
