2015-2016: Session roll call votes by your state legislators on small business issues are listed inside. While the Voting Record does not
reflect all elements considered by a lawmaker when voting, it can be a guide in evaluating your legislators’ attitudes toward small business.
Many issues affecting small business are decided in committees and never make it to the floor of the House and Senate. Please thank
those legislators who supported small business.

Unemployment Insurance Reform. HB1489
reduced the maximum period a person can be on
unemployment from 25 weeks to 20 weeks and
lowered average weekly benefit payments. These
changes will lower the cost of unemployment insur-
ance for business owners. A “yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the House 73-11 with 16
not voting; passed the Senate 22—-07 with 5 not voting.
Signed by the governor.

Property Rights. HB1908 enables property owners
to receive court costs and attorney’s fees when they
sue the government in eminent domain cases if the
government’s initial purchase offer undervalued the
property by 20 percent or more. A “yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed the House 75-2
with 23 not voting; passed the Senate 34-0. Signed by
the governor.

Tax Reform. HB1402 excludes the first 50 percent
of capital gains from taxation, saving Arkansans $17
million over the next two years. A “yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed the House 68-17
with 15 not voting; passed the Senate 24-9 with 1 not
voting. Signed by the governor.

Income Tax Reform. SB6 created more than $100
million in tax breaks for Arkansans by lowering tax
rates and reducing the capital gains tax. A “yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the House
95-2 with 3 not voting; passed the Senate 31-0 with 3
not voting. Enacted by the governor.

Tax Reform. SB756 prohibits counties from consid-
ering the income a property generates in the property
tax valuation. The bill was filed in response to some

counties considering factors such as the type of busi-

ness, rental income and traffic counts in a scheme to
raise the property taxes on commercial property. A
“yes” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
the House 67-6 with 27 not voting; passed the Senate
18-9 with 7 not voting. Signed by the governor.

Lawsuit Reform. HB1529 reduces asbestos
lawsuits by setting a strict limitation on how many
times companies can be sued in asbestos suits and
how much they can be forced to pay in damages. A
“yes” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the
House 75-11 with 14 not voting; passed the Senate
21-8 with 5 not voting. Signed by the governor.

Tax Reform. SB490, known as the Taxpayer Bill of
Rights, eliminates the requirement for small businesses
to pay disputed or erroneous tax bills before appealing
them in state court. It also reduces the burden of proof
on taxpayers during tax appeals. A “yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 34-0;
passed the House 94-0 with 6 not voting. Signed by
the governor.

Lawsuit Reform. SB204 limits the state’s ability to
pay attorneys on contingency fee to file suits against
private businesses. This bill is expected to reduce
lawsuits. A “yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the Senate 34-0; passed the House 74-0 with
26 not voting. Signed by the governor.

Tax Reform. SB332 re-establishes the sales tax
credit for the partial replacement and repair of machin-
ery used in manufacturing firms. The bill will provide
significant savings to many small manufacturers. A
“yes” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
the Senate 34-0; passed the House 80-3 with 17 not
voting. Signed by the governor.
