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Part 3 — Scotland

4(5) refers to the Interpretation and Legislative Reform (Scotland) Act 2010 Section 55 as
having the title (transitional Orders: revocations and savings). However, legislation.gov.uk
indicates that Section 55 is entitled “Consequential revocation of transitional Orders”.
Clarification on this point is desirable as currently drafted it could cause confusion.
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
