4.1.3 An application for admission to the course of training shall be submitted in

such form as the Council may prescribe from time to time.

4.1.4 The Council will determine applications for admission to the course of

training and shall notify the applicant of its decision. Where the Council decides to

4.2.3 An application for admission to the course of training shall be submitted in

such form as the Council may prescribe from time to time.

4.2.4 The Council will determine applications for admission to the course of
training and shall notify the applicant of its decision. Where the Council decides to
refuse an application for admission to the course of training, the notification shall

state the reasons for that refusal.”

In rule C4.4.1 of the Principal Rules after the definition of “solicitor advocate” the
following shall be added:



“continuing professional has the meaning given by

development regulation 2 of the Solicitors
(Scotland) (Continuing

Regulations 1993”

8. After rule C4.4.58 of the Principal Rules the following shall be added:
“Requirement to demonstrate continuing professional development

4.4.59 Every solicitor advocate shall undertake a minimum of ten hours continuing
professional development related to their practice as a solicitor advocate and shall produce
that record to the Council on an annual basis in such form as may be prescribed by the

Council.
