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German music market
in double-digit decline

HAMBURG — An increase in home
copying onto CD-Rs and a related
slump in demand for multi-artist
compilation albums were key ele-
ments behind a double-figure decline
in the value of record shipments in
Germany last year, according to local
labels body the Federal Association
of the Phonographic Industry (BPW).

In 2001, the trade value of Ger-
man music shipments fell by 10.2%,
from euros 2.490 billion in 2000 to
euros 2.235 billion. Volume dropped
from 266.4 million units to 244.1
million over the same period, an
8.4% drop.

The most dramatic fall was in the
albums sector. A total of 195.1 mil-

lion albums sold in 2000 slumped
11.1% to 173.4 million units in 2001.
“This was caused by disproportion-
ately large drops in [sales of] compi-
lations advertised on TV and radio,
and of new releases,” says BPW
chairman Gerd Gebhardt. Both, he
points out, are “key revenue main-
stays” for the record industry.

“They are particularly exposed to
the risk of CD-burning,” he adds,
“and are down more sharply relative
to budget and mid-price product.”
Singles shipments also fell in vol-
ume, down 4.9% from 51.1 million
units in 2000 to 48.6 million units in
2001.

The latest figures continue a
depressing trend in German ship-

Levy suffers a

The vast globalisation trend that the world has
embarked upon has, in theory, a certain number of
virtues.

It brings together the whole community of mankind
and should (in theory again) be a two-way street. The
western world gets its brands and culture reaching the
most remote parts of the world and, in return, should
take into consideration more of what non-western coun-
tries have to offer, in particular their cultures.

That’s the theory, of course. As anti-globalisation
movements have shown, it does not necessarily work
that way. Globalisation, as they claim, is the new word
for rampant colonialism and tends to be more of a one-
way street.

Let’s now apply this theory to the situation in the
music community. Alongside globalisation, we have
seen in recent years a two-pronged movement: on one
side the development of home-grown talent in most
countries; and on the other hand, Anglo-American
music strengthening its position as the key source of
international repertoire.

But what has not happened is a better appreciation

in the western world of music that is not from Anglo-
American sources. Manu Chao, himself widely present
at anti-globalisation rallies, might sell 2.5 million
records worldwide, but he is the exception that confirms
the rule (although it must be said this has happened
with little or no radio support).

A world where it is deemed normal that Madonna or
any act singing in English can and should appeal to the
global community, but where little space is given to non-
western acts, is a world walking on one leg.

A world where it is easier for Michael Bolton to get
airplay rather than Salif Keita or Souad Massi has a
real problem with its values.

A world where music coming from Arabic countries,
Africa or Latin America keeps on being labelled as
“world music,” cornered into a niche and not simply
regarded as music in its own right—and where songs i in
peul, fon, bambara or tagalog cannot
get any airplay at all—is a world
with a colonial mentality.

It is not about production values,
it is not about talent and songwrit-
ing ability, it is not about musician-
ship, it is about openness and will-
ingness.

There’s great music out there.
Don’t let it pass you by without tak-
ing notice.

Radio 3 gets first sponsorship

MADRID — Spanish alternatwe
music station Radio 3 has secured
public broadcaster RNE’s first spon-
sorship deal following the February
announcement that RNE’s stations
are now open advertising in order to
reduce the euros 4.1 billion debt of
parent corporation RTVE.

Making it clear that the advertis-
ing in question would “normally” be
sponsorships from public bodies
rather than commercial companies,
RTVE director general Javier
Gonzdlez Ferrari said at the time:
“We are exploring the possibility of
developing sponsorships involving
some type of symbolic economic ele-
ment as part of the customary
accords of public collaboration.”

The first sponsorship agreement
to be approved by RNE director
Maria Jesis Chao will see the Euro-
pean Movement sponsoring to the

tune of euros 12,000 an educational
Radio 3 programme entitled La
Banera de Ulises. The one-hour
weekly programme will follow the
journeys of two ships from Valencia
and Alicante on Spain’s eastern
Mediterranean coast to the Dead
Sea, stopping at several ports on the
way. The show will each week fea-
ture music from each country where
the ships dock.

With an annual budget of euros
33,000, the European Movement is
a non-profit-making organisation
which aims to stimulate the social
and political values of a unified
Europe.

While Ferrari’s initial announce-
ment that RNE is to be open to
sponsorship caused much controver-
sy in Spain’s commercial radio sec-
tor, news of Radio 3’s first actual
programme sponsorship appears to
have provoked little reaction at
commercial radio.

Promoted Sehlberg ups the urban music Power

STOCKHOLM — In his new position as
programme director at Stockholm
CHR/Dance station Power Hit FM,
one of Robert Sehlberg’s first priori-
ties is to tailor the station’s program-
ming to a Stockholm-only audience.

Following the closure of Power’s
Gothenburg station earlier this year
(after parent company MTG
acquired RTL’s Soft AC station
Lugna Favoriter/Stockholm and
extended that brand to Gothenburg),
Sehlberg says a slight change in the
music policy is to take place.

“My goal is of course to push Power
Hit Radio back to being the number
one commercial station in Stock-
holm,” says Sehlberg. “The conditions

are right to do it, as we now can focus
totally on the Stockholm market.”

Sehlberg was taken on
as music director at Power
Hit Radio last year after
eight years as music pro-
grammer of Stockholm
market-leader SR P5 Radio
Stockholm.

Sehlberg describes
Power’s existing music for-
mat as a “mix of dance
music, R&B and rap with
some pop in order to
achieve a broader appeal.”

He believes, however, that the
Stockholm market is more open to
R&B and hip hop than Gothenburg,
so Power will now play more urban
repertoire than previously. “Those
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genres are very strong in Stockholm.
We've also dropped some European
dance titles, as that seems
to be a style in decline.
Instead, we've added more
urban oldies such as Black-
street feat. Dr Dre No Dig-
gity and Coolio’s C U When
U Get There.”

The programme direc-
tor’s position at Power was
previously occupied by
Christer Modig, now MTG
Radio group programme
director. Reporting to Modig,
Sehlberg will continue as music
director in addition to his wider pro-
gramming duties, but will get some
assistance on the music side from
presenter Stefan Halvardsson.




Radio Essen to quit NRW umbrella?

COLOGNE — Radio Essen has
threatened to quit the Radio NRW
family of radio stations in North
Rhine Westphalia, because it
wants more flexibility in its pro-
gramming.

Radio Essen is one of 44
local radio stations for which
Radio NRW provides the
playlist, hourly national and
state news, national advertis-
ing and off-peak programming,
but the station has given
notice that it will not renew its
contract with NRW when it
runs out at the end of 2003.

Radio’s Essen’s programme
council—comprising represen-
tatives of local interests—
would like the freedom to
choose its own playlist and
programming. This is despite
the fact that Essen’s main

shareholder, the WAZ newspa-
per group, wanted to renew
the contract with NRW. WAZ
owns nine other NRW-affiliat-
ed stations in the state, as
well as owning a third of
Radio NRW itself.

Head of WAZ’s broadcast-
ing subsidiary Westfunk,

radio NRW

Hans-Jiirgen Weske, says:
“We have an interest in con-
tinuing with Radio NRW. We
are talking to the Essen’s pro-
gramme council about stay-
ing. We assume this is a nego-
tiating position, and that
after better terms are agreed
with Radio NRW, Radio
Essen will end up staying.”

Station head of Radio Essen,
Bernd Drescher, explains that
his station wants the flexibility
to take the elements of Radio
NRW’s programming that it
wishes, and not carry those ele-
ments it doesn’t. “At the
moment, we cant even think
about it because we'd be break-
ing our contract,” he says.

Drescher has been asked
by Essen’s programme council
to draw up plans for alterna-
tive models for the station
during the 18 months which is
left to run on its existing con-
tract with NRW,

It is unlikely, however, that
other stations will be leaving
the NRW camp. Cordula Ass-
mann of Radio Hagen says her
station needs Radio NRW, and
says: “We don’t notice any
reduction in audience in the
Radio NRW hours.”

Soft AC station,

Rix FM’s morning presen-
ter Gert Fylking took the
Personality Prize in the
commercial sector, while
SR P3’s Kjell Eriksson won
the public equivalent.
Stora Radiopriset was
launched in 2001 by
Radioakademin, an
organisation mod-
elled on the UK’s
Radio Academy. 54
jury members from
all parts of the radio
industry select the
winners, apart from

the Special Award and the

Paris — French CHR network NRJ
has teamed up with mobile phone
manufacturer Nokia to make music
downloads available via mobile
phones.

Music Netherlands, has announced that the affiliate
will cut its staff from 97 to 80 employees. 29 positions
will seize to exist, while 12 new ones will be created.
As expected, there will be three divisions: the Capitol
division, including stand-alone Dutch label Dino; the
Virgin division with developing acts and the Labels
imprint; and the catalogue exploitation division EMI
Marketing. The three divisions will work with one
centralised office. The announcement of the names of
the three general managers of the divisions, a chief
financial officer and a business affairs director is
expected to be made shortly.

But while the

accolade—for his Virgin album

Proxima Estacion...Esperanza—was

a recognition of his versatile talent,

many thought he could also have won

the award in the pop category as well

as the reggae category, not to mention
Latin, if there had been one.

By selling over 2.5 million units
worldwide of his album, Chao is living
proof that there is a wide audience for
music which is not aimed at the main-
stream and that “speaks” to people in
languages other than English.

The universal appeal of Chao and
a few other artists is a sign that what
was once labelled world music—to
distinguish it from anglo-American
production—is now a far too restric-
tive view and does not reflect the
diverse scope of the sounds and styles
of the world, especially at a time
when artists such as Chao blend so
many musical styles into their own.

Marginalised artists

“Manu Chao sells millions of albums
and it doesn’t do justice to all these
artists to corner them into a niche,”
says London-based V2 Music interna-
tional product manager Ray
McCarville. “It’s a way to
marginalise the artist play-
ing that kind of music,
when instead it should be
taken on its own merit.”

“As an artist, T have
always thought that the |world
music] label was restrictive,” adds
Salif Keita, speaking from his native
Mali. “It puts artists in a ghetto. Why
would my .music only be racked in
stores under world music?”

Keita fully endorses the statement
from the late French music executive
Philippe Constantin, who signed many
African artists—Keita, Baaba Maal,
Fela, Mory Kante—first to Barclay in
the 1980s and then to Island’s sub-
label Mango, that “African music is the
mother of all musics”.

“All the main music genres, be it
jazz, blues, reggae, funk or even rock,
have their seeds in African music,” he
says. “But I am not sure that today’s
African artists get the recognition
they deserve.”

Keita, whose career started in the
1980s with the Super Rail Band de
Bamako, epitomises the diversity of
the genre itself and some of its para-
doxes. His music comes from tradi-
tional origins, but he made a jump
into the modern world by working
with some of the most renowned
Western producers and musicians,
such as Joe Zawinul and Santana. “I
learned a lot with Zawinul—he has a
fantastic sensitivity,” says Keita.

Now, after experimenting with cul-
tural blending, he returns with a
more acoustic sound. “I've done too
much complicated music with sophis-
ticated instruments,” he admits. “I

wanted to go back to my roots and for
more simplified music.”

“It’s probably his most beautiful
album—the one I've told him for 15
years to record and I am happy he did
it, although I'm jealous I didn’t pro-
duce it,” enthuses French producer
Martin Meissonnier, a pioneer of
world music who has worked with
such artists as Fela, King Sunny Ade
and Amina.

For Meissonnier, current climate is
interesting because there are so many
new artists exploring different areas,
and that the mentalities are open for
more cultural blending. He has just
finished a project where he got the
new generation of rai singers from
Algeria to work with Jamaican reggae
Sk artists. The result, Big
Men—Rai Meets Reggae (see
page 10), is as much a fusion
project as one can imagine,
taking Arabic tunes and
marrying them to reggae
rhythms, as well as the
other way around.

But Meissonnier cautions that
fusion for its own sake might lead to
musical disaster. “Some mixtures
work and some don’t,” he explains.
“Natural and authentic blending are
the strongest ones. The ones that fail
are usually motivated by commercial
purposes. The reason our project
worked is because we had fun doing it
and there were natural links between
both musical styles.”

Authenticity is key

However, Meissonnier says that
Keita’s new album is the proof that
“authenticity is the key to this music
and fusion not mandatory. It’s a ques-
tion of generation. The youngsters
who live in Africa don’t care much
about being authentic—they are
already global in their heads.”

He says it contrasts with the 1970s
where the dominant music was played
by national acts with very little cross-
pollination between musicians.
“Moroccans were playing Moroccan
music, Zairians played music from
Zaire, and aside from a few acts like
Osibisa or Manu Dibango, there was
little mixing. Then came the genera-
tion of musicians which started to
blend things, and now we are in a full
musical melting pot.”

Meissonnier adds: “There are still
some critics who would like to see this
music frozen in time for the sake of
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Susheela Raman

authenticity, but what they don’t
realise is that it is an insult to the new
generation of musicians. What they
want to do is today’s music, not what
their grandfather was playing. They
definitely live in a modern universe.”

Blending genres has become the
norm in world music in recent years.
In their 1981 landmark recording My
Life In The Bush of Ghosts, in which
they blended electronic music with
samples from world music, Brian Eno
and David Byrne brought in a new
concept, although they did not work
directly with other artists. Byrne
later confirmed his interest in world
music by setting up his label Luaka
Bop in which he explored the various
facets of music from the world.

Cultural blending

But Andy Morgan, founder of UK
indie label Apartment 22, believes it
is necessary to be selective in this
kind of cultural blending. “The
process of mixing music genres with
world music has originally been by
westerners fascinated by this other
world of sounds,” he says.

“More often than not they integrat-
ed this music into their own music,
but it tasted almost as if they were
combining different ingredients on a
pizza. Some of these were pathetic
attempts to give a westernised sound
to these artists and failed. The danger
with such an approach is that people
are not opening up to the new Tito
Puente, Fela or Bob Marley, and all
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the greats of the other cultures. It’s a
self-serving exercise.

“This music is the perfect sound-
track for globalisation but the para-
dox is that it is also the one that
expresses best the sounds of anti-
globalisation.”

Since the Byrne/Eno attempt, a
variety of other artists have become
involved in sonic and cultural blending.
Rachid Taha takes Arabic music and
makes experiments in sound with
Steve Hillage. Salif Keita went the jazz
route with Joe Zazinul. Khaled took rai
to the world with the help of producers
Don Was and Philippe Eidel.

Nigerian drummer Tony Allen, one
of the founders of Afrobeat with his for-
mer band leader Fela Kuti, is now
exploring new areas, with an infectious
blend of afro rhythms, jazz leanings
and electronic additions. In the UK,
Natacha Atlas and Trans Global
Underground showed that Arabic
music could rhyme with the most
adventurous music; Nitin Sawhney has
tried to encapsulate all the music of the
world in his ambitious project Prophesy
while Talvin Singh incorporated indian
beats with drum ‘n’ bass.

“Obviously, not everything is suc-
cessful, but at least theyre trying
something,” offers Meissonnier, who
considers Susheela Raman as being
successful in blending styles. Raman’s
debut album Salt Rain (Narada/
Virgin) was described at the time by
UK broadcaster Charlie Gillett as “a

very impressive debut which effort-
lessly makes connections between
East, West and Africa while retaining
a strong sense of individual identity—
not always so clear in other recent
albums attempting parallel hybrids.”
Hybrids is one of the very reasons
why Andy Morgan set up his own
label Apartment 22 in the UK. “At
Apartment 22, 'm trying to work
with artists who are doing the music
of today,” he says. “U-Cef or MoMo
and just Moroccan artists doing
Moroccan music—except that it’s
today’s music. It is time to give more
space to this music.”

Today’s music

His belief is shared by Bob Duskis, co-
founder and CEO of Six Degrees, a
San Francisco-based label created
four years ago by frustrated execu-
tives at Windham Hill who wanted to
explore music from around the world.
“We are not a world music label,”
warns Duskis. “We take sounds from
around the world [and] mix them with
modern sounds.”

One of the label’s key artists is Issa
Bagayogo from Mali, who has intro-
duced electronic beats into his music
(see profile). The result, says Duskis,
is a marriage of traditional and mod-
ern. “It reaches the people in Mali
who feel it is not foreign, but also peo-

ple outside who can relate to this
hybrid sort of music—yet totally
organic,” he says. “There has always
been music fusion in the past but for
some reason Issa keeps the flavour of
Mali and doesn’t alienate people
there. He found the right balance.”
“Issa is a fantastic example of hope
for the future,” enthuses Apartment
22’s Morgan. “He’s in a studio in

Bamako and he’s doing his music,
which just happens to be fantastically
contemporary.”

Duskis says Bagayogo’s appeal is a
vindication of the reasons that presided
over the creation of his label. “We start-
ed the label because we felt there was
so much music out there—it was exist-
ing but underexposed,” he explains.
“We felt—and still do feel—that there
is a space for this music, it’s just that
people have to be exposed to this music
first. Once you can get their attention,
there’s definitely an audience.”

Duskis bases his belief on the
recent impact of acts like Bebel
Gilberto, whose production of elec-

tronic and Brazilian music found over
400,000 buyers in the US. “Younger
audiences come to this music too
because of the sound. They are inter-
ested in this hybrid music,” he says.
“African beats and modern beats are a
great common denominator. These are
exciting times because technology is
finally in the hands of the people who
are playing the music. We are no

longer in the era where Deep Forest
would come and sample pieces of
music. This makes for exciting music.”

With an international career span-
ning two decades, Salif Keita also
takes the view that even if a lot of
music from the world still has to reach
a mainstream stage, “there are more
and more people interested in world
music. I have the feeling that things
are opening up. The public seems to be
getting younger which is a good sign.
My son’s friends might be into rap but
they also listen to African music.
There is a very healthy scene in Africa
now with a lot of new artists.”

But as always, the real challenge
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seems to be how to expose these artists.
Christian Dalbavie, Putumayo’s
Amsterdam-based director for Europe,
says that anyone who deals with non
Anglo-American music has to be pre-
pared for a difficult ride, and that all
avenues should be explored. He views
Putumayo’s strategy—devised by the
label founder Dan Storper in the US—
as a template to reach out for con-
sumers in a non-traditional manner.

Beyond the converts
“It is so frustrating because you could
stay in your niche and preach to the
converted, but our attitude is instead
to go beyond the converted,” he
explains. “Putumayo, historically, was
created out of a store selling other
types of products and has developed
into a lifestyle property. So what
we've done is build a new stream of
revenues from sales to non-tradition-
al outlets. This now represents some
40% of our revenues in Europe.”
Putumayo has also developed a
technique of “store busting”, by which
Putumayo staffers and executives
spend lots of time in the field talking
to retailers, visiting shops, making
sure the products are well exposed,
and most of all building relationships
which can be beneficial to the label.
Says Dalbavie: “Instead of simply
signing deals with local distributors

Sounds from the world: Oliver Mtukudzi
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Souad Massi

Sounds from the world: Souad Massi
Algeria is best known for the groovy rhythms of rai exemplified by the likes of
Khaled or Cheb Mami, but Souad Massi covers another side of the spectrum.

The young Algerian’s voice has been described as “an Arabic Tracy
Chapman”, as her music leans more on acoustic folk than the heavy beats
of rai. “I was listening to folk music when I was a kid, as well as Algerian
music, African music, any kind of music,” she says, “but I found in folk the
right vehicle to express my feelings.”

The reaction to her debut album Raoui proves that indeed, a few hundred
thousand people have already been touched by her voice. Since the album’s
release last year, the life of Massi has gone into overdrive. Signed to Island
in France, she quickly found an audience in France and in neighbouring
countries such as Belgium and Switzerland, but other European countries
such as the UK are also warming to her music.

Having travelled most of the world, she is still surprised by the audi-
ence’s reaction to her music and is convinced that there is a greater open-
ness: “I've been touring non-stop for the past two years, which brings a lot
of interesting experiences. I was very pleased to see how British audiences
reacted to my music. They accept me as I am. It’s superb.”

Massi offers an explanation for her success: “I think I am bringing some-
thing different, more musical than that what usually comes from North
Africa,” she surmises. “To me, singing in Arabic, French, or English is not
really relevant—what matters is how people perceive the music and my
voice. The text is important, of course, but conveying a feeling is not a mat-
ter of language. For some reason, the audience, especially women, tend to
relate to my songs, even if they don’t understand Arabic.”

Media reception to Raoui, which is also the title of the first single, has
been nothing short of exceptional, though stories about her often concen-
trate more on the situation in her country of origin rather than her music.
“I used to get asked all sort s of question about politics and so on, and I got
my finger burnt a few times so I am very cautious now,” she says candidly.

She is now in the process of writing her second album for which she con-
fesses not much has been done. “We’ll do some demos in May and we'll take
it from there,” she explains, adding that she dreams of working with U2: “A
long time a go I sent them a tape because I wanted to work with them.”
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“My music is for the world—it’s for everybody.” That’s how Putumayo act
Oliver Mtukudzi wants people to perceive his music. And throughout a
three-decade career during which he has recorded over 40 albums, he has
achieved real international status, reaching audiences far beyond his native
Zimbabwe.

Talking from his home base of Harare in Zimbabwe, Mtukudzi says that
his latest offering Vhunze Moto, due out on April 23, “is about daily life,
facts of life, said in a simple way——I try to speak the truth and touch people
in the community.”

Mtukudzi started playing
music in 1976 and put out his first
album in 1978. He recalls that in
his childhood, “we would go to the
shopping centres and listen to the
radio there because we didn’t have
a radio at home.” Listening to the
radio, he was exposed to western
music—he developed a massive
fondness for Otis Redding—as well
as traditional Zimbabwean music.
BBC London Live broadcaster
Charlie Gillett recalls that during
a show he did with Mtukudzi, he
double-tracked Redding’s I Got
Dreams To Remember. “What a
voice—and what a charming,
inspiring man,” said Gillett.

“A lot of music from Africa has been westernised,” says Mtukudzi, “but I
try to make truly African music. That's what sustains me. [ want to make
something unique and different, and at the same time I try to remain close
to my roots.”

He continues: “I don’t mind new technologies, if it’s in the right amount.
It’s like salt and pepper, if you add too much, it does not taste good.”

Aside from the compilations that are the trademark of Putumayo, the
label also has a policy of signing acts which fit into their musical remit.
Christian Dalbavie, the Amsterdam-based director for Europe at Putumayo,
says that Mtukudzi’s album is the label’s key artist release for the year. “For
us, Oliver is an artist we truly believe in. We have a six-album deal with
him and we want to build his profile over time.”

Mtukudzi will tour Europe extensively from April onwards and Dalbavie
says that each live date will be used to promote the album. Putumayo also
intends to capitalise on the fact that Bonnie Raitt’s new album Silver Lining
(Capitol) features a song composed by Mtukudzi. “This really sets him in the
top league of composers,” says Dalbavie.
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Sounds from the world: Nitin Sawhney
Released in 2001, Nitin Sawhney’s ambi-
tious project Prophesy set him apart on
the British music scene. Not only did the
Mercury Prize nominee explore Indo-
western fusion, but he embarked on a
route which took him to embrace Arabic
music with Cheb Mami, flamenco with
Jose Miguel Carmona, Indian music with
percussionists Trolok Gurtu and Steve
Gahan, R&B with Terry Callier, and hip
hop with Pinky Tusadero.

“There is a pereeption that he is a world

artist,” says V2 Music international product
manager Ray McCarville, “but with such an
eclectic record, it’s just a way to marginalise
his talent. This is a difficult challenge and
there is no obvious solution to that. We'd
rather have people perceive him as an artist
in the same mould as Massive Attack.”

Six month after its release, Prophesy is
still very much alive, as McCarville
explains: “After the release of the album,
Nitin played everywhere, culminating
with a massive concert at London’s Albert
Hall. It was filmed by the BBC for a docu-

mentary to be aired in the coming weeks
and we are looking at doing a live album
from the recording to be released after the
summer.”

McCarville says that from a label per-
spective, the real frustration has been the
lack of radio support, especially in the UK,
for the project. “UK has been particularly
difficult as far as radio was concerned—it |
is a question of willingness from program-
mers. [BBC2 TV show Later with] Jools
Holland is a good platform and an excel-
lent tool for any artist, but that’s about it.”

and letting them deal with the prod-
ucts, our first task is to spend the nec-
essary time explaining our catalogue
and doing some training with their

sales staff. Then, we do a lot of in-
store visits, building direct relations
with buyers at key accounts—not only
music retailers but also all the stores
that carry Putumayo records.

“For example we have a very good
contact with people in France running
the FNAC stores. As a result, we have
listening posts in most of the stores.
It’s also a great way to gather infor-
mation.”

Dalbavie admits that this is a trick
that can only be done with this sort of
catalogue. “It is very time consuming,
but for us it is the only way to sur-
vive—all sales are important,” he says.

To expose artists, one of the main
promotional tools remains the
appearance of artists at concerts,
showcases and festivals. “Touring is
crucial,” says V2’s McCarville. “This
is how you get your act to reach a
wider audience. The real problem is
radio—if you want to sell a lot of
records you need radio, but it is very
difficult, particularly in the UK.”

Indeed, the UK’s attitude towards

non Anglo-American music is also sin-
gled out. “When the world music wave
started in the 1980s, I was writing for
the NME,” recalls Apartment 22’s
Morgan, “and for a couple of years
this music had a high
profile in the UK, with
people  like  Andy
Kershaw and John Peel
playing the music and

newspapers writing
about it.
“Then came the

backlash—a lot of peo-
ple started to get scared that if they
gave too much credence to world
music, they would look unfashionable
and ‘old’. [BBC London Live presen-
ter] Charlie Gillett is probably the
exception that confirms the rule.”

He continues, “The wheel is turn-
ing again, and interest is rising, but I
am constantly flabbergasted by the
reluctance of radio to play this musie
or when I see magazines like the Face

or Uncut, who see themselves as cut-
ting edge, totally fail to touch the sub-
ject of world music. It’s not so much
the case in countries such as France,
which has a more open attitude to
world music.”

Radio problems

Six Degrees’ Duskis agrees: “There is
no way pop radio will play this music.
But when you are dealing with non
traditional world music, some less
traditional outlets are a little less ret-
icent to embrace this. In the US, col-
lege radio or outlets who wouldn’t
take a chance on traditional world
music play Issa’s music because of the
modern production.

“l am convinced that there is a
growing recognition of these artists as
contemporary artists in their own
right. Once something has sold half a
million units and beyond, it is main-
stream. There aren’t that many but
things are happening.”

Sounds from the world: Issa Bagayogo

Salif Keita, Africa’s most authentic voice, returns
with a new album which contrasts with his recent
over-produced recordings.

Mouffou, named after a flute used by the Sahel
people, features an almost new-born Keita, redis-
covering the soul of his own music and roots, in the

- same mould as Folon, his 1995 masterpiece. It was
~ released throughout Europe on Verve/Universal
- Jazz on March 23.

“My new album is more acoustic and by the reac-
tion we are receiving, a lot of people like it that way,”
rejoices Keita. “We took the decision to make it more
simple. The music is more natural. We used a lot of

touch of simplicity.”

The album makes the
best use of Keita’s voice,
and thanks to a subtle pro-
duction manages to sound
truly modern whilst retain-
ing the heart of Keita’s
African roots. It features

contributions from Mino Cinelu, Kante Manfila,
who did the arrangements, Djelly Moussa Kouyate
and Cesaria Evora, who sings on Yamore the first
single released from the album. Keita says the
album has been produced in such way that “it deliv-
ers something which carries a lot of emotion and is
commercial at the same time.”

To promote his new album, Keita will be perform-
ing in the main European territories in April, includ-
ing two gigs at London’s Union Chapel on April 12-13.

~ in London says that Keita already has an important
fan base throughout Europe. “Our approach is to use
this base and expand,” she says. “In the UK for exam-
ple, we are using the services of a hip hop promoter to
reach the street level. And we are hoping that his
duet with Cesaria Evora will generate airplay.”
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In just a few years Issa Bagayogo has become one of the fastest rising artists
in the world music galaxy. Originating from a small village in Mali, he has
delivered a couple of albums, including his latest Timbuktu, in which he mag-
nificently blends the sound of kamele n’goni, the traditional Malian’s guitar,
with electronic beats coming from a drum machine he learned to programme.

Together with studio producer Yves Wernert and former Ali Farka Toure
guitarist and arranger Moussa Kone, he finally managed to put to a tape the
music he had in his head.

Bob Duskis, CEO of San Francisco-based label Six Degrees, to which
Bagayogo is signed to for the world excluding Africa, says that “Issa is a very
interesting and unique case. Unlike lots of other performers in Africa, he is not a griot, he is a work-
ing class guy from the countryside. He had this sound in him and was frustrated at not being able to
put it down on tape. His luck was to met two other fellows, Wernert and Moussa Kone, who managed
to realise the sound he had in his head. When they met, it was a very organic coming together.”

Part of Bagayogo’s appeal comes from his live performances, such as his appearances at key mar-
kets such as Womex last October and Midem in January. “We’ve done well, especially in Europe
where response has been going faster than we anticipated,” says Duskis. “In the US it is slower
because the audience is not familiar with his music. But we are here for the long haul.”

More sounds from the word

French electronica act Frederic Galliano has “discovered” Africa and takes his decks to the conti-
nent on Frederic Galliano And The African Divas (F Communications), which successfully blends
voices from Africa to minimalist and melodic electronic loops and beats. Also discovering Africa is
Damon Albarn with his Mali Music project (Honest Jon’s/EMI), which displays the Blur frontman’s
genuine interest in—as well as humble approach to—African music.

Is it Cuban music or Latin pop, world music or hip hop? Probably a bit of all. Orishas, on their
second album Emigrante (EMI), tread on Manu Chao’s shores. Also in the hybrid mould, Gotan
Project’s La Revancha Del Tango (Ya Basta), mixes tango with electronic music. The brainchild of
Frenchman Philippe Cohen Solal, the album topped the Listeners’ Choice of Best Records of 2001 in
a poll organised by UK broadcaster Charlie Gillett in his show.

World Lounge is Putumayo’s most recent compilation scheduled for release on April 9. Described
as “the ultimate chill-out soundtrack for a global cocktail party”, it features tracks from Gotan
Project, Mau Mau, Dissidenten and Hamid Baroudi. Also from Putumayo are Latin Groove, which
explores modern Latin sounds via acts such as UK DJ Sidestepper, Funkanzazenji from France,
Si*Se from New York and Sin Palabras from Cuba; and Arabic Groove, a comprehensive compilation
of modern Arabic music with acts from Libya, Egypt, Lebanon and Moroeco, among others.

Adelante! An evening at the Café Latin by Audio Lotion is a recent offering from Swiss label
Jaboo Records (distributed by Warner Musie) which also has the ability to release compelling com-
pilations exploring the depth of Modern Latin musie, such as Batucada Vol 2, A Trip Into Latin
Music. Finally, Mexico’s Los de Abajo’s Cybertropic Chilango Power (Luaka Bop/Virgin) has been
described as Tropipunk or a Latin acoustic version of Rage Against The Machine. It has more in
common with Manu Chao than the US rockers but is no less worthy of investigation.

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When reggae met rai in France

Martin Meissonnier, the producer/multi-
instrumentalist and documentary-maker
behind BIG MEN : Rai Meets Reggae, feels
that, for once in his long career, this project
has arrived at the right time. “A lot of the work
that I did in the past, with Fela Kuti, Khaled,
Don Cherry and King Sunny Ade, was regard-
ed as being ahead of its time,” Meissonnier
says. “One of the motivations behind Rai
Meets Reggae was the fact that there is a new
wave of rai singers who are much more in tune
with the European musical mentality than
their predecessors.”

Meissonnier worked with a variety of
singers from Jamaica, France and North Africa
for roughly one year to produce a hybrid form
of music that combines the ruff sweetness of
reggae with rai’s plaintive, undeniably North
African tones. “The music came out of jam ses-
sions and a spirit of friendship where everyone
there was there because they wanted to be,”
Meissonnier says. “I hope that the same spirit
comes through in the live shows.”

The economics of touring an album that fea-
tures over 20 different vocalists are obviously
prohibitive. But Khaled, Horace Andy, U Roy,
Gregory Isaacs, Chaka Demus, Chebba Warda
and Fadela plus lesser known names like
Anthony Ray, Kentucky Kid, Lamine and Tarik

alongside rhythmatists Sly Dunbar and Robbie
Shakespeare, will be appearing together for a
series of concerts in major European cities
towards the end of this year. The shows are to
be recorded for a live album.

In the meantime the problems of taking the
project on the road have been solved in part by
that most Jamaican of musical institutions, the
sound system.

A European sound system tour is being set
up for this spring featuring Anthony Ray,
Kentucky Kid, Lamine and Tarik plus a DJ.

Released January 26 in most of Europe,
BIG MEN came out in the UK .on March 25.
The album was released on Guillaume
Bougard’s label Taboul and licensed to Virgin
France for the world. Virgin export product
manager Thibaut Casanova says, “I believe
that there is a whole new audience out there
that understands music that reflects the glob-
al village idea. Student and specialist radios
around Europe are therefore a major part of
the BIG MEN campaign.”

Charlie Gillett, a DJ at BBC Radio London
(full service), says, “I'm playing I'll Be The
One which features Gregory Isaacs with
Miana and Life sung by U Roy with Larbi
Dida,” Gillett says. “I also really like A 100%
A Love with Kouider and Kentucky Kid and
Artificial Tears featuring Namine and
Anthony Ray.”

Occasionally a band’s reputation
can almost guarantee them suc-
cess, sometimes even before the
release of a first single. The UK’s
Mohair are one such band whose
hard work on the live circuit has
gained them a deal with a new
independent record label, M1
Records, headed by Billy Gaff, the
former manager of such world
renowned artists as Rod Stewart
and John Cougar Melencamp.

Mohair’s infectious blend of gui-
tar pop, echoes the melodious
upbeat energy of Crowded House
and Supergrass and has obviously
impressed Gaff, who says, “TI've
had two major successes in my life
with Rod and John, and I have not
seen talent like this for a very long
time — they are going to be a huge
worldwide force.”

Mohair signed to M1 in October
2001, and recently returned from a
six week tour of Ireland. They are
now hard at work in the studio

recording their first album, but
have already landed another
major coup ahead of their first
release. Their debut single, which
is as yet undecided, will be
released to coincide with the re-
launch of London’s Marquee Club
—the legendary venue that played
host to such big names as Jimi
Hendrix, Eric Clapton and The
Who during the ’60s. The project,
spearheaded by Gaff, will see the
club move to North London with
Mohair performing as the opening
act at an expected star-studded
launch night in early June.

The band’s manager Adrian
Bell of Avenue Management—a
former personal assistant to actors
Pierce Brosnan and Liam Neeson
and later a venue promoter—is
confident of the potential bril-
liance of his charges. “I knew they
were the only band I wanted to
manage, as they were the only
band in my whole time as a pro-
moter that had sent a shiver up
my spine when I watched them
play,” he tells M&M. Bell takes the
band to Los Angeles this month
where they will play a number of
showcases to major distribution
companies. A UK and Ireland tour
follows in the late summer, after
which the band will move on to the
US and then Europe during the
tale end of 2002.

With the right blend of luck,
hard work and perfectly crafted
slices of guitar pop epitomised by
the demos Bombshell and Ed In
Afternoons, it is only a matter of
time before radio jumps on the act.
In the meantime, remember where
you read about them first.

JAMAICAN REFLECTIONS

The marriage of the ruff, ragga
voice of Toots with grinding
synths and a female chorus on
Look In The Mirror by The
Marathonians (WEA/France),
looks set to be one of the standout
dancefloor moments of this spring.
The backing track is house-based
with plenty of playful pop ele-
ments and a pushy, riff-happy,
aggressive bass-end. On Play
Paul’s Marathonian Club Mix a
manic, faux-flute tune adds to the
sense of heady fun on a refresh-
ingly original tune with real
thump and loads of personality.

TIME BOMB

Time Records is on something of a
roll at the moment. The comeback of
Datura with Will Be One is looking
set to be a major crossover tune in
Europe while latest release, DJ Ross’
Dreamland on sub-label Spy, also
has what it takes to climb the charts.
It is a full vocal number with a mad-
deningly effective chorus melody
(echoes of 2 Unlimited) supported by
an uptempo groove that storms
along at 145 bpm. The combination
of several singalong tunes with
Maverick’s smooth as silk vocal
marks the track out as one to watch.

SHUT UP AND LISTEN

The evidence that Tommy Hools
were, especially in their early days
(1996/7), somewhat ahead of the
game, comes in the form of Shut
Up!—Early Works And Remixes

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Volume 1 (Recall/France).
Featuring original and remixed
versions of songs from their earliest
EPs, the album sports an illustri-
ous selection of remixers from Kid
Loco to Cam plus Terranova, Doctor
L. and Marseille’s Di Maggio.
Opening track Barcelone (remixed
by Cam) is classic headnod materi-
al with extra vocals, scratching and
splashes of symphonic strings while
United (U Naked Mix) is urban jazz
at its best.

A SENSE OF CALM

Tree-Soil Sounds For Moonage,
the inaugural single-artist release
on Danish label Music For
Dreams is, appropriately, by the
Japanese artist Calm and is a ret-
rospective from 1996 to 2000. It is
a beautifully constructed album
full of subtle, downtempo sounds,
superb musicianship and, on
tracks like Donde Sal El Sol, fla-
menco accompanied by a rhythm
that is perfectly danceable (albeit
slowly). More recent material
such as Running On The Sand
from 2000 displays a more elec-
tronic approach that takes some of
its inspiration from downtempo
house music while Light Years is
genteel modern classical music
mixed with jazz flourishes.

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DANCE BEAT

The weekly dance chart comment by Harald Roth

Junior Jack’s Thrill Me (PIAS) slips to num-
ber two this week, meaning that DB
Boulevard’s Point of View (Airplane!/Sony)
becomes the 52nd chart-topper since the
launch of the Dance Traxx chart in January
1997. 1t is the fifth number one to originate
from Italy—the others were by Eiffel 65 (with
two tracks), The Tamperer and Black Legend.

Only four countries have provided more
number one hits; the UK with 13, the US with
11, Germany with nine and France with eight.
DB Boulevard consists of three Italians who
have acted as DdJs, remixers and producers
since the early 1990s. Using Phoenix’s
Heatwave as the backing track and vocals by
Moony, the track has been picked up by super-
star DJs such as Roger Sanchez and BBC
Radio 1’s Pete Tong.

In the top 10, Minimalistix’s Close Cover
(Mostiko) holds steady at number six, while
Azzido Da Bass’ Speed (Club Tools/Edel), which
originally peaked at four, re-enters the top 10-
at nine (from last week’s 14), thanks to region-
al debuts in Scandinavia.

Originating from the tiny French label Bio
Records near the Wallonian border,
Mad'House’s Like a Prayer (a cover of the
provocative Madonna tune) jumps from 26 to
17. Outisde of France, it’s climbing charts in
Germany and the singer’s native Holland. And
just behind it on the Dance Traxx chart this
week is another Benelux treat, Ferry Corsten’s
Punk (Purple Eye), which steps up to number
18 from last week’s 23. Meanwhile, fellow
Dutch act Rank 1’s Awakening (ID&T) comes
into the top 40 at number 25.

Taking Corsten’s previous number 23 rank-
ing is the new track from Faithless, One Step
Too Far (Cheeky/BMG) featuring the vocals of
Faithless member Rollo’s famous sister Dido.
It’s currently a dancefloor smash at home in
Britain as well as across Scandinavia.

Summer is still some way off, of course, but
one Italian contender has already emerged in
the “summer hit” stakes. It's Pink Coffee’s
Another Brick In The Wall (909 Records), enter-
ing the chart at number 27 this week.

her album, which peaked at num-
ber 24 in the official FIMI/
ACNielsen album chart.

Marsili believes that Alexia’s
peak chart position of 24 means
that at least 20 other artists on the
chart must have sold more than
50,000 copies, but, he claims, none
of them have received gold discs.
He tells M&M: “This can mean
only one of two things. Either the
FIMI/AC Nielsen charts are false,
or Sony are lying.” He claims the
FIMI/AC Nielsen charts are
manipulated by the majors at the
expense of the indies: “In the past

the official charts in other Euro-
pean territories have been exposed
as rigged, so I don’t see why that
can’t also be the case in Italy.”
Responding to the allegations,
president and CEO of Sony Music
Ttaly Franco Cabrini says: “This
[Marsili] is a character who is
known in industry circles for stir-
ring up trouble in order to seek
publicity for himself. This isn’t the
first time he has attacked the
charts as being false. A few years
back he reported them to Italy’s
anti-trust body who, after investi-
gating his claims, rejected them.

This time he has called upon Coda-
cons, which is a pity.”

As for Alexia’s award, Cabrini
explains: “The ACNielsen
charts are based on over-
the-counter sales, while
the gold and platinum
awards are based on
shipments, therefore
there may be some varia-
tion. Marsili is essential-
ly mixing apples and
pears. To accuse us of
dishonesty is absurd.”

ments over recent years. Annual
estimates from the IFPI show that,
in dollar terms at retail values, the
German music market has been in
steady decline since a peak in 1995,
although sales levels have fluctuat-
ed during the same period.

The BPW has also released a

[According to
Gfk] a total of 19 million
people in Germany creat-
ed 332 million CD copies
in 2001, 55% [182 million]
of which contained music.

from “traditional” piracy, CD-R
copying and illegal downloads—was
roughly euros 3.5 billion, which is
far in excess of the revenues actual-
ly generated.

There
are also plans to impose bans under
Germany’s existing copyright legis-
lation to prevent the publication of
articles on how to overcome the
mechanism—something which
many audio and hi-fi magazines are
currently running.

With a market share of over
20%, EMI Finland is the leading
record company in Finland, where
local repertoire accounts for over
50% of total music sales.

EMI Finland’s managing director.
Some artists were amused by
the comments, however. R&B/elec-
tronica act Giant Robot’s singer
Tuomas Toivonen told M&M: “I
thought it was a good joke. In
Levy’s position I might say the
same thing. Too many unnecessary
records are being released.”

EMI Finland’s Koivuméki was
surprised by strength of the
domestic reaction.

Michael Bolton returns on Zomba

managing director of Zomba Inter-
national Record Group.

The first cut off the album, and
the title track, gets its final stag-
gered release in the rest of Europe
this week, after-a radio-only release
in the UK on March 18.

Co-written with Backstreet Boys
collaborator Max Martin, Shania
Twain and her husband Robert Mutt
Lange, the single was given only a
short lead-time before the album
came out because, according to Wat-
son, “Most people want to buy the
album—the single is just a taster.”

Head of music at Soft AC station
Lugna Favoriter in Sweden,
Wivianne Swedberg, says: “We are
not playing it just yet. We test all
the music we play here, and it’s too
early for this. It feels good, and I
think it can be a hit. But we only
play songs our listeners will recog-

nise, so we are waiting for it to
become a hit. We are playing loads
of old Michael Bolton songs.”

That classic chicken and egg situa-
tion—whereby the record can’t get
played until it becomes a hit and can
only become a hit by getting played—
is also recognised by Trevor White,
programme director of the Soft AC
Magic network in the UK: “It’s diffi-
cult to have hits without lots of sta-
tions picking up on the material, and
I don’t think that many will.” The
reason, White says, is that Bolton
needs to be “judged on his current
work, not his back catalogue.”

However, the new Michael
Bolton album has been well
received at UK public AC/MOR sta-
tion BBC Radio 2 and its executive
producer, music Colin Martin.
“When I heard he’s [now] signed to
Jive I raised a knowing eyebrow,

but let’s face it, over the years he’s
delivered some great radio power
ballads—How Am I Supposed To
Live Without You, How Can We Be
Lovers, which still get an occasional
airing on Radio 2,” says Martin.
“Ever since Richard Marks hung up
his vocal chords, and Curtis Stigers
decided to go down the jazz path,
it’s basically been a one- man genre.
The new material is not a radical
departure, but it is a generous help-
ing of lyrical ballads which still has
a broad appeal to many of our lis-
teners; and if the material is right,
Radio 2 will always support the
album artist.”

A key factor in signing Bolton to
Zomba was that “he [Bolton] pledged
he’d work hard to promote [the
album] and he has,” says Watson.
“He’s in Europe doing massive televi-
sion then America, Japan and
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Europe in May. He’s done English,
French, Spanish and Italian lan-
guage versions of the single, and per-
formed and presented at the World
Music Awards in Monte Carlo.”
Zomba has certainly given the
American singer a heavy promo-
tional TV schedule in Europe, tak-
ing in Richard And Judy and Top Of
The Pops 2 in the UK, the lottery
show in Sweden, and the Miss
Spain contest. After promo in
Japan, Brazil and Australia in
April, Bolton will return to Europe
for more TV appearances in May.
Shorn of his famous “mullet” hair-
cut, Watson adds that Bolton “looks
very ‘today’.” Surely it can only be a
matter of time before he duets with
fellow Zomba artist Britney Spears?
“Not this week,” laughs Watson.

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The resignation of one of the nine members of
French broadcasting authority the CSA is
growing into a major scandal in France. Janine
Langlois-Glandier, who quit on March 19 for
“personal reasons,” owned several shares of
Vivendi Universal worth euros 197,470,
contravening the regulation that CSA members
are not allowed to own shares in communication
companies. Langlois-Glandier claims the shares
were part of stock options she received when
working for Pathé, before the company was
acquired by Vivendi and before she joined the
CSA in 1997, and had been placed in a trust fund.

Unveiling six-month results last week,
Bertelsmann predicted “record results” in 2002 for
BMG. The German media giant reported net
income of euros 931 million for the six months
ending December 31, 2001. Bertelsmann did not
reveal details of the performance of
BMG—which has shed 1,200 jobs since
2000—or its other divisions. BMG
chairman/CEQO  Rolf Schmidt-Holtz
(pictured) predicted two weeks ago that
the unit will post EBITA this year of about
euros 137 million compared to a loss of
euros 293 million for the year ended June 30, 2001.

Could UK radio’s most notable father and son
duo be reunited at Virgin Radio? Hotline hears
whispers that former Capital Radio group
director of programmes Richard Park (and
father of Virgin’s programme director Paul
Jackson) is running the slide rule over the
embattled SMG-owned rock station on behalf of
Richard Desmond’s Express Newspapers
group, for whom Park is currently consulting.
Park was previously involved in Capital’s
unsuccessful bid to buy Virgin in the late *90s.

Reacting to an item in Hotline two weeks ago
regarding changes in the presidency of French
music awards organisation Victoires de la
Musique, Sony Music France president
Olivier Montfort tells Hotline that if Thierry
Chassagne, managing director of Epic Music
Group in France, has been “approached by some
people who were testing the water, there has
never been—and there will never be—an official
Sony Music France candidate for the job.”

Staying with Sony, president of Sony Music
Europe, Paul Burger, has appointed Tony
Martin to the newly-created position of VP
eMedia Sony Music Europe and UK. Martin
retains his duties at Sony Music UK, where he
created the affiliate’s eMedia team.

Universal Music Finland has acquired the
majority share of Helsinki-based metal label
Spinefarm. Spinefarm will continue to operate
independently from the major; founder Riku
Piidkkonen remains managing director, and its
12 employees are still on board.

As anticipated in last week’s front-page story
(M&M, March 30) the Energy network in Flanders
has been declared officially bankrupt, after its
operating company VZM went out of business.

Finally, Swiss public broadcaster RSR, which
operates Lausanne-based alternative music
station Couleur 3, is planning to go ahead with
its proposed all-news radio service by 2004,
despite a Swiss francs 50 millions (euros 34.1m)
cutback in RSR’s 2002 budget.
