Perfecting Echo;
8 New Awards
Categories Added

The German record industry is
looking forward to its second
annual industry awards, the Echo,
which many hope will eventually
gain international recognition on
a par with the Brit Awards and
the Grammys. This year's show
will take place on March 15 in
the Berlin Wintergarten and will
be presented by German media
association PhonoAkademie, the
driving force behind the event.
The awards are costing over
DM500.000 (app. US$318.000)
to stage.

Last year's inaugural Echo in
Cologne was welcomed as a
forum bringing all sectors of the

industry together, though techno-
logical hiccups in the presentation
attracted some criticism. Now the
onus is on the Echo organizers,
namely the PhonoAkademie and
its chairman Gerd Gebhardt to
perfect the Echo.

At presstime, Gebhardt reports
that almost all tickets for the
event have been booked. The
event is to have the same basic
format as last year, though some
new prize categories have been
added. There will now be 23
awards, compared to 15 last year,
including "German Producer of
the Year" and "Best German Sin-
gle of The Year." In addition there
will be awards for best male and

First RAJAR Survey Shows
Big Changes In UK Ratings

by Mike McGeever

The first joint survey of UK com-
mercial radio (IR) and BBC
Radio has resulted in a drastic
change on those of previous sur-
veys and caused an uproar in
some quarters of the private radio
sector. The survey, which is not
directly comparable because of
different survey methodology,
were conducted by radio joint
audience research (RAJAR). The
results apparently show an unex-
plained downturn in IR listening
and a slight upturn in BBC audi-
ences. The results are for the
fourth quarter of 1992.

The RAJAR committee
emphasizes that the results of the
survey were released on the
understanding that additional
research and investigations must
be completed before they can be
considered valid. Research Ser-
vices Limited, a subsidiary of
one of France's leading research
firms IPSOS, won the RAJAR
contract early last year with a £2

million bid (M&M February 22,
1992). RSGB formerly had the
contract for IR.

The survey shows commercial
radio's national share, excluding
Classic FM and Dublin -based
EHR/ACE Long Wave Atlantic
252 at 31.2%, while the share was
36.3% under the old methodolo-
gy. Classic FM and Atlantic 252
had audience shares of 2.8% and
5.4%, respectively. It was the first
time both stations were included
in the ratings.

The ratings also show that
BBC network radio's five national
services grabbed a 48.9% share,

with EHR Radio 1 FM picking
up a 22.4% share. In the last sur-
vey Radio 1 had a 21.9% national
share. One of the more marked
differences is EHR City FM/Liv-
erpool, with a 9.6% share. The
survey for the second quarter of
1992 showed the station enjoying
a 16% share.

With such alarming differ-
ences in ratings, RAJAR director
Roger Gane concedes that exten-
sive work must be undertaken to
prove the results, right or wrong.
"With any new system, especially
when it is as complicated as this,

New Export Office Hopes
To Spread French Music

by Emmanuel Legrand

FRANCE Performing
rights society

SACEM and music industry body
SNEP are among the groups
behind the new Export Office, cre-
ated to promote French music
abroad. The office, announced at
MIDEM, will be headed by direc-
tor Jean Francois Michel, former
director of the Fund For Musical
Creation (FCM) and president of
the US branch of the French indus-
try, the French Music Office.

Comments Michel, "Our aim is
to offer professionals [in the music
industry] a financial and logistic
support through practical action,
whatever their origin or the size of
their company. We hope to
enhance the presence of French
music abroad. Various things have
been achieved these past years and
we felt it was the right time to act
and move."

In an interview with MIDEM
News, minister of culture Jack
Lang said this project represented
a new step in the partnership
between the industry and the Min-

istry of Culture. He pointed to the
yearly Halou Festival in Tokyo and
the 1991 concert in New York's
Central Park with Mory Kante,
Khaled and the Gipsy Kings.

Holland is one area which has
been targeted recently, with a pro-
motional plan late last year, which
included radio and TV coverage,
retail campaigns and promotion
concerts by French acts including
Patricia Kaas and Patrick Bruel.
Similar campaigns are hoped to be
conducted in other countries, com-
ments Michel, who adds, "Being
European also means we have to
increase the exchanges between the
different EC countries. We don't
plan to act only as a one-way struc-
ture, expanding without giving
back. The more exchanges we can
set up, the better."

The export office will operate
via two branches, one in Germany
covering northern Europe, includ-
ing Scandinavia, which will be run
by Patrice Hourbette, the man
behind the Dutch promotional plan.
The other outpost, yet to be filled,
will be in Madrid for southern
Europe. Michel also hopes to use

the network of French embassies
throughout the world.

Mother function of the office,
says Michel, will be to lobby Brus-
sels in order to seek recognition
and support for popular music's.
Comments Michel, "A lot of EC
money has been poured into the
cinema and audiovisual industries.
We are going to try to achieve a
similar result for music. We expect
Brussels to come up with a pro-
gramme to support of EC's music
industry. This, of course, cannot be
done without the support of other
European countries."

The office will operate for the
first year with a budget of Ffr1.9
million (app. US$351.000). Financ-
ing will be secured by a fund called
FIDIP set up by SNEP
(Ffr700.000), by various ministries
and by performing rights society
SACEM, artists collecting society
ADAMI, FCM and producer's
rights society SCPP. The office
will also function closely with an
export committee composed of
SNEP members, which will grant
funds for tour support and promo-
tion.

Dutch Public System Asks I

For Management Changes
by Marlene Edmunds

HOLLAND
The board of
directors of

NOS, the umbrella group which
governs the Dutch public broad-
casting system, has unanimously
voted to alter the system's entire
management structure.

In a surprise move late last
month, the board voted to ask the
government to change Dutch
media laws to allow the NOS to
be split into two separate
foundations. One entity would
continue to oversee the business
decisions of the whole
organization, currently the
primary function of the NOS. The
second foundation would create
an entirely new broadcaster
capable of working together with
other pubcasters in making
programmes, if it wishes.

The NOS, while admini-
strating the public system, has
always functioned as a
broadcaster itself but, at the same
time, has been forbidden to
cooperate with the other eight
main pubcasters because. of its
management function.

The creation of the second
NOS foundation would allow it to
make programmes with other
broadcasters legally, removing a
significant roadblock, especially
on the TV side, to the pubcaster's
efforts to compete in the new
commercial market in the
Netherlands.

In the last few years, the
incursion of commercial

broadcasters on the Dutch market
has virtually decimated the
former monopoly position of the
public broadcasters. The total
audience share of the five Dutch
public radio stations has nose-
dived from 69% in November
1990 to 53% in November 1992
as a result of the invasion of
commercial radio into Holland.

Last fall, the NOS board
received a severe tongue lashing
from its own chairman, Max de
Jong, for its failure to stop
internal squabbling in its highest
ranks. In early January, Dutch
minister of culture Hedy
D'Ancona also increased the
pressure by demanding that steps
be taken quickly to establish more
unified management and cohesive
programming across the public
system.

In October, following a major
restructure of the public system,
Dutch broadcasters began
attempting for the first time to
programme horizontally, and the
new proposals on the part of the
board of directors are being seen
as a boost to that process.

Formerly, broadcasters had an
allotted amount of time to send
whatever they wanted without
regard to what the other
pubcasters were doing, resulting
in confusing programming and
rapid defections from the public
stations once commercial
alternatives began to become
available.

NOS press spokesperson
Andre Matthijsse predicts the
new proposals, which are
expected to be accepted by the
government, will be "yet another
step forward in implementing a
new way of programming which
will make the public broadcasters
more competitive."

Adds Matthijsse, "We have so
many broadcasters in Holland and
we are very expensive. That

didn't count as long as we had a
monopoly situation. Now, we
have commercial competitors and
they work more cheaply. We
have to become more efficient to
compete with them."

The restructure of the
management side of NOS is
expected to end with three
boards: one functioning as the
administrative agency, as NOS
now does; a second making the
day-to-day management decsions;
and a third consisting of the heads
of the TV channels. Co-ordinators
for Radio 1-5 would have input
into the second board.

Pan-Euro Music Channel NEN-
TV Planned To Launch In August

GERMANY Attention might
currently be

centered on VIVA, the German
cable TV music channel in the
making, but there's also a pan-
European satellite TV music
channel planning to launch in
Germany in August this year.
NEN-TV (Nashville Europe
Now -TV) based in Wiesbaden,
Germany, calls itself "MTV for
grown-ups" and aims to cater for
the 35-55 target group, broadcast-
ing country, European pop and
oldies across Europe, seeing Ger-
many as its core market.

GM of NEN-TV and
originator of the concept John
Gorman says research conducted
in Germany proved that 77%
people in the 35-55 age -group
would like to see more TV
coverage on country, oldies and
Euro-pop. The channel aims to

broadcast 10 hours a day with a
maximum of 60% of its
programming in the first few
years consisting of video clips.
The rest of the programming will
be filled by documentaries and
specials on music. "We are
dealing with a target group which
is harder to please and more
discerning," says Gorman. "We
have to deliver a meatier
programme than MTV."

He is not worried about
competition from VIVA. On the
contrary, the two parties met
recently to discuss joining forces
during their start-up years.
Comments Gorman, "We won't
have any direct competition,
because there is no one doing
anything like this in Europe."

Gorman reports that initial
meetings with major record
companies in Germany have been
very positive. "The majors see us
as a great marketing tool. They

don't want to invest in us, but
have pledged their full support."

NEN-TV is to meet with the
licensing body in Hessen in
February, and if Gorman's
financing plans are approved, it
will be full steam ahead with the
channel's launch. NEN-TV is
currently finalising a deal with a
future financial backer. A
tentative deal has already been
made with Taurus Film, a
subsidiary of public TV/radio
network Hessische Rundfunk,
for studio and post -production
work for NEN-TV.

NEN-TV will transmit via
satellite (either Astra or
Eutelsat) to national and local
cable networks and direct -to -
house systems. The company
NEN-TV GmbH was registered
in Berlin, while its headquarters
are in Wiesbaden, where the main
transmission and production
facilities will also be located.

Canal A To Boost French Music

tives anxious about the amount of
radio airtime dedicated to Franco-
phone repertoire should welcome
a new programme bank entitled
Canal A, due to start March 1.
The service has been approved by
authors rights organization
SACEM and music industry
body SNEP to broadcast 60%
Francophone music, with an
emphasis on new talent. Canal A
will broadcast 24 hours a day by
satellite, targeting the service to
local non-commercial (associa-
tive) radio stations in France,

(400), although some local com-
mercial stations (category B) are
also expected to subscribe.

Under the auspices of MD
Jean -Luc Espinasse and
programme director Patrick
Puegmal, the bank's playlist is
based on 75 titles, (two thirds
French, one third international),
which receive between one and
three plays daily. The service also
includes a system to promote new
talent whereby two new artists are
played over six weeks, with a
single from the album played
twice a day, with two daily plays
for other tracks off the album,
along with artist interviews.

The service is the fourth

programme bank in France, along
with information services Agence
France Presse, BBC Info and
Sources FM, and at presstime
had gathered 55 subscriber
stations all over France, with 30
more expressing an interest. Plans
also exist to implement a tele-
phone line this month, via which
potential subscribers can hear a
taster of the service.

Launched by local subsidies,
the programme bank, based in
eastern France, is available at a
subscription rate of Ffr2800 (app.
US$528) a month for category A
and Ffr3500 for category B
stations, and is hoped to become
self-financing by mid -1994.

recently, when he claimed that last
year's market share for Italian
music would register a drop of
around 20%. He blamed poor dis-
tribution and an excess of domestic
products on the market, some of it
of poor quality.

Head of music at Rome -based
private EHR network Radio
Dimensione Suono, Carlo
Mancini, argues that these two
problems have existed for years.
"As a programmer I have
difficulties in filling 50% of my
playlist with strong Italian
products. I can understand the
problems of Radio Italia SMI,
which is devoted solely to Italian
music."

Mancini also believes that
while the Italian music boom may
flourish this year, there may be
problems in 1994. "Major acts and
artists like Renzo Arbore,
Ligabue, Marco Masini, Vasco
Rossi, Luca Carboni and Mango,
who produce music of the highest

quality, dominate sales -wise," he
says. "If they can't maintain their
standard there'll be a problem. It
has always been difficult for new
talent to get the breaks it needs."

PolyGram Italy MD Bruno
Tibaldi believes there has been an
over -production of domestic talent.
Media coverage of the "Italian
music boom" and the existence of
stations like Radio Italia SMI have

. contributed to this, he feels. "This
leaves consumers without the
process of natural selection," he
comments. "It's a real problem and
the current recession adds to it.
Record company executives will
now have to be more selective
when signing new talent with both
national and international potential.
That won't be easy because there's
a wealth of worthy new talent."

Polydor Italy head of A&R
Stefano Zappaterra comments,
"There are too many Italian
products on the market and in that
situation it's impossible for

companies to promote them in the
right way. And, with many radio
stations now adopting EHR
formats, there's little airspace for
new talent. But I can't stop
searching for it and don't just stick
with major artists. But you can't
release 20 albums a year and hope
that one, at least, will break. You
have got to work with a maximum
of six or seven artists-and work
damned hard as well." Zappaterra,
however, says he remanins
optimistic for the future.

CGD promotions director
Luciano Linzi comments, "It's
better to work with fewer artists on
a long-term basis. You can't expect
to break every act or artist with a
debut album." He says he
sympathizes with stations like
Radio Italia SMI, which are
"bombarded" with domestic
products. He adds, however, "It's
better fighting for airspace now. A
few years ago there wasn't any to
fight for."

He is full of
ideas for the outlet-which is a
part of pubcaster NRK-but says
his intention is to continue along
the same lines as his predecessor
Rita Westvik, who left just
before Christmas.

NRK is scheduled to reorg-
anize its two original stations
(M&M, December 14, 1991),
while introducing a third-P3-
scheduled to launch on Sept-
ember 15.

The station will base its
programming on a 70/30 music/
speech ratio for under -30 -year -
olds.

Though he declines to men-
tion any core artists scheduled for
airplay, Kjensjord says P3 will
keep up to date on the hottest
trends and mix in gold music,
while his priority is to make sure
it has an immediately identifiable
sound. "With a music selecting
system, top qualified people who
know what's happening in the
music business and proper
presentation of the music, we
hope to compete with other music
stations," he says.

Kjensjord started in his new
position on February 1. He
previously worked at NRK P2,
newspaper Aftenposten, and
national news agency Norsk
Telegrambrya (NTB).

IFPI Plans To Extend
Point Of Sale Chart

by Kai Roger Ottesen

NORWAY Representatives
at IFPI in Swe-

den and Norway have expressed
interest in implementing point -of -
sale (POS) music sales charts in
their territories, following the
announcement on January 16 of
IFPI Denmark's collaboration with
A.C. Nielsen Denmark to imple-
ment the system.

Both IFPI Sweden legal advisor
Thomas Stenmo and IFPI Norway
director general Saemund Fiskvik
say they are interested in running
POS chart tests by this autumn, and
have announced that they are
currently running preliminary tests.
"There has to be a certain number
of retail outlets participating,
however," says Stenmo. "I would
like to see the same number as in
Denmark, that is 80 stores."

In Norway, Fiskvik says a pilot
project could be run by this
autumn, but that there is no specific
timetable as yet. Right now, the
sales charts in Sweden are
compiled weekly by GLF/IFPI in
Solna by calling 200 selected
stores. In Norway, research
company ScanFact gathers weekly
reports from 80 stores for national
newspaper Verdens Gang. Another
sales chart in Norway, published by
national newspaper Dagbladet, is
based on GGF/IFPI's label -to -retail
data. In Finland, IFPI and national
EHR station Radio Ettan
cooperate to produce a weekly Top
20 singles chart and a Top 40
albums chart.

In order to improve the state of
the charts in Denmark, IFPI went
into partnership with A.C. Nielsen,
a research company which also has
interests in the French POS chart
(M&M June 6, 1992). Says A.C.
Nielsen Sweden project manager

Karl Axel Svensson, "There has
been no contact yet, but we're
interested on the basis of the
success the project in Denmark has
had. Scanning systems account for
a considerable part of A.C.
Nielsen's turnover, particularly in
grocery stores. We have the
instruments and we control the
technique."

A.C. Nielsen Finland product
manager for scanning systems Jun
Seppa says the music business has
not been a priority market for them,
but, "perhaps in the future." A.C.
Nielsen Norway director Tor Erik
Engebretsen, says, however, that
they are considering the
proposition.

Record companies support the
idea of a POS system, citing
accurate data as the main
advantage. PolyGram Sweden
MD and IFPI Sweden chairman
Lennart Backman comments,
"We're looking into a point -of -sale
system, but it isn't based on the
Nielsen model. We hope to have a
chart based on this kind of system,
however there is no specific time -
frame. Relatively few stores utilize
a computerized point -of -sale
system, and there have to be many
more before we can begin to
develop a chart based on
information from the stores. The
matter is being discussed
internally."

In Finland, only one retailer -
27 -store Tuko Anttila-has
implemented a computerized unit
sales system.

Head of Mega Records
Norway Nina Th. Lauritzen also
sees a databased POS chart as a
real advantage. "The figures on the
VG chart are not always correct.
The retailers have an overview of
the Top 3 singles, but after that it's
difficult for them to keep track."

"Radio is the most important medium in Switzer-
land for presenting new artists to a wide audi-

ence," according to promotion director at Poly -
Gram Switzerland Rene Tanner. "The reason for

that is that there are virtually no outlets on TV for
contemporary artists."

Tanner says he thinks it would be dangerous for
him to consider just the biggest stations such as
pubcaster Radio DRS, EHR Radio 24, MOR/gold
Radio Z and MOR Radio
Argovia as the most
important ones for
promoting acts. "If you add
up the listeners of the 44
local radio stations in
Switzerland, you get a big
audience too." Tanner says
he works in much the same
way with DRS as he does
with private and local
stations.

Breaking national talent
in Switzerland depends on
the genre, he says. "The
media doors are much
more open to conservative music such as Swiss
folkmusic, Schlager, records sung in dialect etc.,
than for local English -language rock and pop
productions. This is all down to the very 'middle-of-
the-road' approach of the local stations."

Tanner joined PolyGram in 1983 as a designer
and in 1987 joined the promotion department as
promotions asistant. In 1990 he was promoted to

his present position of promotion director. He sums
up his success as "creativity, stamina and good
nerves!"

Tanner's priority acts include Def Leppard,
Ugly Kid Joe, Bon Jovi, Billy Ray Cyrus,
Shakespears Sister, Vanessa Paradis, Extreme
and Andrew Lloyd Webber. Priorities in the
pipeline include Sting, Hothouse Flowers, East 17
and Eddie Murphy. He cites Peach Weber as a
recent example of a successful promotion he has

recently carried out.
Weber's album Nix Wie
Gtix has sold over 80.000
copies in German-
speaking Switzerland and
is still selling.

On the future of the
record industy in
Switzerland, Tanner says
its development is very
much influenced by events
in the neighbouring
territories of Germany,
France and Italy. Tanner
says that two new private
TV channels are planned

which would help things
promotion wise in Switzerland. A new rock station,
Powerstation in Zurich, could help promote this
genre of music he says, which gets no airplay on
the other MOR local stations. A one month test run
this year will determine whether the first Swiss
rock station goes on air in 1994.

Atlantic 252: Succeeding Against The Odds
by Paul Kavanagh

When we started Long Wave
Radio Atlantic 252 three years
ago, almost everyone in the
industry laughed. "Longwave is
dead," they said, and when I told
them that we would broadcast
from an old house next to a cattle
market in a small town thirty
miles northwest of Dublin, they
laughed even more. Today, three
years later, Long Wave Radio
Atlantic 252 has become the
largest commercial radio station
in the UK with 5 million listen-
ers.

How did we manage to succeed
against . stations on FM? I feel
there are a couple of key points in
the success of Long Wave Radio
Atlantic 252:

1) Before we put the station
on -air we objectively assessed the
radio market, and talked to radio
listeners, assessing their feelings
on the good and bad aspects of
the radio they listened to in the
UK.

2) Based on the results we
obtained from the assessment, we
designed a station which filled a
void in the market-a station
which was different from what
was currently available. It is

interesting when I speak to oder
programme controllers and
station managers, and they say,
"My station sounds exactly like
Long Wave Radio Atlantic 252."
Yet, if you ask the listeners, they
will say there are big differences.
Long Wave Radio Atlantic 252
programming is tightly
targeted.

3) We have a small
team on and off the air;
everyone on the team
is totally professional
and has a good
knowledge of what our
listeners want, they make our
listeners feel like they are part of
a special 'Gold Circle Club.'

4) We only do what our
listeners want, and every year
they expect more and more from
us. So every year we not only
have to be better than the
competition, we have to be better
than ourselves.

5) We have established a clear
position in our listeners minds;
most of them know what Long
Wave Radio Atlantic 252 stands
for, but we know we will
constantly have to remind them.
We have something in common
with brands like McDonalds and
Coke-we are consistent; when

f

you go to McDonalds you know
what they sell, and when you buy
a Coke you know exactly what
you've got, when you push the
LW button you know what you're
going to get.

6) We don't only view other
radio stations as our competition.

Better TV, Video, and Computer
Games all eat into radio listening
time, and as time progresses radio
has to be careful that it is not
pushed another few steps down
the entertainment ladder.

You can read this article and
say that I have learned nothing

new; the reality is
that there is very
little that is new in
radio, and every
successful radio
station across the
world is built on

simple coherent assessments of
listener needs, desires, and good
basics.

Over the last 20 years good
radio basics haven't changed
much, but there have been large
changes in the market, and so also
in the tactics used to win in
today's over -communicated
world.

You have to be an outside
thinker these days. You have to
look at the market from the
bottom up, not from the top down
as you could a few years ago.

A good example of this comes
from the recent US presidential
election. George Bush was
working from the top down. He
fought the election on family

values and how great he was to
have united the world, yet from
his position at the top he missed
what the real issues were. Bill
Clinton however, got out and
spoke to the people, and found
the real issues that were
concerning them, such as jobs,
the economy, and health care, and
then built his tactics and
strategies from the 'bottom up.'
Clinton also has a new approach
to dealing with difficult political
questions-a few years ago a
'political' answer that avoided the
issue was good enough. Today
you must tackle the question
head-on; simply communicate
your feelings, explain your
reasons, and state your position
clearly. These simple things have
made Bill Clinton a hero.

The question is, will our radio
station get elected in 1993? If the
recently departed president of the
US and all of his advisers missed
a simple opportunity like that.
could we miss it?

In short, Long Wave Radio
Atlantic 252 has got more
listeners than any other radio
station because we give a clear
section of radio listeners more of
what they want.

Broadcast Consultants Can Learn While Leading
by Thomas Hopfensperger

The thought of becoming a mod-
ern-day tradesman, a consultant,
sharing skills with broadcasters
abroad has grown since attending
the 1992 Radio Montreux Confer-
ence.

The "80-20 Rule" seemed to
apply at the Radio Montreux
symposium: Americans made up
20% of the attendance and did
80% of the talking while the
worldwide group of broadcasters
courteously listened.

Many Americans expected
their "know-how" to be a valu-
able commodity in Montreux and
I was ready to share my 15 years
in broadcast sales. With commer-
cial radio growing on the Euro-
pean continent, the timing
seemed right.

"It's an exploding industry,"
said Peter Stromquist of Mon-
treux Companies, an advisement
service for media and entertain-
ment industries. "There's real
opportunity in the international

firm for clients in nine countries
including MTV Europe, Sky-
rock/Paris, Europe 2/Prague and
Radio M/Moscow. "The best
American radio station, just
dropped into Europe, wouldn't
necessarily be successful,"
Hadges said. "Each country has
its own music preferences and
ethnic interests."

A Different Radio
Recipe

The "recipe"
called for a sample of Miller-
Heiman's Strategic Selling sys-
tem, followed by a touch of
Client Needs Analysis from

The thought of clients measur-
ing the value of a station solely
on TKP or CPM (the cost of
reaching 1.000 listeners) worked
against my sales beliefs. But it

They'll
adapt quite well from there," says
Green. I had traveled thousands
of miles to share the art of negoti-
ation only to find it of little use
under a fixed -price system.
Nonetheless, I found the German
method efficient and technically
advanced.

Nevertheless, Allardet has
noticed unfounded reticence on
the part of soul and major R&B
labels toward French distribution
of US and UK product. Despite
the majority of Voltage's pro-
gramming titles coming from
non -domestic acts, labels like
Warner and MCA stand, albeit
politely, accused of over -cau-
tiousness.

"I think they still feel domestic
releases are not worth their time,"
says Allardet.

Having licensed Harthouse to
companies in the Benelux, the
UK and America, label manag-
ing and marketing director
Heinz Roth is understandably
pleased with the partnerships.

Billy Ocean Starts Promo
This Side Of The Atlantic

Billy Ocean has returned to the scene with
a new album "Time To Move On" and a
new image. Contrary to previous cam-
paigns, the promotion kicks off in Europe.

Billy Ocean's last studio album, Tear Down
These Walls, is already five years old. The
grandmaster of British soul then found it was
Time To Move On and named his comeback
album accordingly.

The February 22 release album on Jive is
pre-empted by the single Pressure, which
shows that Ocean is aware musical tastes
have changed since the days of his colossal
'80s hits, like Caribbean Queen (No More
Love On The Run), Get Out My Dreams, Get
Into My Car and the unforgettable US num-
ber one hit When The Going Gets Tough, The
Tough Gets Going, the theme song to "The
Jewel Of The Nile." He has released the pres-
sure by implementing subtle dance beats.

His image has also undergone a change.
Gone is the ring beard, which has now been
replaced by dreadlocks. "Those things come
right out of himself," says Laurie Jay,
Ocean's personal manager for the past 17
years. "Sometimes, one just needs a change
to keep things fresh."

Jay tells what kept Ocean away from the
scene so long. "It's the machine -age we live
in. He just didn't feel like making records for
a while. Whether he will be successful with
the new material, I can't tell yet. It's all in the
hands of God, but the initial response is phe-
nomenal, as we have found out during our
current promo trip on the continent."

Starting in (mainland) Europe marks a
change in strategies for Jay. "In the past we
were very much focused on American suc-
cess, totally forgetting Europe. That always
came second. We never toured there, while

we did three major US tours throughout the
years. After the many requests we got from
Europe, we could no longer ignore that mar-
ket. After all, we live in Europe, don't we?
We try to get as many TVs as possible, espe-
cially in those markets that were a bit neglect-
ed in the past."

Zomba VP Europe Bert Meyer reveals
that "TV is the backbone of the campaign.
We feel that Ocean's personal presence is
important. Also, we've made the one -hour
ITV TV special of January 17 available for
other broadcasters."

Time To Move On was made with several
big names in the producer's chair. With R.
Kelly and Hula & Fingers Ocean recorded
in Zomba's own Battery Studios, based in
New York and Chicago respectively. A slight
musical change is audible, with five

Caribbean -flavoured tracks recorded in

Jamaica with Steely & Cleevie.
Meyer is convinced of the hit potential of

the album. "We hear at least four more sin-
gles on it, of which we feel the ballad Rose is
destined to be big. It's his best ballad ever,
and is planned to be the next single. We're
not afraid that the consumers have forgotten
about Billy Ocean. The Greatest Hits-his
last 'sign of life'-sold 725.000 copies in
Europe, of which 450.000 in the UK alone."

Gangway Gathers Five
Grammy Nominations
DENMARK

Danish pop act Gangway
always had bad luck until

now. They released four albums on three dif-
ferent labels, of which two went bankrupt.
Now with Genlyd/BMG, their future looks
more secure.

Genlyd BMG A&R/marketing director
Jesper Bay tells the story. "Gangway's new
album Happy Ever After [the band's fifth] is
their long-awaited breakthrough in Denmark
and we've sold more than 25.000 copies of it.
We have just secured the rights for their three
first albums, which have been unavailable for
a couple of years."

With five Grammy award nominations at
home the future really looks bright for the
band, which until now has only had a short
glimpse of international stardom-a few sec-
onds in 1987. For PolyGram International
they re-recorded the best songs of their first
two albums on the Irmgardz label-The
Twist and Sitting In The Park-together mak-
ing Sitting In The Park Once Again.

This title shows their good sense of
humour, which never lets them down, as is
shown by the The Quiet Boy Ate The Whole
Cake dubbed album, their last independent
release (Electra) back in 1989.

The video to the single Mountain Song is
side-splitting-a continuing story which ends
in the video for the new single Never Say

Goodbye. It starts with a boy who has no
pocket money taking out a girl, and leads to a
series of very comic slapstick situations.

The music itself is the kind of hyper -
melodic synth pop like the Pet Shop Boys,
but somewhat more modest. Songwriters
Henrik Balling and Torben Johansen have
international class. The first single off the
album, Didn't I Make You Laugh, and the
aforementioned (Grammy -nominated)
Mountain Song would make great contenders
for playlists across Europe.

Here we have a real soul singer, as
sophisticated and sensual as Lisa Stanfield,
who fits both the trendy club scene as well as
the plush surroundings of chic nightclubbing.

The set on the album is so balanced, that
it suits a multitude of formats.

half is based on the music, of which we know
it really has a substance. With three singles
prior to the album, we showed the people the
depth of the album. The pedigree of the musi-
cians on the album are also of such high
class." Among the session musicians you will
find the Blues Brothers' horn section,
Mariah Carey's bass player Anthony
Jackson and Cissy Houston's New Hope
Baptist Choir, which inspire Carroll to sing
like an angel on the true soul carol Heaven
Sent.

M&M's EHR, ACE and EDR charts are based 100% on airplay reported each week by M&M's reporter team. Participating stations are selected as reporters and "weighted" as "Platinum," "Gold," "Silver" or "Bronze" stations based on the following criteria: market population, location,

weekly reach and/or average share of the available audience, policy of programming current music, retail sales influence and ability to report in a timely, consistentand accurate manner. More detailed definitions follow below. It should be noted that points awarded for airplay may vary

slightly from one station to another within one of these four groups. For example, some Platinum stations are weighted slightly more or less than other Platinum stations. However, all Platinum reporters will be weighted more than Gold Silver, or Bronze stations. Individual station

Platinum (P) Leading stations/networks/dominant programmes in major markets. Most of these stations have an estimated overage weekly reach of at least 1 million listeners and are regarded as having moderate to heavy level of retail influence. Gold Pt Leading

stations/networks/dominant programmes in medium markets or secondary broadcasters in major markets. Most of these stations have an estimated overage weekly reach of 200.000 to 1 million listeners. Stations from smaller markets usually hove an above -average level of retail

influence. Silver (S) Leading stations in smaller markets or secondary broadcasters in medium markets. Most of these stations have an estimated average weekly reach of50.000 to 200.000 listeners. Stations from smaller markets usually have an above -average level of retail influence.

Bronze (B): Smaller broadcast operations, individual programmes at larger stations, certain cable -only stations, and/or dayparted blocks of programming on small market stations. Most of these stations/ programmes reach between 15.000 and 50.000 listeners weekly. Small market

stations have at least o moderate level of retail influence; larger stations in this group may hove a low level of retail influence.

female artists and best group in
German schlager/folk music and
three new prizes in the field of
music publishing.

President of the German Par-
liament Rita Siissmuth is once
again patron of the Echo and, as
with last year's event, proceeds
will go the German foundation
for AIDS research. A cheque for
DM100.000 will be presented to
Siissmuth on the evening of the
awards.

For Gebhardt, the most impor-
tant thing is not to rush the
awards and to consolidate the
base on which the event has
already been built. He comments,
"It will take time to perfect the
event. It will take two to three
years before artists are really
waiting with bated breath to see if
they've been nominated for an
Echo. And it will take a long time
until they can be televised like the
Brits. I think we have to be cau-
tious about going into TV too
early. We need to take time in
establishing the awards on all
sides. The Brits have been going
for 20 years and we're only just
starting out, so there's no need to
hurry."

Sony Music MD Jochen
Leuschner says Sony is totally
behind the Echo Award and the
way it is being presented. More-
over, he says he has never
favoured the attempt to speed up
the awards by having TV cover-
age.

He comments, "This would
mean building the awards around
a TV show. The problem is that
people in Germany are already
comparing the Echo with the
Grammys and the Brits, but most
of them haven't ever attended the
Grammys and therefore don't
realise how long and boring they
are. German viewers only get the
highlights of these awards and
they don't realise that they're just
getting a TV show.

"I wholeheartedly agree with
the approach of Gebhardt and the
PhonoAkademie in keeping the
award as it was presented last
year and leaving it like this for
quite a few years. I consider the

Echo as an event for the German
industry for us to celebrate our-
selves."

Very keen to get the Echo tele-
vised as soon as possible is MCA
MD Heinz Canibol, who says, "I
think the second Echo will show
that the concept we already have
is more or less the ideal one and
that the awards are ready to be
televised."

Canibol sees the Echo as a
necessary step for the German
music industry to take, in order to
develop into a mature business.
"With the generation change over
the past few years in the leader-
ship of the German labels, those
running the companies felt that it
was a necessary move to create a
platform and let consumers,
retail, media and politicians know
what the industry is about."

BMG Ariola Hamburg MD
Michael Anders says the Echo
Awards can help document the
position of the music industry in
Germany. He adds, "There has
been a very positive response
over the year to the Echo and I
think that we now need to perfect
the Awards and build on them.
Perhaps in two years time the
Awards will gain international
recognition.

"I think the Echo should be
kept as a German event, but it
would be nice to have interna-
tional stars attending to attract
more media interest."

The success of the Echo
depends on the support of the cre-
ative community, according to
East West MD Jiirgen Otter -
stein. "The Echo has got off to a
good start as far as the domestic
creative community is concerned,
but we need to reflect the interna-
tional reality. I think that there
should be more international
recognition. The Echo is the
biggest PR exercise we can do in
terms of national and internation-
al recognition."

As president of BMG Ariola
GSA territories, Thomas Stein
sums up, "With PopKomm, the
German music industry has found
its fair. With Echo it has found
its award."

we have to look at every factor
involved, and investigate how we
came to these results," he says.
"There are marked differences in
some results from what was
expected." Gane adds that work is
underway to validate the figures
as soon as possible. The research
is expected to take several weeks.

Jonathan Arendt, of London -
based radio research and analysis
company Hallett Arendt, says
RAJAR has a lot of work to do.
He contends that the apparent
mass exodus of listeners from sta-
tions such as City FM doesn't
make sense. "I don't believe all
these commercial stations have
suffered massive losses," he com-
ments. "There is no reason for it."

He says based on his compa-
ny's initial analysis that the num-
bers don't show that the listeners
have gone to the BBC or the
national commercial services.
"What we have here is changed
methodology, with a vast amount
of things that are different," he
says. "These need solving. I think
over the next few surveys we will
see things stabilize."

Arendt echoes many broad-
casters' worries that advertisers
might not see the shifts as a blip
in the survey but as a downturn in
IR listening. That could result in
the industry losing millions of

pounds in advertising revenue.
He adds it is impossible to
responsibly analyze individual
stations and markets until the
industry has a few more surveys
under its belt.

Gane, however, says he is
confident advertisers will not
react hastily. Allowing for the
bugs in the system to be worked
out, Gane says the advertisers
will "wait and see with a mature
approach and will not react in a
knee-jerk fashion as has been
suggested."

Brian West, director of the
AIRC, IR's representative body,
says the industry has to accept
that "there is a settling period
during which the methodology
adopted and the gathering and
processing of data continues to
undergo the closest scrutiny.
We're reminded that such a thing
happened in television when
BARB replaced JICTAR. Users
understood there were complica-
tions which had to be ironed out,
and we trust they will now."

Sheila Porrit, MD of easy -lis-
tening Melody Radio/London-
the only commercial station in the
market to see a positive shift in
the latest survey results -says
major advertising agencies she
has spoken to don't see the latest
survey as a blow to commercial
radio. They are understanding of
the problems that arise, as was in
the case of commercial TV, she
says.

vates and do what they're doing a
lot more intelligently. It's not a
question of finding a new niche,
but of being able to compete and
win listeners." The new youth sta-
tion's name has yet to be decided,
but Engel says it will "definitely
not be called NDR5."

In last year's Infratest ratings
NDR2, NDR's youngest channel
currently with an EHR/ACE for-
mat, came out on top with a 27%
share of Hamburg's 14+ listeners.
Radio Hamburg came second
with 20%, while OK Radio fol-
lowed with 13%.

Radio Hamburg PD Rainer
Cabanis says NDR's decision to
launch the station is a "catastro-
phe" for private radio in Hamburg
and that the existence of some
private stations will be threat-
ened.

"NDR is jeopardizing the
whole private radio system in
Hamburg," he says. "Public radio
can only grow at the expense of
the privates. It would have been
dangerous enough if NDR had
decided to combine NDR3 and 4
and form a youth channel.

"I think it is a huge mistake on
the part of the media politicians
to allow this to happen. NDR's
youth programme will have a
huge advantage over private
youth programmes as it doesn't
need to carry advertising. Our
only hope is that they make a bad
programme, but that is very
unlikely."

OK Radio is perhaps most in
danger and MD Frank Otto says
he fears that if the NDR goes
ahead it could mean job losses at
the station. "If NDR's youth pro-
gramme starts stealing our listen-
ers then we'll suffer a loss of
advertising revenue," he says.
"What's worrying is that NDR has
the money to do this, and because
it's a public station it doesn't have
to think about the consequences.
NDR doesn't care if what they are
doing is right or sensible, while a
private station would never do
this. If NDR launches this youth
channel it will affect private sta-
tions in the whole broadcasting
area."

Like Cabanis, Otto places
much of the blame on the media
politicians who gave the NDR the
go-ahead for the channel. "They
don't have any idea what they're
doing," says Otto. "How can OK
Radio compete with a station
which has a transmitting power
several times that of ours broad-
casting across three German
states?"

Besides setting out to steal
OK's core listeners in the under -
20 age bracket, Otto also says the
youth channel could take listeners
away from NDR2.

Otto stresses that more com-
petition could arise when licences
on the 104 frequency are dis-
tributed in the summer, which
could lead to the existence of up
to three new stations sharing that
frequency in Hamburg.

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Sting Steers Up Top 40
It is not so surpnsing that last week's highest entry, Mick Jagger's Sweet
Thing. is this week's fastest mover in the EHR Top 40. Another 21
stations tuned in to the sounds of the solo Stone, with best support
coming from Sweden, Austria, Denmark and the UK (71-100%
penetration), followed by France, Belgium and Norway (60-63%).

Along with another veteran superstar, Paul McCartney (at

number 2), Mick Jagger (3) is the only one providing serious
competition for the chart top spot, now that Whitney Houston's
/ Will Always Love You has finally reached saturation point, after
eight weeks of continuous growth at the top. McCartney already
proves its major airplay impact by pushing Whitney Houston from
the top in the Central and South Regional EHR Top 20.

/ Will Always Love You is the longest number one runner since last
year's This Used To Be My Playground by Madonna (also 8 weeks).
EHR's attention for Houston, however, has started to focus on her
new single, I'm Every Woman (see Chartbound). Judging from its
current figures (34 stations, including 14 adds) I'm Every Woman is

very likely to perform a high chart entry next week.
Talking about entries, this week again sees a record entering

straight into the top 10 of the EHR ranks. Last week it was Mick
Jagger at number 8, now it is Sting's turn-at 9. If I Ever Lose My
Faith In You has collected an impressive 44 first-time reports, the
highest ever. Until today, Madonna owned the highest number of
additions (41), with I 992's Erotica.

It is interesting to see Genesis's Tell Me Why re-enter Chartbound,
with nine additions under its belt. Tell Me Why already made the
EHR Top 40 and charted for six weeks, peaking at number 22. The
record's "new" life is due to its late inroads in its home land, the UK.

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1961-79
Matt Johnson was born and raised
in London's East End.
On leaving school he set to work
as studio engineer by day while
recording his own demos by night.
At 17 Johnson forms THE THE with
Keith Laws recruited by way of
New Musical Express small ad's
column.
In May '79 pioneering the use of
samples, drum machines and tape
loops THE THE make their live
debut as support to Scritti Politti.

1980-81
WIRE group members Bruce
Gilbert and Graham Lewis produce
THE THE's debut single,
CONTROVERSIAL SUBJECT b/w
BLACK AND WHITE released on
4AD in Summer 1980.
With the addition of Peter
Ashworth (drums) and Tom
Johnson (bass) THE THE become
regulars on London's club circuit.
Steve Pearce begins a long and
important relationship as THE
THE's Manager.
Johnson dismantles four -piece
outfit in favour of a loose creative
platform for a variety of singers
and musicians.
Following comparative success
with the first single Johnson
records COLD SPELL AHEAD in
1981 later to be transformed into
UNCERTAIN SMILE) - for Stevo's
fledgling SOME BIZZARE label.
BURNING BLUE SOUL is released
on 4AD and despite the solo credit,
is considered THE THE's debut LP. It
is received with massive acclaim
and soon brought the attention of
major record companies.

1982-83
Stevo signed THE THE to Epic
records, and in December 1982,
UNCERTAIN SMILE reaches lower
end of British charts.
Prior to the release of UNCERTAIN
SMILE, Johnson had recorded an
album entitled THE
PORNOGRAPHY OF DESPAIR -
however, unhappy with the
results, it was consigned to the
vaults.
Following an intense period of
hotel wrecking, drug indulgence
and abortive recording sessions in
the US, Johnson returns with one
track PERFECT featuring ex -New
York Doll's, David Johansen,

which is released as a follow up to
UNCERTAIN SMILE.

In early 1983, THIS IS THE DAY is
released as a single featuring
Zeke Manyika from Orange Juice.
In Autumn 1983 THE THE releases
SOUL MINING (co -produced by
Paul Hardiman). The album goes
Top 30 earning Johnson his first
gold record.

1984-86
Following a long absence brought
about through serious illness,
Johnson returned to the studio in
1985 to begin recording INFECTED.
Collaborators included Neneh
Cherry, Jeff Cline, David Palmer,
Zeke Manyika, Warne Livesey,
Roli Mosimann, Anne Dudley and
Gary Langan.

Prior to INFECTED's release
Johnson embarked on an
ambitious plan for an album -
length video. The film was the
work of four directors including
Tim Pope, the acclaimed British
film-maker. It was shot in a
variety, of locations such as a
brothel in Harlem, a prison in
Bolivia, the banks of the Amazon
and a disused London gas works.
INFECTED sold over one million
copies, remaing in the UK charts
for 30 consecutive weeks and
reaching platinum.
SWEET BIRD OF TRUTH the first
single was followed by

HEARTLAND, INFECTED and SLOW
TRAIN TO DAWN all of which
made the UK charts.

1987-88
Much of this time was spent
promoting INFECTED utilising the
album video at selected screening
events throughout the world. The
film went on to win Best Long
Form Video at the 1988 Montreux
Film Festival.
Johnson and Stevo terminate their
eight year long association.

1989-91
Johnson decided to put together a
more permanent line up for THE
THE; Johnny Marr - guitar (ex -
Smiths, Electronic), Dave Palmer -
drums (ex -ABC) James Eller - bass
(formerly with Julian Cope) to
record the new album MIND
BOMB. This was augmented by
Sinead O'Connor as co -vocalist on
KINGDOM OF RAIN.
Produced by Livesey, Mosimann
and Johnson MIND BOMB was
released May 1989 and was THE
THE's most acclaimed album to
date.
MIND BOMB provided THE THE's
first Top 20 single THE BEAT(EN)
GENERATION reaching No. 18 in
the UK charts.
The follow up ARMAGEDDON
DAYS ARE HERE AGAIN brought
controversy over its lyrical content
and was replaced by GRAVITATE
TO ME.

THE THE toured the world playing
one hundred sell out shows in
Europe, NorthAmerica, Australia
and the Far East.
Tim Pope filmed a final concert at
London's Royal Albert Hall
resulting in THE THE VERSUS THE
WORLD longform video. To
coincide with its release is a four -
track EP entitled SHADES OF BLUE.

By late 1991 THE THE were back in
the studio with Detroit
engineer/producer Bruce Lampcov.
Exactly 365 days from the date of
the first session the new album is
completed.

1993
The single DOGS OF LUST
accompanied by a Tim Pope
directed video, announces to the
world the launch of THE THE's first
album of the 1990's - DUSK.
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DOGS OF LUST
