"Friends & Family" is sure to make friends with plenty of pro- 
grammers at Alternative. 

Whether it's Method Man or Aaron Lewis, Limp Bizkit mas- 
termind Fred Durst knows a thing or two about successful duets. 
This time around the red -capped rap- rocker pairs up with Goo Goo 
Dolls frontman Johnny Rzeznik for a cover of Pink Floyd's "Wish 
You Were Here," from America: A Tribute to Heroes. Find it in 
the Rock section. 

Another Floyd cover, albeit a radically different one, can be 
found at Active Rock from Canadian rockers Kittie. The girls bare 
their teeth and claws with a vicious cover of "Run Like Hell." Look 
for a new EP in January 
called Live in Hell, featur- 
ing a new version of the 
cover as well as live cuts 
from a recent show in De- 
troit. Fans will be running 
like hell to get tickets to 
the group's upcoming tour 
in the new year with fel- 
low rockers Ill Niño, Chi - 
maira and No One.
