PROJECT AND PROGRAMME REVIEW COMMITTEE

TERMS OF REFERENCE
(Amended in October 2015)

1. The Project and Programme Review Committee (PPRC) shall be responsible for assisting
the Board in tasks related to project/programme review in accordance with the Operational
Policies and Guidelines for Parties to access resources of the Adaptation Fund (the OPG), and
for providing recommendations and advice to the Board thereon.

2. In this regard, the PPRC shall:
a) Consider and review projects and programmes submitted to the Board by eligible
Parties in accordance with the OPG;
b) Address issues arising from projects and programmes submitted to the Board,
including outstanding policy issues;
c) Review the project/programme performance reports (PPRs) submitted by

accredited implementing entities in accordance with the OPG, with the support of
the secretariat; report and make recommendations to the Board on project and
programme approval, cancellation, termination, suspension and on any other
matter under its consideration; and

d) Consider any other matter the Board deems appropriate.

3. Representatives from accredited implementing entities may be invited by the Chair of
the PPRC to attend the meetings in order to explain details of the projects and
programmes before the PPRC and provide information to assist in the deliberations.

4, The PPRC, in consultation with the Board Chair, may require assistance and/or advice
from experts in the performance of its functions;
