Nominations must be submitted through an official letter addressed to the CBD Executive Secretary,
including the CV of the nominee, and sent to the Secretariat by e-mail to secretariat@chbd.int at your earliest
convenience but no later than 22 July 2024. Selection will be made based on relevant expertise and
experience, and taking into account gender balance.
