LATEST NEWS:

Slobodan MILOSEVIC Case (“Bosnia and Herzegovina’’)
Judge May (Confirming Judge)

DECISION ON REVIEW OF INDICTMENT:
On 22 November 2001, Judge May confirmed the indictment against Slobodan MiloSevi¢ charging
him with crimes in Bosnia and Herzegovina between 1992 and 1995. They include:

(a) Genocide and complicity with genocide under Article 4 of the Statute;

(b) Crimes against humanity involving persecution, extermination, murder, imprisonment, torture,
deportation and inhumane acts (forcible transfers) under Article 5 of the Statute;

(c) Grave breaches of the Geneva Conventions of 1949 involving wilful killing, unlawful confinement,
torture, wilfully causing great suffering, unlawful deportation or transfer, and extensive destruction
and appropriation of property under Article 2 of the Statute;

(d) Violations of the laws or customs of war involving, inter alia, attacks on civilians, unlawful
destruction, plunder of property, and cruel treatment under Article 3 of the Statute.

PROCEDURAL DEVELOPMENTS:
I.  OVERVIEW OF COURT PROCEEDINGS:

Mladen NALETILIC and Vinko MARTINOVIC Case (“Tuta” and “Stela”)
Trial Chamber I — Judges Liu (Presiding), Harding Clark and Diarra

The morning of 19 November, the Prosecution examined protected witness OO. This witness was
cross-examined by the Defence in the afternoon. On the following day, in the morning, Judge Harding
Clark briefly examined the witness. In the afternoon of that day, the Trial Chamber heard the testimony of
protected witness PP. On 21 November 2001 PP continued his testimony. The witness testified on events
in the Heliodrom camp, Ljubugki and Siroki Brijeg. He also told the court about forced labour he had to
perform. In the afternoon another protected witness, QQ, told the Chamber about HV units he saw at the
Heliodrom. On 22 November QQ continued his testimony. There was no afternoon session on that day or
on Friday.

Mitar VASILJEVIC Case (“Visegrad™)
Trial Chamber Il — Judges Hunt (Presiding), Janii and Taya

In the morning of 19 November 2001, the Prosecution examined protected witness VGD23 who
began his testimony on Friday 16 November. The Defence examined witness Ilija Zecevic in the latter
part of the morning. In the afternoon, the Defence called witness Petar Mitrovi¢. The Prosecution
examined this witness the next day. The Trial Chamber asked the witness some questions before he was
re-examined by Defence Counsel. The Defence called Ratomir Simgi¢ whose testimony was followed by
that of witness Zivorad Savi¢. In the morning of 21 November, Savi¢ was cross-examined by the
Prosecution. During the afternoon session, witness Goran Loncarevi¢ gave his testimony. Loncarevic also
testified the following morning to events that took place in the UZice health centre at which he worked at
as a doctor. In the latter part of the morning session, witness Miloje Novakovi¢ was examined by the
Prosecution. Towards the end of the morning session, the Defence called witness Dobrivoje Sikirié. In the
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afternoon, this witness was cross-examined by the Prosecution. The Defence called witness Radomir
Vasiljevic, a doctor from ViSegrad. He was director of the ViSegrad health centre and he is a distant
relative of the accused.

Milan SIMIC, Blagoje SIMIC, Miroslav TADIC, and Simo ZARIC Case (“Bosanski Samac”)
Trial Chamber I, Section B — Judges Mumba (Presiding), Singh and Williams

The Trial Chamber resumed this week with the examination of protected witness G by the
Prosecution. After a closed session in the morning of 20 November 2001, the Trial Chamber heard the
testimony of protected witness L. The Prosecution’s examination in chief witness resumed on 21
November 2001 and lasted until the afternoon of 22 November. The Prosecution questioned him on the
exchanges of Muslims, Serbs and Croats. There was no session in the afternoon or on Friday.

They are to file by 26 November a
statement indicating the order of their submissions and how they intend to share the total time between
appellants. The Prosecution’s response will follow the appellants’ arguments and may continue for a
maximum of 4 hours. After this response, appellants have a total of one hour for their replies.
