Support get-out-the-vote efforts

We organize and lead virtual text banks for partner
networks to help register voters and get out the vote
in their communities. Each virtual event includes a
presentation on state-specific voting rules and text
bank training. We provide event promotion materials,
necessary tools, and post-event impact reports.

We also collaborate with partners to identify key
locations for voter registration drives, then work
with our local Leagues to provide planning support,
volunteers, materials, and handle registration logistics.

Provide access to civics education and expertise

To draw a connection between the above work and its
impact on the overall election landscape, we offer virtual
educational webinars for partner networks on voting,
