Parties may request service by email on individual State employees or officers sued in their
individual capacity. The Attorney General can accept service on individuals only after obtaining
the individual’s permission.

The serving party will be notified promptly whether the Attorney General will accept service on
the defendant(s) or witness. Service shall be complete when an Assistant Attorney General in
the Civil Division confirms by return email that the Attorney General has accepted service.
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
