A BILL INTITULED

An Act to amend the Customs Act 1913 by making provision
for the importation of goods from countries other than
New Zealand free of duty

1. Short title - This Act may be cited as the
Customs Amendment Act 1986-87 and shall be read together
with and deemed part of the Customs Act 1913
{hereinafter referred to as "the prineipal Act").

2. Importation of goods from countries other than
New Zealand into Coock Islands free of duty -~ The
principal Act is amended so far as it affects the law of
the Cook Islands by inserting after section 298, the
following section:

"2984. (1} Nothwithstanding any of the
provisions of this Part of this Act or of any
other Act, the Queen's Representative nay
from time to time by Oxder in Executive
Council designate any country or countries
(other than New Zealand} from which goods may
be imported into the Cook 1Islands free of
duty.

{2} Such order may impose such terms
and conditions as shall be set out in the
Order and may be varied or revoked by a
subsequent Order.

(3} Such order may be made in respect
of all goods imported from the country or
countries designated in the Order or in a
Previous Order, or may be made in respect of
such class or classes of goods as shall be
specified in the Order.
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(4) Every Order made
