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<Purposes>

Article 1: These rules, pursuant to Okayama University Regulations Article 7-2-2, specify the
matters pertaining to the Discovery Program for Global Learners (hereinafter referred to as “the
Program”) at Okayama University (hereinafter referred to as “the University”).

<Establishment>

Article 2: The Program is established under the auspices of the participating faculties
(hereinafter referred to as “the Participating Faculties”) including the Faculty of Letters, Faculty
of Law, Faculty of Education, Faculty of Economics, Faculty of Science, Faculty of Health Sciences,
Department of Pharmaceutical Technology of the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences, Faculty of
Engineering, and Faculty of Agriculture.

<Operation>
Article 3: To realize the Program’s commitment to inter-departmental student coursework,
the Program shall be operated under the cooperation of the entire University.

<Steering Committee>

Article 4: To facilitate the operation of the Program and education therein, the Steering
Committee for the Discovery Program for Global Learners (hereinafter referred to as “the
Steering Committee”) shall be established.

2 Where necessary, matters pertaining to the Steering Committee shall be provided
separately.

<Admission>

Article 5: Sixty students shall be recruited and selected by the Program and placed within
the admission quotas of the Faculty of Letters, Faculty of Law, Faculty of Education, Faculty of
Economics, Faculty of Science, Faculty of Health Sciences, Department of Pharmaceutical
Technology of the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences, Faculty of Engineering, and Faculty of
Agriculture



<Selection Procedure and Other Matters>

Article 6: Selection shall be conducted according to the “comprehensive selection process”
entrance examination format.

2 Admission shall be decided by the University President based on the request of the
Program Director, and following the deliberation of the Steering Committee, which is entrusted
with the authority to do so by the Participating Faculties.

<Pre-sessional Preparatory Education>

Article 7: To facilitate the students’ education upon their arrival, the Program shall offer
pre-sessional preparatory education.

2. Matters pertaining to pre-sessional education shall be specified elsewhere.

<Curriculum>

Article 8: The Program’s curriculum shall consist of General Education courses and Major
Education courses.

2. General Education courses shall consist of Courses for Introductory Education, Courses
for Developing Intellectual Understanding, Language Courses, Courses for Developing Practical
Knowledge and Sensitivity, Courses for Developing General Skills, and Health and General
Education Courses for Senior Undergraduate Students.

3. Major Education courses shall consist of Major Foundational courses and Major courses.
Major Foundational courses shall consist of Common Seminars, Basic Courses, Academic English,
and Academic Japanese. Major courses shall consist of Fundamental courses, Subject-Specific
courses, Practicums, and Senior Projects.

4, Major Education courses offered by the Program and corresponding credit numbers &c.
shall be listed in the Appendix. Where necessary, additional courses not listed in the Appendix
may be offered.

5. Matters pertaining to the prerequisites for the courses stipulated in the preceding
paragraph and the program of study &c. shall be provided separately.

<Educational Tracks>

Article 9: The Program shall offer two educational tracks: 1) the Discovery Track for
students who mainly take English-medium courses offered by the Program and 2) the Open
Track for students who mainly take courses offered by the Participating Faculties.

2. Matters pertaining to the educational tracks stipulated in the preceding paragraph shall
be provided separately.

<Calculation of Credit Hours>
Article 10: Credits assigned to each course shall be specified as follows:
a) Lecture: 1 credit corresponds to 15 contact hours.
b) Seminar: 1 credit corresponds to 15 to 30 contact hours.
c) Laboratory work and practical training: 1 credit corresponds to 30 to 45 contact hours.
d) Senior Project: 10 credits are granted for the tasks necessary to complete a Senior
Project &c.



2. The formula for calculating the number of credits when a combination of
aforementioned course formats (lecture, seminar, laboratory work, and practical training) is
used in one course shall be specified elsewhere based on the formulas stipulated in the
preceding paragraph items a) to c).

<Announcement of Grading Scheme>
Article 11: Course syllabi specifying teaching methods, content, schedule, and grading
scheme shall be announced at the beginning of each academic year.

<Credits>
Article 12: Credits shall be authorized by the course instructor based on exam scores and
other indicators according to the grading schemes specified in the preceding Article.

<Announcement of Courses>

Article 13: Course titles and the names of instructors shall be announced at the beginning of
each school year. However, additional course titles and instructor names may be announced at
the beginning of an academic term or in the middle of an academic term or an academic year.

<Course Registration>

Article 14: A student shall register for the courses of his or her choosing at the beginning of
each academic term following the prescribed procedure. Where the proviso in Article 13 applies,
a student shall register at the time of the announcement of the course offering.

2. A student who wishes to enroll in courses offered by a faculty other than the
Participating Faculties shall, upon following a prescribed procedure, apply for permission from
the Dean of said Faculty.

<Maximum Credit Enrollment>

Article 15: To ensure coursework befitting a student, the maximum number of credits for
which he or she can register per year shall be capped at a number specified elsewhere.

2. A student who has completed the previous year’s coursework with excellent grades may
be permitted to take courses beyond the aforementioned credit cap.

<Course Enrollment in Other Universities and Colleges>

Article 16: A student who wishes to enroll in courses offered by other universities or junior
colleges (including a foreign institution) must apply to the Program for permission by submitting
the designated forms.

2. Permission thereto shall be granted where the aforementioned application has been
submitted and an agreement has been reached with another university or junior college.
3. The first paragraph shall apply mutatis mutandis to the case in which a student, while

residing in Japan, enrolls in a course provided by a foreign university or a junior college as part of
his/her educational program, either by correspondence or at a satellite institution designated by
the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (hereinafter referred to as
“Ministry of Education”).



4, Credits earned while enrolling in other universities or junior colleges, following the
procedure specified in the preceding paragraphs, may be transferred and recognized as credits
earned in the Program (hereinafter referred to as “transfer credits”), insofar as the number
thereof does not exceed 60.

<Educational Experiences in Institutions Other than Universities>

Article 17: A student who wishes to enroll in courses equivalent to upper-division courses in
universities offered by a junior college or a technical college shall apply for permission by
submitting the designated forms.

2. The treatment of cases in which a student enrolls in courses specified in the preceding
paragraph, as well as in any other educational activities specified by the Ministry of Education,
shall be stipulated elsewhere.

3. Credits earned while enrolling in courses equivalent to upper division courses in
universities offered by a junior college or a technical college, following the procedure specified
in the preceding paragraphs, may be transferred, insofar as the number of transfer credits,
together with the number of credits transferred under the provisions of the Article 16, does not
exceed 60.

<Transfer of Credits Earned Prior to the Enrollment in the Program>

Article 18: Credits earned by a student prior to admission to the Program (including credits
earned as a non-degree student) may, on some occasions, be recognized as credits earned in the
Program.

2. The number of credits transferable from the credits earned as stipulated in the preceding
paragraph shall, together with the number of credits transferred under the provisions of Articles
16 and 17, not exceed 60 in total.

<Matters Pertaining to Student Registry>

Article 19 and Articles 32 through 38 of the University Regulations shall be applied to Program
students. Where the term “Dean” is used, it shall be replaced by the term “Program Director”
for this purpose.

<Student Registry>
Article 20: A Program student shall be assigned to one of the Participating Faculties.
2. The method and management of the student registry shall be specified elsewhere.

<Transfer to Another Program>

Article 21: A student who wishes to transfer to a bachelor’s program offered by another
program within the University must acquire, following the prescribed procedure, the permission
of the dean where his or her registry is located.

2. Permission to transfer from another program within the University to the Program may
occasionally be granted, following deliberation by the Steering Committee.
3. The procedure and timing of the program transfer, as well as credit transfer, shall be

specified elsewhere.



<Transfer Admission, Admission of University Graduates, University Transfer, and Readmission>
Article 21-2: A student wishing to transfer to or be readmitted to the Program may only do so
subject to the provisions stipulated in Article 25 Paragraph 2, Article 26, Article 27, and Article
37 of the University Regulations. Furthermore, transfer and readmission applications will be
subject to transfer admission capacities and to a separate selection process.

2. Additional procedures and timing regarding transfer, graduate admission, and readmission,
including recognition of previously earned credits, shall be specified elsewhere.

<Calculation of Enrollment Period and Accumulated Credits>

Article 22: For the students stipulated in the preceding two paragraphs, the calculation of the
enrollment period and the number of credits eligible for transfer shall be dealt with on a case-
by-case basis.

<Graduation Requirements>

Article 23: To graduate, a Program student shall have enrolled in the Program for four years
or longer and accumulated 124 or more credits, which shall consist of credits earned in Liberal
Arts and Major courses as specified elsewhere.

<Early Graduation>

Article 24: Notwithstanding the preceding Article, the Program may approve the graduation
of a student enrolled in the Program for at least three years and six months, insofar as he or she
has earned the number of credits required for graduation with high marks and desires early
graduation provided in Article 41 of the University Regulations (hereinafter referred to as “Early
Graduation”).

2. Requirements for Early Graduation shall be stipulated elsewhere and announced.

<Approval of Graduation>

Article 25: The graduation shall be approved by the University President based on the
request of the Program Director, and following the deliberation of the Steering Committee,
which is entrusted with the authority to do so by the Participating Faculty.

Article 26: The degree granted shall be a Bachelor of Arts and Sciences.

<Non-Degree Student>

Article 27: A person other than a student of the University may be granted permission,
conditional on the capacity of the Program’s facilities and class size, to enroll in courses offered
by the Program as a non-degree student.

< Non-Degree Guest Student >

Article 28: A student of another university (including junior and technical colleges as well as
foreign universities or colleges) may, based on agreement with the student’s home university, be
granted permission to enroll in courses offered by the Program as a Non-Degree Guest Student.

<Miscellaneous>



Article 29: Matters pertaining to the Program not mentioned here shall be stipulated
elsewhere.

<Supplementary Provisions>

1. These regulations shall enter into force as of October 1, 2017.

<Supplementary Provisions>

2. Notwithstanding the revised course categories stipulated in the appendix, for students

enrolled in the Program as of April 2019, the following courses under the Major
Foundational course category will still be recognized as viable credits contributing to
graduation requirements: Introduction to Composition (1 credit), *Composition Skills (1
credit), Interdisciplinary Reading Skills ESL (0.5 credits), International Business (2 credits)
Business at the Bottom of the Pyramid (2 credits).

<Supplementary Provisions>

1. These regulations shall enter into force as of April 1, 2021.

2. The revisions to Major Education courses stipulated in the appendix shall not apply to
Major Education courses taken before April 1, 2021 (date exclusive).

<Supplementary Provisions>

1. These regulations shall enter into force as of October 1, 2022.

<Supplementary Provisions>

1. These regulations shall enter into force as of April 1, 2024.

2. The revisions to Major Education courses stipulated in the appendix shall not apply to

Major Education courses taken before April 1, 2024 (date exclusive).
