REPORT OF THE COMMISSION

Introduction

In accordance with its decision recorded in the Report of the thvidksion of the
Preparatory Commission (PC-XII/17), the Commission convened its e€htft
Session in The Hague, Kingdom of the Netherlands, from 18 - 22 March 1996.

The number of signatory States remained unchanged at 160.

Four new instruments of ratification were deposited during thentuntersessional
period, by Céte d'lvoire (18 December 1995), Morocco (28 December 1995), Czech
Republic (6 March 1996), and Brazil (13 March 1996). This brought the number of
ratifications to 49.
