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1 PES manifesto for the 2024 elections 

2 [Progressive solutions for Europe - #solutions4Europe] 

3 As the Party of the European Socialists, the largest progressive force in Europe, we head into 
4 the 2024 European elections with continued determination to transform our societies and 
5 improve the lives of European citizens. 

6 We want free, fair and secure democratic societies. We believe in Europe as the force to 
7 guarantee those rights for all and with all. We believe in working together to keep our planet 
8 liveable, to achieve social justice and to offer new opportunities for everyone. We build a 
9 Europe of sustainability and democracy. A feminist Europe. An inclusive Europe founded on 

10 universal human rights. A Europe where social, economic and environmental progress go hand 
11 in hand. A Europe supportive of its young people, a Europe that promotes culture in all its 
12 diversity. For us, Europe has always been a project of peace and shared prosperity. A project 
13 of solidarity that allows our countries to overcome challenges that they could not face alone. 

14 By joining forces, we build a Europe that can achieve great things we can be proud of. 

15 Successive crises and rising threats have defined the period since the 2019 European 
16 elections. Yet, in difficult circumstances, we have shown that a Europe that protects its people 
17 and provides hope for a better future is possible. We worked hard to deliver progressive 
18 solutions to the rising cost of living; to the climate emergency; to the shift to clean energy; to 

19 the Covid-19 pandemic; and to the Russian aggression against Ukraine. 

20 Today, many challenges remain ahead of us. Against a backdrop of war and conflicts raging in 
21 our continent and in our neighbourhood, as well as rising authoritarianism worldwide, Europe 
22 must be a guarantor of peace, promote the respect of international law and fair international 
23 relations, and stand up for the United Nations Charter and the Universal Declaration of Human 
24 Rights. It must be ready to ensure its security and defence. The EU must also tackle 
25 inequalities within our borders, the loss of purchasing power due to the rising cost of living, the 
26 backlash against women’s rights, the ever-growing difficulties young people face, and the 
27 undermining of democracy and the rule of law. We want a more united Europe that protects 
28 our sovereignty, our welfare states and invests in quality green jobs, sustainable wellbeing and 

29 a dynamic economy. 

30 In our countries, the far-right is a threat to citizens and to the European project. It is a poison 
31 for democracy. Our values are irreconcilable. The far right wants to pit people against each 
32 other, while we want to bring them together. Our political family has a clear red line: we will 

33 never cooperate nor form a coalition with the far right. 

34 A stronger Socialist & Democratic Group in the European Parliament means more power to 
35 deliver respect, justice and a better future. More power to provide citizens with equal 
36 opportunities, a sense of security and quality of life that everyone deserves. 

37 In this Manifesto, we put forward 20 commitments for our common candidate and our parties, 

38 for a Europe based on: 

39 • The right to quality jobs with fair wages by guaranteeing workers’ rights, strengthening

40 collective bargaining, democracy at work and supporting the self-employed.

41 • A new Green and Social Deal for a just transition, with clean, secure and affordable
42 energy; new quality jobs in a green, carbon-free circular economy; and a liveable planet for
43 our children.

44 •Strong democracy, where the rule of law is respected and defended by all.

45 • A strong and competitive European economy that prepares its industries and SMEs for

46 the future.

47 • A protective Europe that defends people against the high cost of living, their jobs from unfair 

48 competition, their health and their environment. 

49 • A feminist Europe that stands up for equal rights, women’s control over their lives and 
50 bodies, and an end to gender-based violence and discrimination. 

51 • A Europe for young people that guarantees progress, autonomy, opportunities and 
52 eradicates job insecurity. 

53 • The right to decent and affordable housing for all 

54 • A strategically independent Europe, that defends its freedom, security and territorial 
55 integrity. 

56 • A strong Europe in the world, that promotes peace, security, cooperation, human rights 
57 and sustainable development. 
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
