Subject: Marine Forecast Matrix Issued by Weather Forecast Office
Honolulu, HI for Additional Pacific Locations Beginning October 1, 2021

Beginning on or about October 1, 2021, the NWS Weather Forecast Office
(WFO) in Honolulu, HI (HFO) will begin issuing a new Marine Forecast
Matrix (MFM) text product for locations outside of the Main Hawaiian
Island coastal waters (MFMN10). No changes will be made to the existing
MFM for locations across the Main Hawaiian Island coastal waters

(MFMHFO) .

With the addition of MFMN10, there will be two MFM products issued by
HFO. The World Meteorological Organization (WMO) Identifiers (IDs) and
Advanced Weather Interactive Processing System (AWIPS) Product
Identifiers (PILs) are:

The MFMN10 product will include a subset of elements covered in the MFM
Product Description Document available at:

The elements included in MFMN10 are wind direction (WIND DIR), wind speed
(WIND SPD), significant wave height (SIG WAVE HGT) and probability of
thunderstorms (TSTMS). Additional forecast elements and forecast
locations may be added at a later date.
