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INTRODUCTION

1. At thesixteenth session of the Standing Committee on the Law of Trademarks,
Industrial Designs and Geographical Indications (SCT), held in Geneva from

November 13 to 17, 2006, the SCT discussed issues relating to the formalities concerning the
procedures for design registration, as well as to the relation between industrial designs and
works of applied arts and three dimensional marks. The discussions were based on
documents SCT/9/6 and SCT/16/6.

2. Atthe conclusion of that session, the SCT requested the Secretariat to develop a
questionnaire relating to the formalities of industrial design registration and to the borderlines
between all types of marks and industrial designs (see document SCT/16/8, paragraphs

25 and 27), with aview to promoting a better understanding of the different design systems.

3. Accordingly, the Secretariat presented a draft questionnaire to the seventeenth session
of the SCT, held in Genevafrom May 7 to 11, 2007, for consideration. At that session, the
SCT adopted the questionnaire and decided that the International Bureau should circulate it,
with arequest for return by November 2, 2007 (see document SCT/18/7). Moreover, the SCT
requested the Secretariat to develop, in addition to the Questionnaire on Industrial Design
Law and Practice (Part 1), asecond questionnaire on the basis of additional questions by SCT
members (see document SCT/17/8, paragraph 432). A draft Questionnaire on Industrial
Design Law and Practice (Part I1) was thus presented to the eighteenth session of the SCT,
held in Geneva from November 12 to 16, 2007, for comments. After its adoption at the
conclusion of that session, the questionnaire was circulated among SCT members, with a
request for return by January 31, 2008 (see document SCT/18/8 Rev.).

STRUCTURE OF THE QUESTIONNAIRES

4.  The Questionnaire on Industrial Design Law and Practice (Part I) contained

83 questions on the formalities concerning the procedures for design registration, the
management of registrations and the communication with the offices. The Questionnaire on
Industrial Design Law and Practice (Part 11) contained 47 questions on the following issues:
the subject matter of industrial design, the formalities for industrial design registration,
appeals, Alternative Dispute Resolution (*ADR”) and invalidation procedures, and the
relation of industrial designs with trademarks, copyright and unfair competition law.

5.  Ingenerd, the questionnaires were structured in a manner that would facilitate the
evaluation of replies. In respect of the 130 questions, aresponse was requested by checking
the relevant box (YES/ NO/ NA). In some case, a further option for reply was given, namely
the option “other.” That option was limited to a minimum, so asto avoid, as far as possible,
replies containing text.
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STRUCTURE OF THE DOCUMENT

6. Thereplies provided by the Member States and Intergovernmental Organizationsto
Part | and Part 11 of the questionnaires are reproduced in the present document. As Part Il of
the questionnaire complements Part | and includes a number of questions concerning the
procedures for design registration, which have also been addressed through other questionsin
Part |, it was considered preferable to merge the replies to both questionnairesin asingle
document and to regroup replies according to subject matter.

7.  Asaresult, this document does not follow strictly the numeration of the questionsin the
questionnaires, but reproduces the questions and replies following the order of topics
appearing in the table of contents.

8.  Some questions in the questionnaires are followed by a further question, applicable only
where the reply to the first one has been in the positive. Questions which are a sub-set of an
earlier question are reproduced in the present document under the same number as the earlier
question, followed by the indication “bis,” “ter,” etc., as the case may be.

9.  Thisdocument is based on replies to the Questionnaire on Industrial Design Law and
Practice (Part I) received from the following Member States.
