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Chrome makes it simple to customize your browser
settings and choose the level of privacy that’s right for you.

Click on the three dots in the top 
right-hand corner of your browser, 
select Settings, and then Privacy and 
security. In Chrome, this is the hub for 
controlling the information you share 
with websites, your browsing history, 
passwords, and more.

Take control of your 
data with privacy 
preferences

In Chrome, you can create different 
profiles and switch between a work 
account and a personal account. That 
means you can access different Google 
accounts in separate windows without 
signing in and out each time. No data or 
content is shared between the profiles, so 
your work data is kept secure and your 
private browsing is kept private. 

To control what information sites can 
see, take the same steps as above to 
get to the Privacy and security menu. 
There, you manage your preferences 
in Site Settings and Cookies.

When you use Incognito mode your 
browsing history and cookies are 
deleted from your computer the 
moment you close the window. But 
remember, this does not make you 
invisible on the internet. It won’t hide 
your browsing from your employer, 
your internet service provider, or the 
websites you visit.
