The keyboard focus and highlight selection in
most dialog boxes and large part of the main
window can be detected and tracked by Assistive
technology. The focus indication moves in many
dialogs as input focus changes.

Technology. When an image represents a program

element, the information conveyed by the image
must also be available in text.

Most dialogs are accessible to VoiceOver and
other accessibility clients.

The minimum information that shall be made
available is text content, text input caret location,
and text attributes.

VoiceOver is able to navigate elements in dialog
boxes and most elements of the GUI. All text
labels are accessible and readable by VoiceOver
and other accessibility clients.

(9) Applications shall not override user selected
contrast and color selections and other individual
display attributes.

Supported

(h) When animation is displayed, the information
shall be displayable in at least one non-animated
presentation mode at the option of the user.

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(i) Color coding shall not be used as the only
means of conveying information, indicating an
action, prompting a response, or distinguishing a
visual element.

Most buttons use more than color alone to
indicate state. Plug-in bypass buttons on mixer
channel strips are an exception, but their state is
audibly indicated.
