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Debriefing Procedures

STEP 1:

Letters of Regret are issued within 7 business days of the issuance of an award.

STEP 2:

Unsuccessful vendors must request formally a debriefing in writing, within 10 days from the
date of their Letter of Regret. The written request should be sent through the WMQ's E-
tendering system:

STEP 3:

The WMO procurement staff responsible for the case will submit a reply within 10 days from
the date of receipt of the request for a debriefing.

STEP 4: (Only applicable to tenders above CHF 200,000)

Bidders who have been formally debriefed and remain unsatisfied may file a Letter of Protest
within 10 days of the debriefing.
