As part of the National e-Learning Offer, e-Sgoil is continuing to develop its provision for
learners who have disengaged from their own school setting. The i-Sgoil programme works
in partnership with local schools to re-engage learners within an online space offering live,
interactive timetabled classes for learners from P2 - S6.

i-Sgoil works in partnership with each learner's school to support each child with their
learning. Schools and local authorities are expected to provide learners with a suitable
device, headset and connectivity should this be required.

These lessons were
online, free and available to all families. There were over 400
emails to e-Sgoil asking to register for the classes which
resulted in an an average of 70 families joining in each
learning session. This included parents with children, couples
and individuals from the age of 5 to 65! The learners came
from right across Scotland including Shetland, Skye, Millport,
Mallaig, Peterhead, Aberdeen, Dundee, Tighnabruaich as well
huge swathes of the central belt and down as far as Duns and
Hawick.
